NEW YORK, March 6 .Tho cotton mar¬

ket mudo a new hlgh record for the bull
movement again to-day and cloaed nrm at
a nct advance of 18 4rl9 polnt*. Sale* for
the day were estlmated at 225,000 bales.
Tlio openlng wa* ateady al an advance of 5
pointa in responao to higher cabies than ox¬
pected, but tliere wa* *tl lleonslderable
reallzlng, and durlns the early aeaalon prlcea
did llttle better than hold thelr own Might
improvement*, being followed by recesslona
under reallzlng. Thc otterlnga of long cot¬
ton gradually Bubglded. however. and a*

noon as pressure from thi* ceascd thero
was a renuwal of t.ull support, upon which
the market workod through the 10c. mark
for May. Shorts bought qulte froely on the
advance. and there waa some scatterlng
demand for long account as a result of
bulliah advices a* to the tcchnlcal posltion
bt tho mnrket sent South by local traders.
At the best potnl May sold at 10.03 and
July at 10.19, or 19 polnl* net higher. The
close wan within a polnl or so ot the top
wlth thn bulls good buyer* rlght np to tho
end ot the sesalon. Tho general new* show¬
ed no special feature. The weather ln the
South waa cloudy. but no preclpltatlon waa
reported. Southern spot market* were un¬
changed to Hc. higher. KecelpU contlnue
to Hhow a falllng ufi, and the into-*tght for

3 week la now estlmated at about 240,000
balea.

It seems that the Vlrglnla hens have
gotten down to spring business a llt¬
tlo oarller than usual thia year and
they are BUpplying the market a llt¬
tle more bounLifully than the dealcrs had
looked for. Prlces havo gone to seven-
teen cents for crate lots and tho whole-
salera look for yet lower prices. Fowls
are stlll hlgh, tho recelpts being
rather small.

l-*lorlda vegetables are plentlful and
are somewhat lower than they were
a few days ago. This ls perhaps due
to the fact that the cool, harsh weather
makes Hichmond people a. llttle softlsfl
on early vegetables.
