Mra. Darllng had some thrilling ax-
nerlences durlng tha Clvil W, Born
In New IHampshire, aha, a Northern
woman, becamas the bride of Fdward
L. Darling, a Southron from Louislann,
wha afterward bhecame a brigadiar-
general In the Confederata  sarvios,
She was In the North durlng the early
hostilitles, and returned to tho Houth
under o safo econduct to nurse her hus-
tand durlng an (liness Incident to hig
belng wounded, Her devoted minis-
tritlons. however, could not save his
life, and he dled tha denth of u brave
soldier,

Sho then applied for the pralectinn
ol o flag of truea that she might re-
turn to the homa of her parents, Thia
wus granted. Bhe was tuken aboard
o truce bont and carrled to Now Or-
leans, Flere, In violatlon of tha intar-
natlonal laws regarding flags of truce
and safe conduct, her bagengn wWas
selzed and sha was put in prison for
clght daya, when sho mada hor escane.
Bho then, through the good offices of
the Britlsh consul at New Orlanns,
was granted a parole, under condition
that she dally report to Genoral Por-
ter,  After belng detained in this WY
for many weeks sha was sent to New
York on an army transport, the Bal-

tle, belng the only woman on hoarid
with “the exceptlon of her mald, in
company with 400 elek aoldlers. TDur-

Ing the voyage, which lnsted fAfteen
days, Mre, Darling, by resson of tho
condlition of tha oompanlonway,
Wan thrown down a hatch, and sufferad
o severs Infury to her hand, which hing
left hor a erippla for life,

Sha nfterwnrd made a clalm agalnst
the government for honds, Jewealry
and money taken from her trunk hy
Northorn offlaers  and for dnmagoes
growing out of her Injurles, This wns
favorably acted upon, and nfter cross-
