‘A’ Southern Judge on States’
Rights.

Tha Times-Disputch has been layored
by Judge Emory Speer, of the United
Stntes Circult Court of Georgla, with a
transcript of o recent opinlon by him on
the constitutionality of the Federal ‘em-
ployers' linbllity act” This act provides
that every common-law earrier engoged
In interstute and forelgn commerce shall
e liable to any of Its employes, or In
ense of death, Lo mext of kin, for duom-
ages which may result from the negli=
goenee of o co-employe, and contributory
negligence is no bar to recovery,  Two
United States judges had already held
thut thie act was wnconstltutionul, but
Judge Bpeer lukes a different view, and
upholds: the: law In every particular,

The gase under view was a sult brought
ngainst the Central Rallway of Georgln
Wy the widow of o bridgeman, who was
Killed while engaged in repalring a bridge
on the ilne of the road in Alabama,
