"Tliat wc examlned n lnrpo num¬

ber of AvltnesscB furnlshod'by tho
district nttoi-nc-y, tho counsel for
the defendant, and callod by tho
commission. Among thom were

prison physlclans. qhnplalns, prp-
l.atc court Ofllcers, sherifTs, guards
in charge of thc defendant. two
cf the defcndaiit's counsel, and iif-
tecn physlclans, twelvo of whom
were alicnists. AVe have rceoivod
in evldence mnny doduments nnd

papers. including v.-rltten eommunl-
cntions from thc deicndant to his
counsel.

Verdict of Commission.
1 ".ifter carcful examination ot tho
defendant personally, and of all
the evldence, we llnd the following
facts:

-Jn the frequcnt. and In some

cs^s daily. during the several
months last past, intercourso had
i.y tiie defendant with tbo Tombs
3 hysicians, cbapinins, keepers,
oc?>:r atu-ndsnts. and tlie proba-
tion oflicor. these persons failed to
cUscover anythlng irrational in hls
conduct oV speech.

'The dofendant has taken an

acxiw part in the conuuut of tlie
tric.3: has made numerous sugges-
tions orally ln court and by letter
as to tbe selection of jurors and
the examination of wilnesses.
Many of these suggestlons were

d'-enicd valuable, nnd were adoptod
bv his c-onnsel; and iN-aminntions
of the letters roferred to shows
that. genorally. tho sugRestions
contalticd in thom were material,
senpiblo and nprfarently tbe pro¬
duct of a sane mlnd, AA'hllo Ihe
testimonv of numorous exports call¬
ed by the district attorney and the
defendnnt's counsel is irreeoiiclli-
able, that given by certaln experts
vho porsonallv examlned the do¬
fendant during tho trial and since
tho appointment of tho commission,
nnd who of all tho nllenists ox-

amitied hnd tho greatest oppor¬
tunity oC observatlon, dlscloscd the
fact that no Indlcation of Insnhlty
nt tho present time could be found
In tlie speech. condnet or physlonl
conditions of Iho dofendant.

No Insanity Disclosed.
'Tho dlroet oral and physieal ox-

amination of the defendant by tlio
conuntRsioners themselves disclosed
no lnsnnity ln the dofendant nt llio
presont timo. Upon nll of tbe
facts, It ls our opinion that at tlie
timo of our oxamtnntlnn tho said
Harry K. Thaw was and is niuio

. now, and now is not in a stnto of
idiocv. Imheellity, lunacy or inenni-
ty, so ns tn bo Inenpahlo of rlprhtly
imderstanding iils own condition,
tlie nature of the ohiinros nRnlnst
lilm nr.d of conduct ing llis defonso
ln n rntional manner.

"The mlnutes of the proeoedlngs
had boforo us nnd the dociimonts
recelved In ovidonco nro horewlth
submltted.'
