nbout us many nnrrow cscnpes from
death In the junglo nnd on tho veldt
ns any man llving to-dny, and prob¬
ably more than any other person ln
Kl.'hiiiond to-day.

ln spetiking- of hls unusual escapes
from death, Ijieutenant Staines relatod
the followliifr experlence witli tho wild
dogs of Indiu:

"lt was ln the month of Aiigust
wlu'ii my friond Kussoll nnd myself
mado up our minds to mako an ex-
curslon to Kag- Tibba. Nag Tlbba Is
situatod at tho foot of tlio perpetual
snow llno, and ls n llttlo vlllage in-
habltcd by a curious race of peoplo
speaking tholr own curious language.
lt was in this vlllnp;e thnt "Gauri,"
tlie wldely-famous "shikarl,' or huntn-
niaii, lived. He was a magrnlficontly-
bulit lialf-bread, with undauiitcd cour-
age. Cool and collectcd undor tho
most Rtrenuoux circumstartces, meeting
a tlgcr.or other Bavage beast was
to him llke his dnlly duly of carry-

Ing* mllk to his .varlous customers up
in the great sanltorium of MusHoorto in
the Illmalayas. When we arrlved In
thls greon llttlo homoly vlllage wo
inciulred lf 'Gauri" was ln. J am, of
course, a master of tho 'Pnhari' tonuue.
Thls is tho language spoken hy thls
cut-lous llttlo people. Having rcceiv¬
ed an nfllrmativo answer, I deinanded
to bo conductcd to hls humble Immlet,
Ho wns cookinff his aftornoon's repast,
but on soeing ub loft tho work to his
oldost son. His wlfo h'ad pnssad away
to better lands Just threO months ago.
Ho ituniired tho motlvo of our vislt,
and wo told hlm wo wero deslrous of
maklng a trip to the foot of tho snows
to hunt tho anlmals tlmt weru at this
season of the year to bo found directly
nt tlie foot of the snow line. 'GauiT
had only to hear the word hunt nnd
spot a gun whon hls splrits roso to
their zenlth und his heart to joyous
ovorilowlng. Ho was n brave follow, a
trusty gtildo, a keen obsorvor an.l
nn evor-rondy, wllling workor, Noed-
less to say, 'Oauri' at onco made up

his mlnd to lead tm to lhe aporllngflohl; Next moitilng. tliorofore, Wa
set out. It v.'iis a Hnmlny, tho 17lh of
Atlgllst', 18110, Ull, up, up, wn cllinliotl.
untll wo reached tlio long-totikod-forliiimlnfe-«ro\iiids.
VIUIssqU nnd Gauri left. myself niul

n 'Pnhurl ctitillc' to ko ln un oppoHltetllreetion. vy0 n^rccd lo tnoul atnhtilit
f. o'clock nt iho spot whoro wo imtleil.1 liad a long walk, nnd the Pitlinri
ooollo liognn to kIidw siKiis ot intigile.Wo sut nnd rustod n whllo nnd drauk
from u rufroshlng utronin of puro uii-
iiihtltfirtUtHl crystal wutor. AVhllo nlt-
tlng nnd looking nrotind, tho Pahiifl
coullo middonly utteie.l nn oxelumn-
tlou or joy nn.l, liecknnlng to mo,polntott out tt hoi'd of lnniitilllcent
'ghurrll.Va klml or anteloyo. Thoy wero
too far to shoot nt from our present
pOBltlon, so 1 told him lo remain whero
ho wns nnd that 1 would stnlk tho
ghurrll myself. 1 told hlm ho wus to
rtish down as soon ns ho henril shuol-
lng.

"I mado my way down n vnlley to¬
ward tho spot whero tho ghurrll were
reeillng. They ojtllor liennl my fool-
steps or elso scentod me. ilowovoi',
thoy mndo off, but as I smv them
start 1 sat still, nnd watehed thom
lako up a frcsh positlon nmongst somo
pliio trees about n thousand yards
from mo. I now followed, but had
not goiio very far when I henrd a fa-
lilliar yolplng SQtiiid. 1 hulU.d nnd
my hcart boat tast. T turned to run
toward my coolto cornpnnlon, but It
wns too lato. Not :i00 yards from
mo I apled a, pack of about sixty or
scvohty; 'Jungll qiitttu' AVlld dogs)
maklng straight for iho at a hcndlong
pneo. I had not a second to lose. I
mado my way up tho mountnlnsido to-
wards a buiich of piiies, and qylokly
cllmbeil up to a placo of safoty. lt wns
not long before tho dogs spottod mo,
nnd then the most awful nnd doafcnlng-
.llu lillod tho clear a.tmosphcrc. Bark*
Ing, snnrilng, yolplng, tearlng nnd bll-
Ing nt tho trunk of tho troo, thoy prc-
sciited a spoctaclo tliat bailles dos'crlp-
tlon. It .was about *1 o'clock ln the
afternoon; my gun lay nt thn foot cf
tho troo; it wus cold, freezing coid,
and tho sun waa rapidly sinltlng.
Evory mlnuto seemed moro drcndful
nnd vlvid to my frlghtened imaglna-
tlbn. I dld' not thlnk lt was Eolns'
to bo as .t.rrlblo ns it nt'torwartls
turned out. I was obllged to slt on a

bough of tho treo tlio wholo nlght. I
took one of my puttee legglngs off
and tied mysell to the treo so us lo
prevent myself from falllng through
fatlguo and cold. I shudder when I
thlnk of- it. My canine pursuers kept
iip a dlsm'nl yelling all nlght. They
wore simply niad with rage and dis-
appointment, doubly increased by hun-
ger. They dld not leave me uiitil about
3:30 o'clock Monday mornlng. I dld
not, however, niovo from my positlon
of Becurlty untll 10 A. M. as I sus-
pected that tlioy iniglit bo lying in
wait for mo. At 10 o'clock I crept
down from the tree, piokod up my gun
und made for the camp, w'/.cro I liad
left my friends Iho prevlous after¬
noon.

"Itussoll and Gauri wero In a torri-
blo state. .Gulded by my coolle corn¬
pnnlon, who mudo his way back to
tho camp, rcaehlng there about 7 P.
M., on Sunday, an.l unconcernedly
statlng I was lost, they found mo look¬
ing 'liorribly disslimtvd,' as Russell
deacrtbed lt, I reluted my udventure
to them, and Gauri laughod heartlly
and Biiggestod that we should go af-
ler tlie dogs. I objected. AVe then
made for tho camp, whero 1 put ln
three hours of good sleep. AVe went
out again ln tho afternoon and se¬
cured a good bag of four ghurrll, two
bears, flfteon braco of pheasants (ka»-
turas), and threo montjaks, or bnrk-
ing deer, called by the natives 'k/tr-
kar,' from tha sound they mnko. Wo
returned on Tuesday mornlng to tho
vlllago, and on tho followlng day wo
were ln Mussoorle.

"I shall never forget this llttlo es-

capado as long as I llve, and hopo I
shall never have a slmllar experlence."
