Richmond P. Hobson Sent as Spe-

cial Envoy to International
Peace Conference.

FLAG FOR ANDREW CARNEGIE

Movcment for Nations to Con-
tribute to the Peace Fund Is

Indorscd.

WASHINGTON, April 15..The Con-
tincntal Copgress of the Daughtors of
thc American Revolutlon to-day adopt-
cd by a unanlmou8 vote a rosolutlon
in favor of international peace. Thls
was the princlpal feature of tho after-
noon sesslon. Representatlve Rich¬
mond P. Hobson, of Alabnina, who ad-
drcssed .the congresa ln behalf of
peace, was delegated as tho speclal
envoy to present the resolutlon to the
International Peace Congress in New
York Clty.
The resolutlon sets forth the regret

of tho Daughtors' Congress that, on
itecount of Its present meeting, It could
not acccpt thc invitation to particlpate
dircctly in tho Arbitration and Peace
Congrcss, lndorses the Bartholdt reso¬
lutlon adopted at tho London confer¬
ence of the Parllamentary Unlon ln
1905, und adds:

".Uesolved, That tho president-gen-
eral 1b horeby authorlzed to appolnt a
comrhlttee to present to the Peace Con¬
grcss at New York a copy of tho
rosolutlon, and nlso to present
to Mr, Andrew Carnegie tho great
peace flag, tendcred to him as an np-
preclation of his servlces to tho causo
of peace.
"That tho Contlnental Congress ad-

vocatea tho proposltlon ln regnrd to
tho ten nations contrlbtttlng to thc
csiusc of poaco about one-tonth of one
po.r ccnt. of tho Bum devoted to wur,
and lndorses as well tho poaco pll-
grlmngo rcccntly BUggcsted by Wll-
linni T. Stcad. of London."
On behalf of tho Contlnental Con¬

gress, Jlrs. McLoan, tho presldent-gen-
cral, sald it was an unusual honor for
any woman'a organlzation (o bo In-
vitod to particlpate In a movomont
looklng to unlversal poaco among tho
nutionB of the carth.

mlttco by Mrs. Charlotto E, Maln, of
thia clty, chairman, and tho progrum
coinmittco, by Mrs. Alexnndcr 13; Put-
ton, of X'ennsylvunln, chairman, wero
rend and approvod.

Passes Away.

PALMYRA. VA., April 15..Mr. .loseph

I-lall, a populnr and much-lpved citl-
zen of this place, d|ed last week after
an illness of a fow woeks. He was a
cobbler by trade, thrifty and Indus-
trious, and for thirty years had llved
all alone in his littlo cottage aaross
Troni tho court green, doing his own

hbusekceplng, tending his littlo garderi
and raislng his chlckcns. He was a
famous cook, and always had the flrst
spring ehlckens, tho earliost and best
bcrries. fruits and vcgetables, His
latch-string was on the outslde, and
rarely a man passed wlthout golng ln
"to sit OAVhile with .Too," and hear
his humorous comments on current
ovonts. His "sayings" are bywbrds In
tho cominunity. He oxpresaed hlmself
freely and with grent wlt. taklng a
lively Interest ln everytliirig and every-
body, though he nover left his own
door yard. He would stand at his gate
and hail the passorby to bring him a
bucket of water from the well, or an
order from tho store, or to drlvo in a

stray hen and chlcks, and most cheer-
fullv his friends ,iii<Uilgod hlm in this
concelt. His littir- home was common-
lv called "The Town liall," aml was
tho resort of old »nil young.preaehors
lawyers, doctora, farmers, all found
ariiusemont aml orijoymcht in tho so-
cletv of the qulet cobbler.

lnto Porto Cortcz and Runs
Up White Flag.

SONILLA LEAVES MEXICO

Folldwing an Agreemeht, the Dc-
fcated President Boards U. S.

Gunboat Princeton.

POHTO CORTEZ; April 11, via NEW
ORLEANS, April K>..lionduras's only
war vessel, the gunboat La Tunibia,
stcamed lnto thls harbor to-day fly-
ing tho American flag. The Stars and
Strlpes wero quickly succcod'ed by a
white flag, whlch the La Tumbla ran
up ln token of surrender to tho Nlcara-
guan gunboat San Jacinto, whlch had
steatned out to meot tho llonduran
gunboat.
The La Tumbia's action ln flylngtlio American flag had not been ex-

plained when thoso doapatches left.
Tho American gunboat Marietta alao
lay in this harbor. and Captaln Ful-
lam announced that, although he was
uhawctre why tho American flag was
uscd by the Hondurans, they had no
right to uso tJxo flag as thoy dld, nnd
that if they had not promptly haulod
It down ho would have o-dered lt
down.

Bonilla in Mexico.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April IT,..

Dcapatches wero received at tho Navy
Department to-day from Commundor
Doylei tho senlor navol ofllcor ln Pa¬
ciflc wa'ters ln thc vicinity of Ceritral
Americn. saying- that tho gunboat
Princeton left Amalpala on Snturdny
wlth President Bonilla, of ITonduras,
nlioard.

It was stuted that the Princeton
is pro'cecdliig to Acapulco, Mexico, nnd
tlmt President Bonilla would be le(t
nt Salltift Cruz, Mexico.
