Wonderful Increase at Home.
The correspondence between the Bu¬

reau of Statistics and the wine Importers.
dealers uud prbducerH lu tho Unlted
St.ites lndlcates that the number of
Amerlcan producers of champagne Hns
quadrupled ln recent years. and that we
<iu.iiitlty produced has moro than quad-
rupled wlthln a decade. VVhllo the cen¬
sus does not separato its record of Wine
production into tho varlous cliisscs. tho
oplnlon of tho wine mnnufnetuiors, as

gathered from correspondence by tho Bu¬
reau of Statistics. lndlcates that tho
pesent production of champagne for-
mented ln the bottle ls, as above indi-
eatc*.l. more than two million bottles per
annum, whiie certaln mamifacturers who
have glven tho subject very careful at¬
tentlon estlmate tho number as hlgh us
three million bottles of thc genulne ar-

tlcle. In addltion to thls, largo quan-
tltlea of Bparkllng wines. which are ren-
dored efterveacent by being artlfleially
cliarged with carboplc-*acId gr.is, aro uls.o
put upon the markot; hut tneso nre not
Included ln tlo* estlmato of upward ot
two million bottlos of genulne .'charn-
pagno" wlnd annually produced ln the
Unlted States.

New York Leads.
New York State Is by far tho largest

produccr of American Cttdmpagno, the In¬
dustry in that State being chlelly ln
orange county, in tlio southeastern part
of the Stat.*, and Steuben county, in thc*
western soctlon of the Stato. A conscn-
aua uf estlmates hy tlm producers and
dealers lndlcates that probably two-thirds
of the Amerlcan ohampagnos of tho gen¬
ulne, or fermontod-ln-the-hottle varb-tv.
is produced ln Xow York State, the other
one-thlrd being produced chlelly m

northern Ohlo. Mlssourl and Calirornlirv
The area lu which condltlons are aultQd
to the production of champagne Is OSti-
mated as BUfllciiintly largo to render pos-
albte an enormous Increase in production,
thu growth belng at present limited by
the fact that large sums of capital nre

requlred for its successful aud prolltablo
production.
Ono marked eharactoristie of tlio large

numbor of lotters received by tho Bureau
of Statistics upon thls subject is an al¬

most uniform uxprosslon of oplnlon by
experts, whether ongaged in linpnrtatioii
or otherwlso tliat the American prpduct
compnres favorably wlth that produced
in other countries. and ls steadily lul-
provlng ln qunlity wlth tlio increasod ox¬
perlonco of American producers.
The conclualpn ot tb" Ituroau of bta-

tlatica fnan thls t-tudy of ehanipugne
production ln tho Unitod States. is that
the quimtltv of genulne, fermentecl-in-
tho-bottlo "chainpagne'! wlno producea
ln this country at present ls nearly one-

half as great as tho importatiou Of wine
of tho samo genernl clasa; or, ln other
words, that about one-third of the gen¬
ulne champagne wtno now consumed ln
this country ls of domestic production.
and the proportlon which tho homo pro-
duct forma of tho total is rapidly in-

That tho South. especially Virglnla and
North Carolina; could tako away New
York's laurels aa, wlno producers thero
can bo no doubt. Tho Fredericksburg
and Charlottesville vlneyards, in Vlrginlu.
and tho Wellor vlneyarda and others, in
North Carolina. have already dono won-

ders ln the wine bualneHS. J hat tiiey
do not do more. and that thc two States
have not already become noted for their

wines, is sald to bo duo to the radical
temporance and prohlhltlon sentiment ln
theso sections of tho country.
