1methods, charge snormaous sums annually

riving at the reported income, and has
been dedueted In each c: from the net
[neomes above given, it would seem that
they have protected themeelvos and are
continuing to protect themselved financl-
ally pgninst the consequances of natural

ciation of thelr property.

Under the laws of thia State it was, for
ninny eard, the duty of the board of pub-
ile works, composed of the governor, the
anditor of public nccounts and the treas-
veer of the Commonwerlth, th assess for
taxation the value of all railroad property
In ‘thiz State; for four years past thig
doty Mas devolved upon this commission,
which, in the performance thereof, hns
mids caretul personnl Inspections of all
the rallroad property In the State, and
avajled Itself of every practical source
of Informatlon ng'to the true volue of
that property, and have assessed It as
the fuets and clrevmstances of the casoe
would, in thelr oplnlon, justify, with a
view of derlving therefrom for the Stato
e fale amount of taxes to which, undar
th claw, it was entitled,

Thpe assessmnet of rallrond property in
Virginla under the old board of publle
works was in no single instince more
thon §15,6H par mile, snd, under this com-
m, has never been, up to and In-
cieding the year 1M, moro than $16.000
peromile on singla track roadway proper,
ind in mny Instances it s much less,

Aller discusslion of the principles gov-
ernlng viluation, this general slatement
1o mnde;

"By this process tho commission has
areived ot the conclusion that the entire
Virginin  propeérty of no railroad com-
piny assessed by It is really worth more
thin 000 per mile for the entire mile-
age in this Btate, while the property of

most of such comprnies [ worthh less

In tha exerclse of this dlseretlon, the

commissgion deems It the helght of un-
wlsdom and mistnken polley to restrict
the rollroad companies  to the utmnst
point legally permissibla  or  anywhere
et that polnt, On the controry, the
commission deems It manifestly wise and
that the rallroads, ns one of the
itogt englones of clvilizatlon and pros-

perkty, on o the suceesstful operation of
which preactleally every  Industry  and
every communlty larvgely dependent,

ghiould be glven pvery reasonohle encour-
ngement and dealt with as liberally as
tho publie interests and the welfare of
thote pitrons will permit.

Decision of Commission.

Tho commission, therefore, lu lts final
actlon In these progeadings  has  beon
gullod by these considerntions and hag
deckied upon the reduction in the maxi-
mum lmlt to passenger fares wrich it
aritors only  after assurlng Itselt that,
even I sueh reductlon iz not fully com-
pensated by the consequential nerease in
business the ronds will still bo left, upon
their Intrastate Virglnln business, such
i margin of profit upon any fnlr value
of the property employved as will anable
thelr business to compart favorably in
profitnhileness with any of the large, or
standnrd, businesses of tho country, and

In the casa of Bome of the roads, such,
for Instanee, ng the Bouthern, (L I found
that they are falling to nccept and earry
much of the lhtrastate Virginla traflle
orlginating on their lines, or tondered fo
them by connséting lines, nnd which (s
now making urgent demand upon tham
for traneportation. This fallure to trens-
port trafMe tendered, and naturally trib-
utory to tham, I8 not found to exlat on
those rvoads which nre conducting the
Inrgest amoknt of business, but on the
rbiids  whieh ara Thandiing nlong  thelr
tracks R valime of trafMe below the ave-
rige,

Tt would appear fram the ovidence that
If many of the roadas which complain of
inck of revenuo would utilize fully, as
they ahould, the kmproved facllitios now
awned by them, both of power and equlp-
mint, in the transportntion of traflie al-
rondy affered to them, the profit arlsing
from {ncrenrad brsiness woluld soon take
cere of nny Increase In the cost of ma-
terinl and labor,

The Btate of Virginla and the whole
Snuth [s throbblng with energy and entor-
prize. nnd teoming with truille as nevar
before, The fleld of opportunity for rall-
road compnnles haa widened and contlnues
to widen beyond the most singuinn ex-
pectition of thelr officis!l heads and nd-
mlttedly far beyond thelr present atate
of preparedness., -

Wn hnave shown that the net profit arla-
ing from the handllng of this greatly in-
creased and Inereasing truflle, even un-
der tha reductlon heroln ordered, wlill ho
equnl to, If not greator than that en-
Jeyed by other standnrd and legltimate
Wisiness in the country.

Tt is Inconeelvabla that the carrlera
should, under these conditions, find them¥
solves unable to command tha financinl
cradit necessary to the performance of
thelr publle dutles and to the provision of
siich ineroased facilitles in the nature of
track, terminals and equipment as may
bo necessary to keep paco with the ex-
pansion of traffic of which they are {o be-
come the beneficlaries.

6. Tha payment of fares subhject to the
maximum rate hereln prescribed  shall
entitle the passenger to the same trans-
portation of bagrage ns now allowed by
the carrlers under and In connection with
ihe present rates, and no steam rallroad
company operating In Virginia  shall
chango or alter the rules governing the
rights of passengers with respect to the
transportatlon of bhaggags in Virglnia,
without the consent of the commisslon
first obtained,

7. Bteam rallroad companles operating
in Virglnia may charge and colleet in
addltlon to regular ticket rates the fixed
sum of ten centa from all cash fare pag-

Conclusions of the Commission,

Tha commsglon hag had pending before
it for somd time twn procecdings which

newve been considered somewhat In the
natura of companion cinacs,
Tho first proceeding was  instituted

ngalnst the above-namerd leading stean
roliroad eompanies dolng business in Vir-
ginla, made partles to the proceeding by
rame.

The notice In this case ealled upon the
riflroaf compuanies to show cause why
n o mingle uniform classifieation with a
system of ‘class vrates applicnble theroto,
and certaln oxcepllon sheets and com-
modity rates, should npot he put into ef-
oot 4

T'he sald classificalion avhleh hat besn
therelofore formulatod* by  the commis-
tlen was deslgnated ns Virginla Classifica-
tlon No. 1, and was, together with the
titrlfR of tho cloes rates nnd commodity
rates and geveral elrculars, printed and
servoed upon the defendant rallroad com-
pantes, together with the original notles
in this proceeding,

The defendiant companlea nled wrilten
or printed nnswers In which sovorn] legal
ohjeatlona weve made:to the considorntion
of 'this matter by the commission and In
which, for the reasons stated in the sev-
oral anawers rospoctivaly, It was clalmeid
that the putling Into effect of the snld
clyssifleation and class rates  thersunder
ond commadity rates proposed, would un-
reasenably reduca thelr frelght rovenue,

The pussenger rate case originated In an
otder of the commisalon summoning nll
of the atonm railvoad companies. doing
businesa In Virginia before it by publicn-
tlon ns required by lnw, to show cansas
why & maxlmum DAssengar rate of Lwa
cenita per mile ghould not be prescribed
for the intristate transportation of pas-
pengevs In Vivginia, Answers wero filed
1y the leading steam rallvord compunlos
in the paksenger rate case, In which the
eipmia legn] objeotlons were made ns nre

taking testimony In each of these cases,
While the cases wera heard geparately
aun dthe testirnony taken separntely In
cnch proceeding, it has boepn Dgreed that
any of the testimony tnken In alther pro-
ceeding mny be consldered by the com-
mnigsion in passing upon the issues in each
ol thesn ensos rospoctively.

Tho commission hus prepared and filed
an opinlen of soma length In the passen-
ger rale case, and a copy thereof is io be
filed in this procoeding” ag 'a pavt of tha
record hereln, Supplementing thot opinion
and deallng now altugether with the Is-
sucs rifsed fho the frelght rate ease, thi
commisgsion flles «the followlng addjtional
oplulon In this case containing s con-
cluslons upon the fssues presented herein:

In viewlng the question of the rates un-
der which the fralght traffic of Vicginia
iz now being moved, the commlission hns
not lost alght of the equally importnng
questlon aof facllitles necessary to this
movement, Virginla, In her present stoge
of development, {8 oroginating traffle far
heyond the present seeming capacity of
tha rallroads to traneport,  Her various
induatrics. and her people genorally are
calling for materlals of Al kinds to e
dellvered from place to place within her
horders, which comes.but Lardily, thore-
Ly greatly hinderlng and hamperlng en-
terprises of every kind,

Almost every commodity which 1s elther
producod, consumod or In any way han-
dled by the peopls of Virginka, whether
it be viewed ns Intrastate orv Interstate
traffie, is now in brisk demand at fairly
remunerative prices, Businesas of all
Kinds scems ot a stuge of almost unex-
ampled nctlvity and is bolng  eondyeted
gencrnlly on a lLasls of profit which Is
rensonably satlsfactory. The possibllitlea
of all kinde of Industrial enterprises witly
respoct to volume and expanslon of trado
are now targely measured by the capacity
of the earrlers to furhish transportation,
8o that It 1s no exaggeration to say, in a
generial way, that thée quostion of faoli-
{ties for transporting traftie promptly,
has, for the timao being, overshadowed
the question frelght rates.

TWhile rates are roqulred to be, in and
of themsalves, reasnnable, having respect
1o the net returns which they yleld tha
carrlers and tha valus of the servicd
rendared (o the shippars, still, 1t the foel'-
itles for tha transportatlon of traftio bha
inadequate or Insuffielent, the publie must
sufter,

{1 Interests in Harmony,
Adequute fucellitles can only be provids
el and malntained Ly rates which ore
vensonally romunerntive to the carriera
who are necessarlly depandent upop thelr
revenus for the provision of facllitles
neceseary to keep pico with the develop-
ment of the country, To o certaln Impor-
tant extent, and within proper lmita-

Llong, the Interest of the rallvoads an:d
the interest of the people Borved by Lhem
are in harmony, 7 :

"A falr ond reasonnble partiipation by

tha rallronds in nany genoral prosperity
which the State I8 enjoying should ba
allowed them. As the volume of business
Incronses In the country, so tha volume
of business of the rallroads must neces-
sarily Increase, apd they whould not he
denled the means of providing themoeslves
with faellities in keeplng with the de-
miands which the buriness of the country
mukes upon them. Where fralght rotes
are adjusted upon princlples of falrness,
and where they are shown to be free
from unjnat and unreasonable diserimina-
tlon agninst persong, localltios and classcs
of trafMio, and éspecially whera these rates
aro responsive to well deflned and well
estabilished Inwé of téade, and have be-
come the basss upon which have been
Bullt lurge Industrles, and out of which
have grown imporfant trade centors and
trade relations, thera seemn ta be no
good and sufficlent reasons for a  dis-
turbance of them,

The exhaustive inveatigation eanducted
hy the commission convinces us that
many, In fact, the great hulk of the rates
now In effect on the radlroads (n Virginka,
can stand the test of falrness In revenuecs
already mnads In passenger rates; such
rates will ba desmed, and herelpafier ro-
farred to as standard rotes for the pur-
poses of this opinlon and order, and wiil
be confirmed and approved as such by the
commlasion. There are cases, however,
In which rallronds, operating under sub-
stantially simllar elreumstances and con-
ditions, are carrylng rates widely varying
from each other on the same articles of
caommerce, creating inequalities of oppor-
tunity between perpons and localities on-
gaged In the snme bueiness and frequentiy
in a mensa In competition with each other;
a falr and uniform level will be found
for rates of this class

There are also cases In which roads are
carrylng short haul rates which arn 80
high on certain kinds or trafe In com-
parison with their own long houl rotes
and the long haul rates of other roads on
ths seame kinds of trafls, as to amount
to diserimination against certaln Virginia
products and to o donlal to the Virginia
nroducera of the right to trade ndvantage-
ouely In Virginla. markets; this class -f
riates will be so adjusted as to eliminate
any eclement of unfalrmess to Virginia
products.

There are other roads whose entlrs
schema of rates( either as to olassifica-
tlon or scala or both) is conaidernbly
above the general level of standard rates
on representative Virginla lines operat-
Ing under similar clrcumstances nnd con-
ditions; these rates will be reduced to
the lavel of the standard rates,

There may be other claskos of rates
which are unfale or digeriminatory from
other considerations; If so, thoy, too, will
be pubject to correction, In order to
put Inlo effect the poliey of tha commis-
glon In dealing with frelght ratea as thus
wnnounced, It 18 the opinion of the com-
misslon that a unitorm classificatlon ls
absolutely emsentlal,

'he testimony whows that Virginia s
the only Stale in which two classifica-
tlong on Intrastate business are used
extensively and sometimes Interchanges
ably. The difMeultles of rate regulation
tnder sue  ha syslom ara  manlifest.
Baveral of tho higher trafflo offlcinls of
the rallronda admitted that unfirmity of
rates on the sevaral lines operating under
elmilar_ circumstances and  conditions
coitll not be estublished nnd malntained
undor two separaie nnd distinet olnsel-
fdedtlons, mnd that no State hnd ever
attempted throogh nny Instrumentality
ta preseribe frelght rates under such con-
ditlons. Tho evidenca in tho case, nnd
the experlence of the commission it=elf,
proves eonclusively that a uniform.clae-
elfleation i85 necossary to the Intelllzent
exercige. of not only the rate-making
power, but to the further {ntolllgent ex-
arclge of that supervisory power which
nlone will proserve and maintain the re-
pults originally  prodoced by a unlform
classification,

The law requleing the rallronds to pub-
Tieh and keop on file at fts stations full
and complete achodules of rates for public
inspeetion faila to o large extent in it8
Intended  purpose where the rates are
governad by different classifications, and
where, a5 g frequently the ecase, ship-
ments Are required to move partly under
the Bouthern and partly under ofMolal
clasalfieation, thus making It imposalbla
in many cases for oven the local agent,
ta say nothing ot the shipper, to pscers
tain from the published rate themselven
the amount charged for transportition of
cortaln kinds of truflic. -

The commission, thorefore, prescrihes
s unlform elaseification applicable to the
frelght trafio of the severnl defendant
ritllronds In this ense, ng fully set out in
the order accompanylng thils opliion,

Having heretofors preseribed o maxl.
mum passenger rite of two cents per
mile, and having herein preseribed, oo unl-
form clasaification under which tho com-
misslon will ba. enabled to deal Intelli-
gontly with rates from time to time, we
ara of. opinton, all things conshiered, that
no - materlal reduetions In frelght rotea
ghould be made ub this time, cxeept such
reductlons na necesarily result from the
appliention of the polley of the eommlas
slon as herelnhelore stated,

The commisslon appends to this apln-
fon, u copy of the order which will ba
entered in this procesding currying oat
these views of the commissidn, 3
JIn thls order a method 18 provided by
whioh the defendant railroad compnanles
may put Into eMect the Vivginla clnasin-
cation No, 1, apply it to thelr rates, and
glve practical effect to the foregoing con-
clualons df the commlsaion.
