Phillips, who preslded, ls suporlnton¬
dont of tho Sundayv Bchools, and talks
wore made by various promlneu^! mon
attendlng tho assembly.

was tho supreme council In whleh the
nntion's hopes for constltutlonal lib¬
erty and order wero cenfred.
The truth of tho report poncorn-

Ing tho plot ls now ofuclally admlttod,
and a communlcatlon concernlng it
hns already boen prepnrcil and only
awalts the Emperor's npproval before
belng publlshed. It may bo gazetted
to-morrow morning.

BfliitlH of ConNulrncy
Tho dotnlls of tho consplracy were

engerly ennvassod by court and gov¬
ernment ofiiclals who woro Invited tc
Tsnrskoe-Selo to-diiy to present fellcl-
tations on tho occaslon of tho Em¬
peror's blrthtlay. Thls event was colo-
brated with the usual cercmonial and
lmporlal personages, Includlng ca/ilnet
olllclala nnd hlgher functlonarles, In¬
cludlng M. Golovln, presldont of the
Lower House of Parllamont, and both
electlve and appolntlvo members of
the Council of tho Emplre, were enter-
talned at a stato luncheon. Tho Em¬
peror greeted M. Golovln without
restralnt.

FEARFUL TORTURE
OF WEBSTER'S CREW
Wrecked at Sea, They Starved lot

Days,- and .Were Picked
Up Delirious.

NEW YORK, May 19..Another talo
of the sea havlng to do wlth tho hor-
rors ot shlpwreek ln mid-oconn wns
told to-day by Captain Clarendon
Mnxwoll, who, wlth hls crow of slx
men of tho schooner Everett Webster,
arrlved hero on the steamer Philadol¬
phia. At tho samo tlme the mystery
surrounding the derellct schooners
which had been reported by almost
ovory Atlantic llnor for tho past
month as lylng ln the maln waterway,
a serlous m'enace to navlgation, was

explalned.
Tho Webster, a three-masted schoon¬

er, bolonglng to Haldt & Cummins, of
Phlladelphla, loft Wllmlngton, N. C,
on March 31st, bound for Phlludelphla.
Whon off Capo Hatteras sho ran Into
a series of heavy gales, and on tho
thlrd day out sprang a lenk. Tho
deck load waa wushed away, and Cap¬
tain Maxwell ordered all tho crow to

tho pumps, but uonstant work so ex¬

hausted thom thoir hands wero raw

nnd swollen to more thnn twlco tho
normal size.
Finally tho captain gathered hls men

in tho stern of hls shlp, the only part
above water, and a council was held.
It was found that they had only a

barrol of blscults and a gullon Jar ot

water loft of thelr stores.
The fury of the storm Increased, nnd

tho wavos constantly broke over thom
and they woro obliged to lash them-
Belvos fast. Westorly gales blew the
schooner out to sea, fnr from tho regu¬
lar track of shlps. nnd to ndd to thoir
dosperate condition a wuvo which
ewopt ovor the stern upset tho blseult
bnrrel and all but a few of tho bls¬
cults wero lost. For slx days the mon

llvod on a portlon of a blscult each
and a Bpnonful of wator each day.

Waveil Coat for Help.
On Aprll 13th a vossol horo down

on thom. Tho mombors of tho crew

woro delirious, but Cnptuln Maxwell
stood up. nnd, taklng off his coat,
waved it frantlcally abovo hls head.
lt was the French bnrk Quevilly, Cap-

a boat, und although tho hlgh seas

mado tho work extremely dnngorous,
tho shlprocked mon wero roscuod.
For a week they wero nursed by tho

crew of the French bnrk. Arrlving at
Rbuen, they wero takon In chargo by
tho Amerlcan consul, who sent thom
lo Southampton, whcro thoy bonrded
tho Phllitdflphia. Captain Maxwell sald
that beforo abamlonlng hls vossol ho
set firo to hor.
