'DeuoratloiiH Scnrce.
It Is reported that thero ls a con-

sidorable scarcity of Confederate bunt¬
lng in the clty, nnd one gentleman re¬

ported that ho had beon unable to
buy a Vlrglnla flag ln the clty. Many
decorators .comlng here from the
Jamestown Exposition havo attompted
to put up Unltod States colors, und
ln somo cases havo had tholr orders
cancelled, and the buntlng takon down
by partles who felt such decoratlons to
be out of keoplng with a Confederate
rounlon.
Even lf flags aro scarce. however,

thero ls an abundanco of red and whlto
buntlng, wlilch is avallable for decor-
atlng purposes, and the scarcity of
decoratlng material should wake the
people of Richmond up to the necesslty
of decoratlng as soon as posslblo.
Camp John W. Qordon ts now nearing

completlon, and the finlshlng touches
wlll be put on early next week, when
a Confederato bnttle flag wlll be run

to tho masthead, and the camp wlll
be ready for the reception of vlsitors.
