HOLLYWOOD GEMETERY

Beloved Old Professor of William
and Mary College Laid
Beside Wife.

The funeral of Dr. Lyman Brown
Wharton, former professor of Lalln at
tha College of Williem and Mary, who
fell dead Thursday morning In the sta-
tion nt  Willlamsburg just ng he was
preparing to buy a ticket to Richmond
to attend his last reunlon with the Con-
foderate veterans, was held at  3:30
o'clock yesterday afterncon from the
residence of his gister, Mra.

The regular services were held over
the remains in thg chapel of Willlam
and Mary College, where Dr. Wharton
hid served so long e term of useful-
nees, and where he had endeared him-
aclf to gvery student with whom he
cames In contact. Tha faculty of the
eolloge and the students, In regular
formutlon, escovied the body from  Lhe
residence to the chapel, where tha ser-
vices werg conducted by Rev. W. A, R.
Goodwlin, rector of Bruton Parlsh
Church, assisted by all the pther min-
isters of the town—Rev, Mr. Merritt,
of ths Methodist Church: Rev. Mr, Ken-
nard, of the Baptist Church; 'Rev. hr.
Pitman, of the Presbyterlan Church,
and by Dr. C. E, Bishop, of the faculty.
'he funernl hymn was rendered very
offectively by the Colonial Quartet.

After the services in the chapel, the
cortege wase escorted to the train by
