Alf not only cooked for the “hoye
whilo In camp and walted on them inn
generil wny, but he gecompanicd them
when they went Into battle, always
remalning somewhat ta the rear so as
to bo roady to halp hlg young masters
should they he hurt. AL the hattle of
ILookout Mountaln, nenr Chattanoogn,
A, 13, I3lis was shot down, hls 1og being
crushed, In mpite of offlcera and men
who aopposed liis movements, Alf rushed
to the front,” tool his weunded and
bleeding master (rom the ground, and
placing him on his back, earrled him
four miles 10 tho reatr.

The Confoderate forces wore beaten
tock In the fight, and when the ro-
tieat was orderad Alf ugaln
charge of his moster, and securing o
conveyance [nally succecded In reach-
frig the home of relntlves In Mils-
siasippl. There the felthful negro re-
niained with his maoster flva monihs
and nursed him lmch to health, Then

he went to the front again to ipolk
after W. W. Eilg, whom he found
sick In a hospltal. .

Found Them Ifere.

Hoth men recovered suflleiently to
got back.to the renke, and Al ngain
Jolned them In tho Army of Northorn
Virginla and followed them to Apnpo-
matiox. There, in Aprll 1865, they in
some woy got separated. After  the
purrender \he two soldlors mada thelr
way bock to thelr Tennepsce home and
the nogro drifted to Bouth Carollina,
and his home is now aul Pledmont, In
that State, From that day untll yes-
terdoay he never saw his former mas-
zers, He often lonpged too moct thens
once more, and hearing of the pgreat
rounlon thal was to como off in thls
city he determined to make the jour-
rey hore in the hope of soclng them
again In ths flesh,

In fiftecn milnutes after the vast ou-
dlence poured out It wns casy to get o
seat on n car, and |n half an hour the
crowd hiad melted nway as If by magic.

It hns been n subject of comment
by visltors that' the emploves of the
company nlmost without exeception werg
patient, courteous and accommodating
In evary woy, Thaot s the experience
of all. But abovg all"and more im-
portant 5t/11 they 'were all eareful of
thelr passengers and were. enabled on-

or elghteon hours o day on the zreat
rush doys, and they are fagged out, 1t
rhould be added, howover, .that all of
them nre paid byithe shour and that
the most pf them are glad to secure
the remuneration for extrno’ lioyirs.
