Thnero were mora ihan 11,000 men In
Hnp, and none provoked more enthi-
eglastic applause 1han  the Virginia
troops, under command of Brigmaiier-
General G, €, Vaughan. President

"Roosavelt was hearty In nhis prajse of

the men in line, and especiplly war ha
plewned with the Virginla Volunteers,
To Governor Swanson, who was nenr
him during the review, he eafd repeat-
odly: “They are a fina lot of men—a
aplendid lot of soldlers.” The Blues re-
eolved a great ovatlon at the hands
of thoe !mmense crowd. and as they
marched company front by Lhe siand,
the thres companles In perfect allgn-
ment, a perfect shout went up, for, the
wind playing with their whita plumes,
thie batlnlion seemed o rippling mass of
whita feathers. It was =sensational,
and the President prajsed the command
lavishly, asking ' Governor Bwanson
uestions about the history of tho or-
ganizatlon, and soyving he had . never
geon a finer battalion of wolunteer In-
fantry.
