Mr, Strode replled thnt the defense

He
said that Mr. Estes nnd Mlss Lovlng
were not on trial, but thnt Juelgc Lov¬
lng wns on trial, and that "what hnd
been told hlm" war, the tiucstlon.

"If every statement mado Judgo Lov¬
lng by his daughter nnd Snead were
absolutely aml dellborately' fnl.ip, stlll
the statements could hot bo dlsproved
other than to show that no auch stnte-
niints wero made," declared Mr.
Strode. "Whnt Miss Ellzabeth Lovlng
told Mlss Kidd bas no hearlng on tho
kllllng of Theodore Estes."

lt mny be hard that tho charaoters
of Mlss Lovlng' nnd Mr. Estes cannot
be proven here, but it is not tho law.
And such evldenco is not proper ln
thls case.

Ilnrinoii Ilcitcriitcs.
Mr. Harmon, replylng for the prose¬

cutlon, said:
"What we prnpose to show Is to deny

entirely tlie correctness of the state¬
ment made by Mlss Lovlng. We pro¬
poso to show that she was merely in-
toxlcated; that sho wa3 not uncon¬
sclous; thnt she was jio.t drugged; that
she dld not get back to-Lovlngston at
a late hour at nlght; that she took
tlils rlde tn the daylight; when she re¬
turned to Lovlngston it wus not dark;
that sho got out of the buggy practi¬
cally unahled; she went'upstnlrs prac¬
tically wlthout as'ststance; she knew
perfectly well what sho wa.s dolng.
She hnd a conversation later* with

Miss Kidd, and stated to Mlsa Kidd
tlint all that was the matter wus that
she had taken too large a drln.lt and
beconie. intoxlcated. s
"Further, iye expeet to show that ln

tlie progress of the rlde, on tho road
whero she nlleges that tlils offense wus
:oiuinltterl upon her, at tho polnt whero
she elalms-it was commltted, lt (was

broud daylight, before sundown, ln
sight of tho village of Lovlngston, and
withln one hundred yards of a house
on the publlc road, -and at tht* very
polnt thero were threo wltnesses, in
whoso full vlow slio was beforo reac'n-
Ing that little wood road and passing
by lt, and that durlng the wholo of
that rlde up that Cove road, for ,'a
dlstanco of several mlles, thero wer.*
a lady and gentleman in a buggy be¬
hlnd her, who trayeled the whoio dls¬
tanco, saw them turn around at thc
ond of tho drive and stnrt back. In
the course of tlils drlve she was met
by a dozen witnesses, and spoko to
one of them and called hlm by hls
name, after the tlmu that sho sald
she became unconsclous.

'"The wltness ls present to whom
young Estes gave what wns left of
the whiskey ln the bottle, and hc drarik
lt wlthout evll effects. When she ar¬
rived nt Mr, Kidd's b*."so she requested
that her condition be Kept from Mrs.
Kidd and a vlsltor in tho house.

"These, ln a general way, are tho
facts wo expeet to prove to show con-
cluslvely tliat thls young lady Is mls-
tuken in tlie statement slje has made;
that there was no foundiyion in fnct
for the aceusation that slie had been
assaulted, or att<v}pted to be assaiilted,
or thut she wns drugged, thut slie wa.s

brought home unconsclous, or that sho
was brought horne nt a late hoWi at
night."

Im RespnuKlblc for "Ulstuke.
Mr. Harmon further stated that Lov¬

lng was'ln tho vlllage of Lovlngston
hefore ho dld the shootlng; that he
know that Mr. Kidd's family were llv¬
lng ln nlght of the spot whnre he got
out of his buggy, and that ihey coubl
Inform hlm of tho time of hla daugh¬
ter's return and of hfiv condition at
that time; that tho doctor, who wus
callod upon to sc-e her, was llvlng ln
the vlllage; that hls klnsman, Mr. Lee,
who liad sent hlm word about the
facts, was llvlng In tho vlllage. und,
although he was in Lo/j'a store?. ho dlel
not Inqulre where ho was, nor did he:
undertako to see tlio doctor or thc
Klclds or otherwlao to get uny Infor¬
mation whatever about tho facts from
any one. but assumed that the Btate"-
rnent mado to hlm waa true, nnd ho ls
responslble for tho mlstake that hc
mado.

lils speech wns a sen thlng deiiun-
clattlon of MIsb Lovlng unil of Juelgc
Lovlng. clalmitug that tho story of thc
Klrl's ruln was trumpeel up ut'ter thc
kllllng of Ksteu to buvq the fathsi
from the cOnaequences of hla act.
Mr. Walton Moore ce.lmly und dolib.

oratcly replled. saylng that Mr. Huv-
mon's argumr-nt waa wore in tho na¬
ture. of an argument of tbo tastiinony
In tlie case than nn argument of thc:
law. Mr. Moore rldlCilled the stand
taken by the prosecutlon, und de¬
clared that lir. Harmon could not cltc
u frlr.glo caso to bear out hls c.ontmi-
tle.n.
