Prltchard expresses hls gratlfieatlon nt

tne dlvlded rosponbiblllty whlch the

Supreme Court of tho United Ptntos

will share with him in the ultlmate
adjudicntion of thls questlon. As Mr.
Braxton sald In the cour.s,* of tho
argument nt Ashevllle, lt vns admit¬
ted that no mntter how Juejge Prltch¬
ard declded, nn appeal would bo taken.
Judge Prltchard bases hls right to

Tlie walters them-
selvos aro seeklng changed conditions
because wages ure low, tho employ ers

contendlng that thc fees are more

than sufflclent to net these public ser¬

vants large returns from a day's la¬
bor. That nllare not agreed, however,
is mado plain by the complaint of the
federation, and thnt is based upon
the ground thnt the establishments for

whlch the men travel will not pny the

llps.
The.ro is good sense In the argument

that the public is wnsting its breath

when it discusses the matter, for what¬
ever is sald will hardly end It and

bring relief to those who have been

payt-ng 'trlbute. Pullman car porters
nre looked upon ns the most grnsplng
nf all the modern banellts. They re¬

celve a. mere plttance in the way of
wages, and they put forth tho pltlful
plea that they could not exlst without
the strny silver whloh comes to them
from passengers. Tbe company, llke
some proprletors of hotels anel res¬

taurants, is blamablft for this growlng
tcndency to lleece the people, and yet
the pathetic part of It ls that the shab-

hily dressed customer or passenger
can expect little attentlon from these

omployen, who have learned by experi¬
ence from whom fees mny be expected.
The man who goes from hls home

to his offlce nnd back agaln every day,
llmlting hls movements and hls trad¬
lng, cnn hardly appreclate the extent
of thls so-called tlpplng evll. If he
goe>s lr.to a barber shop the man who
attends to hls wants is waiting for hls
tip, noiwlthstrinding that top prices
were paid for the service rendered. He
cannot order a meal without glvlng
somethlng to the walter. If he should
refuse; ahd then bappen to be placed
again at the samo waiter's tablo, he
would faro badly and then meet the
scowli of the grafter. When a pltcher
of water Is brought to ...s room by a

hotel bell-boy he ls regarded as a mlser
lf he falls to scatter the dlmes.
Thore was a tlme when the South

was not affllcted by the evll, but lt is
not so to-day. Richmond io in llne>
wlth all the progresslve citles, and thc
mnn who lives about town can beat
evidence ot that fact It mny be more

annoylng than expfcnsive. but both are

not to he thrown aside llghtly, and
the only happy cltlzen ls the ono whe
l.s eomplacently Ignorant of the de¬
mands and who seldom sees the out¬
stretched hand or the rcowI of face
When travellng folk and servnntB com
blne to flght present conditions there
may be a conlfortlng change ahead, btn
hardly in this generatlon.
No fair-mlneled man objects to glv¬

lng an extra dlrne or eiusrter for ai

extra service rendered. but every self
respeettng Amerlcan rosents the lder
of belng held up and made'to pay fo:
a servlco he has not received.

Except for the unusual upeeel of Ihe

performance, Runyan's oasa ls not ra-

mnrkabie ln any wny. Tt wns tlie
old, old story, even down to the in¬
evitable tlp on tho market. But fow
men hn've passed from unbtemlshad
honesty, through thlevery, flight <ind

dlsappearance, to linal capture ln to
brlef a tlme.

All these cases serve to show how
small ls the llne thnt sepnrates hon¬
esty from dlshonesty, how ensy It Is
to cross it, and how nll bu: lmposslblo
lt ls to get back agnln. Runyan's case

lllustrates thls adnilrably. Oh June
Oth ho was an honest man. On that
dny he recolved a "tip" nnd took lt.
Taklng the tlp moant taklng some of
hls bank's money.of course "borrow-
Ing" lt. \Va may imagine tho young
man ns hesitnting for a long tlme, hal-
ancing pros nnd cons, perhaps, and
flnally deciding by only a narrow mnr-
gln. Temptatlon came to hlm, pos¬
slbly, ln one of those weak moments
whloh are jiot unknown to even very
gooel men, and ho could not resist It.
That done, tho rest was only too easy.
It ls always the first step that counts.
When the tlp went to smash and he
wns a ruined man, lt was natural
enough to take a great deal more

money, with no pretence even to hlm¬
self any longer »hat he was "bor-
rowlng." An honest man, in short,
had become a thlef,
This partlcular man may bo in-

lierently bad, but no one cnn afford to
be careless on the subject of unguard-
ed moments and flrst steps.. There ls
Scriptural injunctlon to thoso who
thlnk that they stand to tako hced
lost they fall.

The ('.liirlniiM Fourth
(at Petersburg, 18114.)

Edltor of the Tlmes-Dlspatch:
Slr,.About twonty mlnutes to 3

o'clock'. on the mornlng of July 1th,
1864, an ordor was received from Gen¬
eral Mahone, saying: "There aro ln-
dications that the enomy wlll assault
our llnes this niorning; have your
command in rendlness for actlon Im¬
medlately."

Qulckly every man stood at hls post.
Cnnlster was served out to the No.
2's; the No. l.'s held thelr spongo staff s
ready; No. 4'n flxed primlng-wires to
their lanyardn. Cheerily we awaited
tho event. Just at dawn, flfty cannon
oponod flro on us wlth nhrapnol and
solid shot, Uilllng and wounding sev¬
eral of our nrtlllerymen and .a num¬
ber of our Infantry supports. An unu¬
sual display of flags werej, flaunted
.above the enemy's works, and a
mighty ohoorlng went up. But the
ftrlng contlnued only a few mlnutes
and qulet sottle agaln on the" lines.
Ono of our pickets hallooed to the

Yankeo pickets opposlto, "Hello, Yanl.
what's your trlck now?" The Yanl-
roturned, "Why, we were only celo
bratlng the Glorlous Fourth."
Now, lf the Yanks had flred a blanl

salute, lt i.s llkely that tho Johnnle:
would hnve ee-hoed tlieir hu.-raha fo;
"the Glorlous Fourth." but to- cole
brato tho natal day of independence
by slnughterlng fellow-men who wer.
stnndlng up |n defenco of thelr homes
and for clvll anrt religlous lihortyGoodnoss. (See Appendlx..

The 4th of July, 1900.
Tho sldewalks were thronged wltl
