uf tho Plymouth Roolc sottlomont.
"As to tho lnstructlve features of

tho oxposltlon, thls ls tho flrst. show
of Its kind that has ovor boen hold
withln a rensonablo dlstanco of the
clty of Rlchmond, so that the poople
pf all hionns could vlslt lt nnd enjoy
its lastlng benoflts. Outslde of tho
uy-oat exhlblts ln tho government build¬
ing and thoso of n generai charaeter,
tho one oxhlhlt of tlio mlne products
uf tho Ktato of Vlrglnln Is ono thnt
should ho known to ovory person ln
tho State, and Its value to
tho clty of Rlchmai-ul (whloh ls
inaniifactnrlng In its' charaeter) wlll
bo fourfold.
