ent steamshlp llno runnlng out of any
of these ports without the consent of
nnd arrangement. wlth a connectlng
xall carrler.

It is clalmed by the Unlon Pacific
.that tho prinelpal reason for acqulrlng
the Southorn Paclflc was to ohtain
the Central Paclflc connection from
Ogden to San Franclsco. It is un¬
doubtedly truo thnt this ls a deslrable
connection for that company; but, as
we have seen, whether purchased or
not, the Contral Pacific is requlred to
form a through Hne of transportation
¦vvith the Union Pacific and not to dls-
crimiiiHtP against it ln the rc-ceipt and
transportation of frelght and througn
tratfio. Tho public. ls entltled to all
the advantages of thls line as a com-
pctltlve lino of transportation wlth
othor transcontlnental railways.
The various llnes which now com-

Pofo the Southorn Pacific from New
Orloans to Callfornla were also huilt
undor patronage of the Federal gov¬
ernment by the donation of many mll-
licns of acres of government land, and
formed an lndependent and separaterouto. Whllo Congress did not prohibitin oxpres^; terms the union of these
groai Federal railroad systems, 1; ls
Jiardly to he bolleved that auch prohi¬bition would not havo been Irrvposedhad li boon thought that in the courso
of timo thoy would havo boen brought.und-r a single control.

B.v wny of Justlficatlon ur excusc-
¦Wo are told that the methncls of thc
tlnanrlng of railroads which prevalled
Jn the yenr lpno are now-obsolete. ow¬
lng to a higher degree of eonsolentious-
ness amonrr tinanclers: and, moreover,
tiiat thc Chlcago <& Alton should not
bo regarded as nn isolated Instarice, In-
asmuch as it wns dealt wlth much as
other roads wore at that perlod.
Tho first of these ststemonts ls. wo

trust. true; the latter statement Is not
cal.ciila.terl to tjphold the value of Amer¬
ican railroad securltlea.

lt is true, however, ns contended,
that a closo examination of the-meth¬
od of oapltallzatton adopted ln the
case< of the Chtca'go and Alton show?

lf the policy of purc.haslng nnd con-
trolllng stocks ln oonipotlng llnes ls
permlttfld to contlnuo, it must mean
suppresslon of competltion.

(1) The functlon of a rallrond cor¬
poratlon should lie conflned to the
furnishlng. of transportation. Rail¬
roads should not be pormltted to in-
ve.it generally ln the stocks, bonds and
Jiceurlties of other railway nnd of
steamshlp compnnles, except connect-
Ing llnes. for tho purposo of formlng
through routos of trnnspottatlon, In¬
cluding branches and feodors. lt ls in
the interest of the puhlic to facilitatc
the consolldatlon of connectlng lines.
The credlt of a railway company is
founded upon tho resoureo1:. nnd pros¬
perlty pf tho country through whlch
lt runs. Its surplus funds nnd credlt
should be used for tho beitertnent ofIts llnes and in extensions and branehe?to develop the country contiguous tc
t. The testimony taken upon thlshearlng shows that about Mi.000 squaremiles of terrltory in the State of Ore¬
gon. surrounded by tho llnes of tluOregon Short Line Rallrond Companv.tlie Oregon Railroad nnd NavlgatlonCompany, and the Southern Paclflccompany, ls not developed; while thefunds of those companles which could

(-) lt is contrary to public policvas well as unlnwful, for railways toacqulre. control ot parallel and com¬petlng lines. This policy is expresserj inthe Federal lawjs and (n the Constltu¬tlons and laws of nearly every Stato inthe Union. AVe have examined the Con¬
stltutlons and laws of all' the $tates,and find in about fortv, of them prohibi-tlons against consolifiation of capltalstock or frnnchises of competlng rail¬
ways, or the purchase and acqulsitlon
by a railway of competlng llnes. Com¬
petltion between rallr/ays as well as
between other, .r.rictcries is the estab-
lis'ned policy of tlie nation. And while
the acqulclt'on of a small mlnorlty of
the stock of t, co.npeting line might
-.-.ot decrease the compe'tlon.. yet the
acqulsitlon of any conslderable amount
of stock, wlth representation on the
board of dlrectors -of such- railway,
urquestionably has the effect of dlmin-
ishlng competltion ar.d lessenlng tc
tliat extent Its effectlveness.
So long as It is tho policv of the .genera

government and of the States to malntaii
competltion between naturally competlni
linea. the ownershlp of ,any stock by om
railwav In a competlng railway should no
be permltted, and auch lines ot railwaj
Bhould be prohlblted from havlng any com
mon dlrectors or offlcers,

3.. Tho tlme has come when .somo rea
snnable regulntlon shnuld be Im'poscd upoi
tho issuance of securltles hy railways en
gaged ln Interstate commerce. tVe ar.
aware that ln the construction of new line
of railway, developlng new terrltory, lt ha
been necessary ln many Instances to sel
Yatlwny securltles at lnrge dlscount, and t
sell bonds wlth stock bonuse.s, and even
sueh cases It has many tlmes been dlffi
(¦ult. to ralse the necessary capltal. Mei
will not lnvest thelr money and take th
rlsk for small rates of Interest.
Hut this principle does not apply to old

establlshert railway systems havlng goo.
credlt. Sueh railways ahould be prevent*
from Inflatlng thelr secililtlOB for merel
speculatlve purposes. Railroads should b
encouraged to oxtend thelr systems and d'
velop ihe country. It ii, ol' the utmos
Importance, also, that railway securltfe
should bo safe and eoritervailve lnvest
ments for the public. and should yleld goo
nnd nmple return for the mrinoy investei
Reasonablo regulatlon wlll tend. to mak
them safer and more secure investmenti
and thereby beneih not only tho ralhvn
companles but. the public.
