All the wreckefl places to-day tlie
proprietors set to work cleanlng out;
thc debris so as to be ready to rosume
buslness. The Greeks havo employed
counsel to look after thelr interests,
and have called the atlentlon of the
Greek consulato ln thls country to the
affalr.

AS

BULLETS FLEW
OVER HIS HEAD

Mob Stormed the Prisoner, and
¦Wanted to Lynch Him, but
Police Intcrfered.Assailant,

:* Evidently Maniac, Anxious
to Avenge Family

Wrohers.

PARIS, July 14..The nathAial fete
to-day was marred by a dastardly at¬

tempt on thn llfe of President Fnllleres
by Leon Mallle, a naval reservist of

Havre, who It is believed, is sufforing
from the manla of persecutlon. Mallle
flred two shots at the President, but
did not hlt him;' He was at once

placed under arrest.
On account of tho actlvlty of the

anti-milltarlsts, who tried to organlze
a -demonstratlon agalnst the army

throughout France to-day, oxCeptional
precautlons were taken to safeguard
President Fallleres. The attempt on

hls life occurred on Avenue Des
Champs Elysees, while the P.re.sidimt
was returning to the palace from Long
Champs, where he had revlewed the
gorrison of Paris ln the presence of
250,000 enthuslastlc people. Premler
Clemenceau and M. Lanes, the Presl-
oenvs secretary, WfsreVJjii" ths *rcr..-
dent ln hls landau, whieh was .escorted
by a squadron of culrasslers.

Flred ns Crowd* Sliout.
The carrlage had safely emerged

from the Bois.de Boulognei where the
antl-milltarlsts had statloned them¬
selves wlth the Intention of hootlng
the soldiers, and was descehdlng the
broad Champs-Elysees amltl tho accla-
mations ot the crowds thronglng the
sldewalks. who were shoutlng, "Vlve
Fallleres!" "Vlve 1'armeel" when, at
the corner of Lescueur Street, Mallle
from the curb fired two shots point
blank at the President in quick suc-

cesslon. Mlraculously, no one was hlt.
President Fallleres was cool and col¬

lected when the cortege stopped. The
dlplomats who were following the
Presldent's laudau alighted from thelr
carriages and' hurried to the slde of
M. FalUe-res. Finding that nobody had
been Injured, by the Presldent's orderij,
the cortege moved on.

Wanted to Lynch ZUallle.
Meantlme two pollcemen selzed

Mallle, who made no reslstance, but
the pollce wlth dlfflculty prevented the
irate crowds from lynching tho prison¬
er, until a cordon of reserves came up
and conducted hlm to the station.
There Mallle refused to give any rea-

sons for his act. saying: "The reve-
latlons I Jiave are so grave and se¬
rlous that I will only make them be¬
fore a magistrate for tranamlsslon to
the chief of State. It is a matter be¬
tween the government and me. I am
the victlm of many vlllainies."
Some ofthe wltnesses of the shoot¬

ing sald that Maille fired In the alr.
It ls believed that the man partlcl-
pated ln the recent seamen's strike
and that hls mlnd had been unhlnged
by fancied grievances. lt is believed
also that. he alded in the revolutlon-
ary agitation the general Fed¬
eratlon of Labor and the antl-mllita-
rists. There Is no reason to suspect
a plot, as Maille only arrived here
from Rouen last night.

Fersecuted by Fnmily.
Maille was taken before an examl¬

natlon magistrate to-night and the
authorltles only succeeded ln extract-
ing from hlm a rambllng statement
about famlly persecutlon directed
against him.

It was ln order to draw public atten¬
tion to his grievances, ho sald, that he
tired the shots. The prisoner terml-
nated the examlnatlon by announclnghis Intentlons to glvo no further reve-
lations, as he believed the magistrate
would do nothing to remedy his wrongs.President Fallieres has recelved nu¬
merous telegrams of congratulations of
the- rulers of many countrles on hls
lucky escape.

-Mnuy Soldlcrn Arrested.
The attempt on the llfe of President

Fallieres probably will strcngthen the
government's Intention to put a stop
to the anti-mtlltarlsts propngantla
which already ls demorallzing the
army antl becomlng a menace to the
republlc.
Thlrty-nine ringleaders were arrested

to-day for hlsslng soldiers who were
returning from the review. Other ar¬
rests were mado at the Place do la.
Concorde, where tho league of patrlots
held thelr annunl ceremony.

BEMIS SHOWS
WHAT HE FOUND

Experts Express Opinions for
and Against Public Control.
The Inquiry Covered Wide

Range . Good and
Worthless Work

in Places.

NEW YORK, July 14..The experts

acting for the National Clvic Federa¬
tion Municipal Ownership Commission
have completed thelr reports, and a

crlticai revlew of the results of thelr
cxamlnations In the Unlted States was
made public to-day by tho commis¬
sion. Thio revlew is by a commlttee
ot four appointed by the commission.
Two of tho wrlters. "Walton Clark.
vice-presitlent of the Unlted Gas Im-

.

provement Company. of Phlladelphla,
and Charles L. Edgar. presldent of the
Bdlspn Electric and Illuminatlng Com-
pany, ot Eoston. critlclze severoly th«
murilcipnl plants examlned, while two
other wrlters. Professor Frank Par-
sons, of Boston, presldent of the Na¬
tional Public Ownership League, and
Edward W. Bemis. superlntendent of
the Cl#veland (Ohlo) Water Works.
find muoh to favor in munlclpal plants
whlch were investlgated. Separate re-

vlews of Brltlsh munlcipalization Wlll
be made public later.

Messrs. Clark and Edgar concur In
the statement that the inquiry of the
commlttee, both from the standpolnt
c-f British and American experience,
more especlally tne latter, has shown
that "where munlclpal ownership haa
been removed from the realm pf phl-
losophic discussion and put to the test
of actual experlence lt has falled in-
glorlously." The bellef ls expressed
by thoso gentlemen that the "fe.w en-,

thuslasts" who still advocate munlcl¬
pal ownership "wlll soon bo convinced.
by the loglc of events, and turninf*
thelr energles to other thlngs wlll
through thom reallze" their ambllions
of usetulness to thelr follows.'.'

Professor Pnrsons and Mr. Bemis, on

the. other hand, take a most hopeful
vlew as to munlcipalization. declarlng
that the fallures of munlclpal ownership
are Inslgnificant compared to the fall¬
ures of private. ownership. eltfter in
number or importance. *'it is not_ puto»
lie ownership, but private ownership;*
Professor Parsons says, "that lo re-

sponsihie for our perlodlc crises and
the ruln of our Industrles." As to
the fitness of American cities to man-

age buslness affalrs. many of them,
he says, have clearly proved thelr fit¬
ness, and the rest can be made flt;
"It Is not imposslble." he adds, "that
the elimlnation of the public service
corporations through public ownership
is one of the thlngs that would do
more to help along .the process of
making our cities fit." Mr. Bemis be-
Ueves that the greatest reason for
the strength of tlie mun/eipal owner¬

ship movement lles In the relations
of the public service corporations wltli
the State and local governments,
whloh relations he declares are de¬
structive of political purity, democracy
and free lnstitutlons. In thls sama
connectlon Mr. Edgar and Mr. Clark
take the vlew that the evll of build¬
ing up political machlnes wlth city
employes as a basis exlsts now to a
decree in American municipalities and
that ths dlsastrous effects would ba
much greater If the many gas, electrl¬
cal aad stroet rallway employes wero
added to the present number of city
otllceholders. Professor Parsons ex-
presses the convlction that munlclpal
ownership would develop a highor class
of munlclpal adniinlstrators. He denles
that public ownership would de.stroy
indlvldual inltlative, and says that "a
Gladstone or a Roosevelt can tlnd as

~on much room for Indlvldual inltlative
Uy in the service of the people as tho

presldent of a street railway or llght-
ing system cnn find in tho service ot
hla company."
