Mayor McCarthy prosidod, and ln-
trodticed brlcfly Mr. Tucleor, Governor
Swanson nnd Mr. John Skelton Wil¬
llams. Mr. Tucker, nrrnyod llke Mnrk
Twnln ln a sult of vlrglnal whltoness,
told of his boyhood dnys In Richmond
wlth such a dellcate strete-h of huinor
that the crowd urged hlm to "go on"
when he cohcluded, An amusing in¬
cldent of Mr. Tucltor's speeeh occurred
when.be Paid a glowing tribute to the
beauty of the Rlcliniond women.
"They are the most beautiful women
ln the world," he declared wlth
courtly bow; "and the men?" asked a
volce ln the crowd.

"I am sorry to say 1 have never dis-
covercd any grent amount of good
looks among the men," answered Mr.
Tucker, aniiel great laughtcr.
Govornor Swanson followed wlth an

eloquent address, ln whlch he polnteel
out tbat Rlohmond had always taken
a place in the front ranks of Indus¬
trial achleveme'nts, hnvlng operated
the flrst gns plant, the flrst electrlc
street railway and the flrst Iron foun¬
dry In Amerlcn. "The people of all
the great Commonwealth of Virglnla
take prlde in her magnificent capltal
city," he declared, "and feel only In-
'terest ln her. achlevemcnts nnel in her
wonderful prosperlty."
He said he had found fn Richmond

the greatest happlness of hls llfe, when
he had married a Klchmond glrl. The
Governor bowed to Mrs. Swanson, who
occupied a' seat on the speakers'
stnnd, and the crowd npplaueleel de-
llghtedly.
Mr. Wllliams spoke for over an hour

nnd held the attention of the large
eudience closely. Mr. Tucker later
esfd that Mr. Willinms's speeeh was
niasterly, and that he had listened to
lt with tho greatest pleasure and pro¬
fit.

The procesBlon,
liendod by the Cowboy Band from "101
Ranch," wns followed by the James¬
town Fll'e Deiinrtmont, thc Rsciutmo
A'lllage ,wlth Its sledo drawn by dogs,
thc Streets of Cnlro, wlth men and
danclng glrls mounted on cnmels, the
Wlld- AVest show, wlth IfiO Indlans,
cowboys, aiid cowglrls, mountod on
ponles, the ;MororI trlbe n-foot, Trixle'.'
drlven to a sulky without bridle or
roins and the Congress of B*iautles ln
roller chnlrs. It was n case 'of brlng-
lng the mountaln t\> Mohammed, the
'Warpath to Lee Parade,

As twillglit fell, 300,000 electric
bulbs made the grounds as Jlght as
dpy, and n score of powerful seareh-
llghts played up and down the grounds
and far into the Roads. where the
warships are at nhebor. The place wns
llke falryiand, anfl the effect was ono
never to be forgotten.

.All went well-untll the vfry end, un¬
til Richmond Day hae closed, and then
J. Pluvlus, having Btayed hls hand
durlng the pleasure of the Rlehmcnd-
ers, let loose ii shower of- raln, whlch
seemed to turn the land into water
and destroy the boundary between the
shore and Chesapeake Bay. Tho fun
was all over, however, the last game
had been played, the last fareweP sald,
nnd one of the most successfur-days
the exposition has known had come
to a close.

SPEAKERS ARE CHEERED
Richmonders Assemble at Grandstand and Hear

Fine Addresses.President Tucker Entertains
Judge Parker and Distinguished Party.

JAMESTOWN EXPOSITION, July

IS..Not all of the crowds thnt fllled
the grounds, swarmed /through- tho
brolllng sun >of the Warpath or sought
.comfort in cooling shades, marched to
the grandstand on Lee Parade for the
sl'peoch-niaklng, but there was a llne
audience, neverth'eless. Behlnd. the
stand occupied by a dlstingulshcd com¬
pany, the Mexlcan Band fllled the sul-
try atmosphere wlth melody anel oc-

cnslonally thrllled the loyal sons of
Richmond by strlklng a patrlotlc air.
Out. In front men and wopien stood
patlently untll tlie exerclses had ena-
eel. When Mnyor-McCarthy had dis¬
missed the grithering it moved in all
ellrcctlons, and mado nicrry according
to the bent of the Indlvidual mlnd.

aftor reaching the grounds, would as-
semblo ln front of the; Inside Inn and
then proceed to the stand.

t.on Willlams, Mayor McCarthy, Presi¬
dent-- Tucker -and others drove to
the parade, nnd nt 11:10 o'clock tlie
Mayor inounttd the platform and the
oiiiid ceased its flutlerlng. There was
not much fortnallty about the pro
llmlnarles, nnd without aiiy attempt
te- nioiiopollzei attention hlmself thu
Mayor lntroduced President Harry St.
Goorgo Tucker, who was particularly
gracloim nnd, cxceec".ingly cordial In ex-
tcndlng a wch.'Oinu to the cltlzens of
Rlcliniond on thelr cwn day. That Mr.
Tucker is popula;- wlth the home peo¬
ple was shown by thej iiandc'applng
whlch greeted hlm froni beyond the
llne of Richmond ranks.
"On niy wny over here a moment

ago," snld Mr. Tucker, "a friend rc-
iiiarkod that lie had not seen so manyhandsome women on the grounds slncoIhe openlng day. The explanatlon was
slmple, 101 I remlnded hlm that this
wiih Richmond Bay."
"The people of Virginia." ho con-

tiniicd, "nre Justly proud of Richmondand hor cltlzens. Its history, llko the
history of Virginia, extenels ovor a
very long perlod. nnd I remember as
a child tluit I Btumped niy too on al-
moHiCvory street coverlng those sevenmighty bills, How well, too, do 1 re¬member how 1 wns whlpped by mvfather on ocfiaslons with switches thut
wero brought to my horne by a gooelilaciv from Marshall Street, When l gibnck, thero now 1 always walk by te.soq lf that treo has heen torn elowu,tor that nleitie can bring peace to tlicIpresont generatlon.

"Rlohmond," h» sald, "was the flicapltal of Powharan's indlan trlbe1777 Jt became the capital of a mlfc'h

unlon of States, and agaln in the slx-
ties, lt was the centre of a struggle at
arms that moved the world. When
McClellan, witli 120,000 men had sur-
i-ounded the clty, with 40.000 on the
RappahannOck, under McDowell, wlth
50,000 more Unlon troops In the Valley,
nnd wlth but a nRiidful of Southern men
to fight ln her defense, the Osnfederacy
gave up in dnspalr. Presldent Davls
had made ready for the evacuation.
But at that moment, the Councll met,
nnd by the passage of bold resolutlons,
declared that Rlchmond must be de-
fended so long as a slngle stone was ln
the street.
"The people ln mass-meetlng decld¬

ed. too. that they rnusf flght for her
defense at whatever cost, and rlght
there a new 6plrlt enthused the people.
to greater than that whlch had thrlllcd
iho people of Rome, and a glamor and
glory was glven the city that is lrii-
perlshahle to-day and for all time."
Speaklng further of the patrlotlsm

of the cltlzens, Governor Swanson de¬
clared that lt had never been found
wantlng. "Whenever Virginia calls,"
he said; "Richmond ls quick to respond,
no mattor what ls the demand."
The women were not forgotten. "As

Presldent Tucker remarked, he added,
"Rlchmond is famous for its beauti¬
ful women, nnd thero are more of them
there than ln any other clty of the
same slze ln the world.
"But while these women know now

to rule, I .want to say "to you young
men that they know how to fllrt, That
ls their one weakness.
They aequired the hablt ln colonial

days, for a reigning belle at that tlme
wns engaged to four dlstlngulshed
men at once. A duel followed nnd one
man was killed. So strong was this
Illrtlng tendency tl.at a law was passed
provlding that whon a woman was en-
gngetl to more than one man she had
to he pufcllcly ducked. It was left to
a delegate from Rlchmond in tlie
House of Burgesses to stand for re¬
peal of the law, for unless that wns
dono, he said, It would not be longbefore every woman ln the city would
be drowned. Thoy were so good look-
ing that tlie men had to propose, and
they wore so good hearted that theycould not refuse."

In closing, the Governor sald thatRlchmond wns tlie flrst clty to uso gtifand an electric cnr system, and he ex¬
pected to see the day when lt woulc
oe the greatost manufacturing centrein the East.

CroSds Cheer Lustily as Richmond Boys Mareh By

GROUNDS, VA., July 18..Tho parade
of tho Unlted state* government troops;
tcgbthei* wlth thc mllltla, proved to bo
the one. attractlon which drew together
all of tho "Rlchmond vtsltor". the great
revlewlng istand belng crowded to its
ca-paclty; with people wearlng the blue
and gold badges.

¦Even"the.,Warpath attrnctlons gavo
up thelr hold on Councllmen Ahd Alder¬
men 16ng. enough to allow them to wit¬
ness thei military revlew, and the
"housokeei>e,rs of Richmond rcluetantly
left the,'purivfood exhlblt to seo the
noldier boys parade. The revlew was
held proitiptly at *> P. M. on Lee Parade
grounds, 3tho great grandstand belng
free to .'' those wearlng Rlchmond
badges.

Regiment and a part of the Flrst
Georg*la Irtfantry. The entire military
establishment of Rlchmond partlci-
pated, and no manoeuvres of the rogu¬
lars could brlng out the applause that
'was -won by tlie excellent showlng of
the Rlchmond boys. On the revlewlng
stand were Governor Swanson, Mayor
McCarthy, Preeldent Tucker, of the ex¬
position; Chairman Lecky, of the Rich¬
mond Chamber of Commerce, and other
dlstlngulshed guests.

OF UNIQUE FEATURES
Following the military parade, whlch

took place promptly at 5 P. M., came
one of the most unlque and attractlve

gatherlng. Every' one of the slde
shows and exhibits on tho "Warpath"
took part In the parade, whlch was
led by the brass banfl from the "101

Raneh." The complete Exposltlon Flre
Department followed the band, wlth
Its englnes, hose wagons and ladder
trtick, aU of the latest deslgn and of
the ftnoRt equipment. The enttre Wlld
West show. known aa tho "101 Rnnch."
followed, the Indlans and cowboya in
ftlll coBtume and mounted on thelr
show ponies. Wiih a yell that nug-
gested that old Geronlmo was ngaln
on the warpath, they charged down tho
parade. ground, the rlokety old stage
coach Bwayihg from slde to slde as its
sturdy llttlo mule* galloped along.
The Phlllplno exhlblt, wlth Ita fancy

eostumes, its contortlonlsta and Ub
real live prlnce, who by tho wny, rode
ln an automobile, attracted conslder-
able attention. The Esquimo and
"Klondlke" people, wlth thelr dog
sledgoB and queer costurnea. followed,
with the deep sea dlvers, the danclng
glrls from the Streets of Calro and
numberless others. After the prooes-
sion of Japaneso glrlg from the Japa¬
neso tea gardens came "Trlxle," the
famous trick horse, whose evldent, ap¬
preelatlon of the public notlce broughtforth cpnstant applause, as the horse
flrst bowed and then krieeled to the
grandstand ln the effort to make a
real, old-fashloned curtesy.
After the parade tho ground ln front

of the revlewlng stand was cleared,
and the Richmonders wore treated to
a free exhibltlon hy some of the rlders
from th0 Wlld West show. Lassolng
and various roping feata were admlred
and wondered at for a half hour or
more, whlle the Mexlcan Band played
a number of cholce selectlons.
Every one connected wlth tho ex¬

posltlon seemed to be determlned to
glvo the Richmonders the tlme of thelr
lives, and so far dld they succeed ihat
many spent the tlme ln the home-com-
ing trains in plannlng another ar.d
more extended trlp to the exposition.
RECEPTIONS AT BUIXDING

ARE ATTENDED BY MANY.
The ntteitlons of the reception commit¬

tee wero dlvlded between the Richmond
Bulldlng and the Virglnla Bulldlng. repr*-sentatlves of tho clty government and
Chamber of Commerce belng on duty at cueb
place throughout the day to welcomo vlsl¬
tors and look after tho hospltatltles of the
occasion. Beyond the march to the Rich¬
mond Bulldlng, ln .whlch a large number
ot the vlsltors took part, there were no
formal. exerclses, but throughout the day
thero was a constant successton of vlsltors
at each place, the stream seemlng to centre
about tho Richmond Bulldlng, the porch of
whlch Was the appointed meetlng place tor
many Blghtscelng partles.

Mr. H. W. Wood, of the Chamber of
Commerce, remalned at th© bulldlng
thtoughoiji tho dny, asslstlng Mr. Chatalgne
in attendlng to the wants of the vlsltors.
Mrs. Chatalgno and her two daughters wero
also untlrlns In thelr etTorts to receive hos-
pitnbly the ladles from Richmond and to
make every provlslon for thelr comfort.

Mrs. Swanson, wlth several asststants,
recelved at the Virglnla Bulldlng, wlth
Colonel Barton H. Grundy as the clty's rep-
resentative.
One of the greatest convenlences of the

day was the check-room matntalned at tbe
Richmond Bulldlng for k'oplng paroels.
grlps and lunch baskets. The man em¬
ployed for the Job of runnlng the check-
room, wlth the epeclally prepared dupllcnteohecks, failed to show up, and rather than
disappolnt the vlsltors two young Richmond¬
ers, Ryrle and Oordon Wood. undertook tc
look after the work, Improvlslng thelr owr
checklng system aa they went along. Theh
work met wlth the approval of all corners,
anel was of the ftreatest asslstance to many
people durlng the day.
A large amount of printed llterature about

Richmond and her advantages was dlstrl¬
buted at the Richmond Bulldlng, all cftllen
from out-of-town asklng for coples of thi
Chamber of Commerce booklet.

President TuckOr, of the
Rxpoiltlo'n Company, sald to-nlght that
the crowd was the largest of any day
in thu hlstcry of the kxposltlon excopt
when President Roosevelt was on the
grounds Mr. Tucker sald ihat he had
not recolved any offlclal figures, but
that there were not fewer 'thon 30,000
paid admlsslons, with.about one-half of
them foni Richmond. Other eetlmatos
place the Richmond crowd, anywhere
froni 10,000 to 15,000, wlth 12,000 as pos¬
slbly tho nearest ta belng the corroct
llgure.
CIIKSAPKAICB AND OHIO

MADE 1'INIC RECORD
] Resldo the three thousand peoplo
who came down on Wednesday, ten
lralns were operated to the exposl¬
tlon to-day, slx comlng by Chesapeake
and Ohlo and four by Norfolk anel
Western. President Stevens, of the
Cliesaponko and Ohlo, who was seen
at Newport Newe to-nlght, sald that
the crowd had not boon as largo aa
he hael antlclpntod, and that hls road
had hael eXtra coaches in Richmond
whlch wero not used. However, tho
Chesapeake and Ohio handled several
tbnusand people With great prompt-
m-ss, nnd hoth roads showed tholr
abllity to take care of all the people.
