ABOUT 60,000 MEN IN UNION

Question of First Importance Is
That Many So-Called Inde-

pendents Are in Trust.

LOUISVILE, KT., July 20..Tho
executlve commlttee of the Interna-
tlbnal Tobacco Workers declded to
leave to a vote of the union the ques¬
tion of whether or not there .shall be
a: general strlko in all the factorles of
tho Amerlcan Tobacco Company, com-

monly. known as tho tobacco trust.
There 'are betwoen sri.OOO and 60,000
members of tho. union In tho United
States and Canada.
The' committee has been in session

here all week considerlng the questton
of calllng a strlke, and has also been

passing on the qases of the tobacco fac¬
torles accused of belng surreptltlously
in leaguo wlth the Amerlcan Tobacco

Company, but uslng the unlon label
The commltteo declded to take thc
union label from slxty or *eventy ol
these factorles.
Several prorhlnont tobacco men ln

Rlchmond, when shown the above dls-
patch last. night, said that they dld not
anlicipate surloua trouble in Rich¬
mond. It was explalned that there
were several ovldent Inuccuracles ln
the stutement Issued ln Loulsville
since the Amerlcan Tobacco Company
commonly known as tho tobacco trust
does not recognize tho unlon at all
All of the factorles.of tho Amerlcar
Tobacco Company are open shops, anc
do not follow any prosctibed lines ir
employing thelr mon, although theii
wage scale le usually equul to and lv
somo cases above the unlon scale, anf
there are a large number of memberi
of the unlon worjclng in the oper
shops of the Amorican Tobacco Com¬
pany. It -was also said that then
wsre sevoral Indopendent factorles ii
Richmond oporaMng unlon shops, em
ploytng onlv uiiion labor, among oth
ors'Dill Brothors, Larus Brothern anc
the United Statos Tobacco Company.

Smlth was .loated on a
bonch, and after soveral wo'rds passed
a scuflle. ensued, durlng. whlch a num¬
ber of blows were struck by both
men. Smlth Is much .stouter thnn
Gravely antl knocked him down. It- ls
alleged by his frlonds thnt he was
ln tiie aet of lettlng Gravely up, when
ho pulled his plstol, firlng twlce, one
ball onterlng the head Just. bolow. the
ear. Gravely's frlends clalm that' the
ahooting was done ln self-dofeneo and
that Smith had him on tlio ground
boatlng him, forclng Tilm to uso his
weapon. Gravely surrondered, and ls
now In Jall. Appllcatlon for ball wlll
llkoly be held Monday. Both men are
well known here nnd; regarded as
ponceful citlxens.

AS'HEVILLE, N. C July 20..Argu-

ment on the habeaa corpus proceedings 1
brought by Messrs. J. H. Good and O.
C. Wilson ln the United States Clrcult
Court tosecure thtdr release from the
sentonce imposed on thom Thursday ln-.
the Police Court for vlolattng. as ogents
of the Southern Rallway, the State rate
law, wa3 closed this evening. and Judgo
Prltchard announced that as he wlshed
to accompany his declslon wlth a writ¬
ten statoment he would adjourn court
untll Monday morning at 10 o'clock.
From the extended nrguments by

counsel for the petitloners and Stato
ln a courtroom crowded to.Its utmost
capaclty by hundreds of cltl2ens, eager
to hear n continuation of the Intensely
Interasting evldence of the day before,
when rallway counsel put Police Court
Judge Reynolds and thoso who. took
out warrants on the rack of examlna-
t'.on,- the outcome of to-day'S'' hearing
Is, of course. a matter of speculatlon
only at present.
The court may declare uneonstltu-

tional the section of the rate law pro¬
vldlng crtmlnal punlshmoUt for rall-
ways and rallway agente who vlolate
the law, and so release the defendants.
Messrs. Wood and "Wilson. The State .

wlll appeal from this declslon to the
Supremo Court of the United Statos
and the rallway will appoal-from the
flne of $30,000 Impoaed on it by Judge
Long, at Raleigh, to the same court.
and thus the State courts. belng recog-
nlzed by the rnliway, the danger. of .

any clash between courts wlll pass
and the contest will proceed regularly
and peacetully through the courts, State
and United States.
