aro made through the American con

mlttee. The University of Pennsy
vanio, as well as Harvard and Yal
had been formulating plans to seti

thelr teams .to these games Irrespecth
of tlie plans made by the America
committee. The Pennsy!vanians wantc
to repeat their success of 1900, who
their team won about everythlng c

the other side. Yale and Harvard hi
been plannlng to hold a dual meet wli
Oxford and Cambrldge prevlous to tl
Olympic gamea, and then to enter the
teams ln the Olympic meet.
The method of 'aelectlng the Amet

can team changes all thls. The Amei
can oommittoe has not announced I
complete plans aa yet, but from wh
lt has announced tho American team
to be picked only after an exhaustl
aeriea of eilrnlnatlon tests.
