Should Richmond Win Sixty Pei
Cent. and Norfolk Lose,

Pennant Ours.

Desplte the frequently pt.blishod
statement that Norfolk hn.s a sure
thlng in the Vlrginla League p. nnant.
no club hos a clneh on the uoveteu-'
liuntlng yet. as will ahunrlantiy appeftr
from an examination bt the scheaulej
AVHh twonty-i.ve or thirty games to
play before September'21st, when the
^enson cloBes. and wltli Norfolk lead¬
lng Roanoke by only one gamo won
and llve fewer lost. It may ensiiy be
Roen that Hrodle's bunch ot Hlgiilan.1-
*rs havp a nghtlng chance for the llag.
Richmond has won just flvo fewer
games and lost seven m«re than Nor¬
folk, and wlth fourteen games at home
and eleven nbroad, excluslve of dou-
hlo-headers, she may yet nose Norfolk
out. if Pender's men cufter any in-
Jurles or are handicapped by desertlon
or salo of men.
As an Instanco of posslbllltles In

basoball, take the Lynehburg Club.
AA'hen Grlni's men wont homo In mld-
July they were on top of the heap.
but Just then Bfntley, Evans and Holt
were all suddenly- taken down slck or
Incapac.itateci hy lnjurles. The result
wns that In fifteen daya the toam lost
ton or twelve stralght. and dropped
from flrst to last piaco, Slnce then
the same team has cllmbed from last
place to thlrd place. and ls yet among
the pennant posslbllltles. Why may
not Norfolk suffer slmilar mlsfortun*.

Some Hjpolhr-Mcs.
Supposlng- that Nortolk should drop

four stralght games to RIchmond dur¬
ing the remalnder or thls week; Nor¬
folk would then have won 52 and loat
45: RIchmond would have won 51 and
lost 48. That would be deoiriffaly bet¬
ter. lt is not expected that tho Colts
can do so well. but lt is possible. As-
sumlng thnt they dld, and wlth twonry-
odd games then to plav, lt would be
easily possible for Richmond to heat
Norfolk out. Conslderlng four or flve
douhle-head*»rs at home. the Colts have
about thirty games yet to play, and
somethlng like olghteen of these wlll
be at home and eleven or h doz-m
abroad. ¦¦

, ,.If Lynehburg should take throo
stralght from Roanoke thl» week. the
Orlmltes would be leadlng Roanoke
and pressing Norfolk hard. At the
same tlmo, should the Colts Iand three
of the four wlth Norfolk. thev would
be presslnp Roanoke and Lynchbui'g
hard. and be close upon tho leaders.
Those are all hvpothetlcul vtews of tho
sltuation but they show that the race
is vet far from won, and that any ono
of 'the flve lcading teams may easily
snatch the huntlng.

Getting Do.tj lo Figures.
Assumlng that, Norfolk won only

two-flfUis of the remaining thirty
games and lost three-fifths, and that
Richmond won three-fifths and lost
two-fifths of Its remalning thirty
games. the figures would then be:
RIchmond. won slxty-flvo and lost
flfty-nlne; Norfolk, won sixty-four and
loBt flfty-nlne. Provlded tho othor
four held-each other down pretty well.
Richmond would. then Iand the flag.
It Is not tmusua'l for fe team to win
sixty per cent. of its gamos, nor for
another to lose that percentago of
them.
Viewing the sltuation falrly and

practically. however, Norfolk has a de¬
cided advantage over any other club.
and Roanoke has the best chance to
overhaul the Crow in the flnlsh, and
Lynehburg- the next best chance. Pay¬
ing no heed to douhle-headers, Norfolk
has seventeen games at home and only
ten abroad, whllo RIchmond has four¬
teen at home and eleven abroad.
