wera warned to look out for him. Our
train, second 73, through freight, lett
Richmond just after midnlght. Wed-
nesday night, and we pulled {nto tha
Potomae yurds, just outside of Alex-
andrla, about 5 A, M. As our traln
slowed down 1 started to go to tha
front end, walking on top of the cars.
1 saw the negro down bhetween twno
freight cars, just as he was aboul to
Jump off.  He asked me the way io
get to Washington, and. 1 thought
right pway that ha was the negro whn
was wanted. When the traln slowel
down T told him to come with me and
T would show him., Conductor W. A,
Hutehinson  and  Brakeman  J. £
TTsher come up, and we took the nagsn

with us to  the yardmaster's offics
withbut letting him know what was
wanted. Once locked In  there, we

charged hilm with the erima, nnd, aftor
a 1ittle, he confea=ed, and we sent for
soma of the Alexandria county polies=-
men. Whean they put handcuffs an him
he rememberad that he had worn them
hefore, or that he had heen arrested
hatore,  While evidently scared, he id
not ‘gaam to fully realize the Impart-
ance of hiz erime, and told some of ns
that ha hoped to got off with a light
santanee,"
