A new negro setilement on  the
north slde of the cliy Is the announee-
ment of yesterday, and untll the exaot
location was glven out thers was con-
slderable apprebenslon nmong the pro-|
moters  and land-ownerd of some of |
the othor prosperous white mettlements
and suburba of the North Side,

The new wolany, which wil' be along
the lines of the Jonesbore mettlement
near Beven Flnos, proposeds to use the
troet of Jand about two hundred
ncres, more or less, known as Myrtle
Grove, lylng some distance north of
Berton Helghts, ond northenst of Gin-
ter Park, The extenslon of Leburnum
Avenup from Chamberlayne Avonue In
Ginter Park leads near the front of
the propeosed tract, the corner of
Chamberiayne and Laburnum Avenues
bhalng the olosest point lo K sireet car
on the property, which ls n half-mile
or ‘moare In an  alr-line distant ot
thls peint, The scheme la belng backead
by Dr. R, E. Jonea, the well-known
colored physiclan, who has taken an
active part ‘before In developing the
interests of hls race.

Dr, Jones was the founder of the
Jonesboro  Settlement, a  corporation

Dr. Joned, when scen last night, ad-
mitted that thers was a plan on foot
for the founding of anbther settlement
nlong the lines of Jonesboro on the
Myrile Grove property. Dr. Jones sald
that he-and gome friends had an optlon
o understanding with the owner, Mr,
Matthew . Gllmour, ot Richmond,
declined to' glve ‘out the price,
