When the former employes appearad
and asked for justice, Buperintengant
Cdlien attempted to put them through
i mearching cross-examination, finally
declaring that they had formed a con-
splracy and that this was not the first
affense. .

“idow many hours did you work on
August 4th" shouted the =uperintend-
ent, with a tinge of sarcasm.

The men could not answer.

“And how mony hours did yvou work
on August 11th?" he shouted nagnin,
withoul causing the men to wllt or
beg for merey.
