In a country where all men are
workingnien there should be greatei
communlty of interest, better inutua
understandlng anel sympathy. lt ls ir
behulf of tlils better understandlng thai
J spcak to-day. I havo no patlence
V Ith the prejpelices whlch exlst be¬
tween allcged classes when tho classes
themselves elo not really exlst.
There Is no reason for hostlllty be¬

tween employer and employe, betweet
cnpitalist and wage-earner.

WASHINGTON, D. C, September 2..

Tho troubles of San Domlngo continue
to multiply. Mlnister McCreecy at
San Domlngo has adv.is.ed tho State
Department that the President of San
Domlngo has issue'd a call for a spe¬
clal sesslon of the Dominican Congress,
to begin on September liith, for the
purpose of cohsldering tho proposcd
loan to liquidate the indebtedness of
the republic, The matter has been
pending sinco tho ratitlcatlon of the
Dominican tre'aty, but the Dominican
gowrnment and the New Vork bank-
ers, who. aro to advance tho money,
up to tho present havo ben unablc
to come to a satisfactory under.stand-
Ing,
When Senor Velaa.qnez, tho Domini¬

can Minlslor of l-'inance, was ln New
Vork several weeks ago he sugge'stp'd
n plan to Kuhn. Loeb & Cp., who havc
been negotlatlng to tako. the bonds
of tlie republic- but" this tlio bankera
refusod to accept,

ln its steud thoy presented a plan
provldlng for taklng tho entlro issue
ot $20,000,000 or the Dominican bonds
al !Hi, wlth thc samo provisions for the
uniortlscutlQii of tho debt, and glvlng
tho Dominican govcrnnienl tlie privl-
Icge of redoemlng tho bonds lu ten
years at 102 1-2. Thls, in effect, is
practlcally an tiltlmutum froni tho
bankera to the republic, and for tho
purpose of cohsldoring tho muttor tho
President of the republic: has issued a
CUll for the ennvonlug of Congress.
Under the comlltions of tho ot'lginal
proposltiou for ihe advnncement of tho
money, tho tlmo llmlt lias uxplred for
tho negotlatlon of the loan, hut thore
.ls sald to bo no di.sposltlon on tho part
of Kuhn. I.och & Co. to take advantage
of this fact.

A
mob of unlon men followed tho car,
and at the junctlon of Sutter Stroet
they al tucked tho car. Tho motor-
man, seelng that his life wns in dan¬
ger, opened fire and wou.'Uled ono of
his tissailnnts in tho leg.
A liloek furtlier up an Inspector was

nttucked by tbe mob. Ho drew a pis¬
tol and wounded a labor unlon man.
Those who elld the shootlng wore ar¬
rested.
Thoso who were ln tho parade evl-

dently thought thut thoy had the rlght
of way ovor tho streets of San Fran-
clscd, for when the cars of the Unlted
Rallways attempted to break through
the processlon'thero Was troubie. What
liad been an orderly parade, turnetl Into
u rlol.
When the pollco jumped ln to quoll

.tho t'iot, a number of them, as soou ai-
they made iirrests, were set upon by
tbe labor union puriulers and mobbed
One iiolieeimui said aftcrwurd: "It
took twenty otllcers to miiKo a single
iirrcst."

Wlth n blg celebration at Idlewood
and wlth counter attractlons eisewhoro
the worklng peoplo of Richmond and
their friends observed Labor Day yes-
terduy and made the event surpass
others held heretofore. The festlvltles
proper contlnued for more thnn twelve
Initifs, stnrting wlth a parade ln tbe
mornlng nnd endlng wlth a (Iniil waltz
near niidiilght.
Except for th" fact that the James¬

town Ex posltion drew largely upon
the hollday populatlon of tho clty, tho
attendance at IdloWood would have
been eVen greater than lt was. The
crowels moved back und forth. and ln
tho afternoon there was not even
shade-room for tho throng. Tbe speech*-
ltuiking was not long dr.-iwn out, nnd
at the close tbe prlzo contests be¬
gan. The presonce of Mr. Hearst anel
Mr. Gompt-rs at Jamestown, wlth an
oppiirtunity mi tlie alde of seelng the
exposition, appealed strongly to th«
RIchmond folk. Mornlng and after¬
noon, tiio, they llocked to tho baseball
park to scc thu local colors furlee'.
after two excltlng games, nnd at oth¬
er hours they fllled every car leadtng
to the parks.

TitouHandN .N(.c t'nrnelc.
Tho program, whlch hael been ar-

ranged by tlie committee wlth ntten-
tion to every detall. was carried out
witbout a hltch. Five bundreel men,
repreaenting ovory labor organlzation
here. formed ln line shortly after 8
o'clock, and, led by a squad «f mounted
pollce, wlth members of the oeimmll-
teea and tho speakers lu carriages,
marc'ied to Idlewood, while thousunds
of people clieeied tlieiii on the way.

K>ss-
nlcb's Band, ..riiillng behind the car¬
riages. fllled the air with melody.-.anel
tlu- uritfdrmed delegntlons moveel wlth
iiit> pceclslon of aoldlcrs.
Dusty and hot. the marchlng toilers

tialted nt the whito and skeletonllke
rrsort, anel thon scattored, to be brought
together agaln near the dancing pn-
vilinn. where Mnster of (Ceremonles
llirscliberg waved his hand, and tho
crowd walted reapectfttlly for an hour
or more, while Congressmnn Lamb. Mr.
Ryall and Mayor MeCnrthy spoke elo-
quehtly of the life, glory and mission
of the laboring mnn. Frequently tho
words brought forth round nfter round
of applause. lt was an Intelllgent au-
dience. It dld not fret as the sun beat
down. lt had invlted distlnguished
men to make addresses, and thero was
sllence until the last word had been
uttered.
A ljvely air from the hand was the

slghal to celebrate. Men anel womon
scnttered then. Tbereafter lt was more
llke a picnlc. There was no dlsorder.
Tbe attractlons at the park sent "aplel-
ers" to tho front. anel the laboring peo¬
plo went Into their pocketbooks to pro-
duoe that whlch would afforel enjoy-
ment. At. tlmes the weather was too
warm to bo ceimfortable, but they rp-

malned, going from pluco to place, and
tlnally rouncled up In squads to watch
tho physlcal efforts of the eontestants,
anxlous to wln prizes. Thero wero
baseball games, danclng .- v'u li 11 loBUL
baby shows and beauty shows; there
wero foot races anel saek races anel
jumping contests, and last, but not
least, there were rnffle.s anel auctlons
of pigs ln tho poke that produced no
end of inorriment. Tho woman who
bought a sealeel packago containlng-
frosh young onions and the. man who
unrolled n packago containlng a dlmity
shlr.twaist, traded, wlthout regard for
fondness of frult or size of wearlng
apparel.

Tho ono tragedy of tho day came

when Colonel Joseph Portch, a hard-
worklng member of. tho local commlt¬
tee, bad his hopes crushoil anel lils per-
sonal Ideal shattered.
