Excessive Prices  Asked May
Block Plan for New Country
Road.

SUPERVISORS 'HOLD MEETING

Plans to Be Drawn for Improve-
ments About New Jail,
County Matters.

Indlentlohs ara that Lhe proposed
road extenslon In Brookland Distriet
of Henrleo county will fall through
on Account of the excessive prices do-
manded for the property by snme of
tha ownors. \

Tha Hoard of Bun;rvlmru of tho
gounty met yosterday morning to con-
slder the matter of apening Chumbor-
Jayne Avenua through to the clty llm-
its, and had before It o large number
of the property owners Wwhose Inter-
eata ara Involved. No final actlon was

taken, hut 1f the landhalders stick to
tha prices they are quoting, the pro-
ponded Improvement will certalnly be
abandoneéd or the rond will he turned
to one #lde and run through other
property.

’

May De Ahandoned.

Some of the owners near the ecity
wera nhle to show the hoard that thelr
property  would be materially dam-
aged by the opening of tha stralght
road, which would "pass through one
man‘'s front yard and another'as garden.

Among more prominent owners fur-

ther in the ocountry where thea pro-
posed road will not {nterfere with any
Improvements, two—the Gintar estnte
and Mr. N, W. Bowe—have offered to
donnta the land, belleving that they
will be amply recompensed by the
advance in wvalues resulting. Mr, W.
A, Hammond anid Mr. It L. Biarnes,
both of whom live on the old Brook
Turnplke, arn opposing the opening of
the rond, and wish full compensation
for thelr land. Mr. Barnes stated that
he had purchased hls lot as n possible
tactory site, and that the opening of
the proposed road would make It fm-
practicable to use it for this purpose,
He was willlng, he stated, to sell the
whole lot to the county at A reason-
able figure, but did not cars to have
It cut in half.
