THH HEJVRICO HEVOI.rTIO.N.
Yesterdny's prlmary In Henrlco wns

a revolutlon whose full effect can only
he appreclated hy professlonnl pnlltl-
riaiiH nnel citizens of tliat rounty. Flrst
and most Impresslve was the ilefeat of
Slnion Solomon. tho head anel forefront
of the polltical organizatlon in Hen¬
rlco. Aa a sheriff Mr. Solomon's recortl,
with the exception of his utter break-
(iown in the street car strike, hud lieen
very good; but lils powerful lnfluenee
in polltics had grown irksome, anel the
popular ery for new men submergeel
hlm beyond hope of resuscltatlon.
ln the tight for Commonwealth's at¬

torney, tho Incumbent, Mr. Wenden-
hurg, an exceptlonally capable lawyer
was badly beatcn by Mr. Jullen Gunn,
ivho u-as making his first run. Mr.
Wendenburg; shared the public rest-nt-
ment apuinst all the omYials who had
helped to force the new anel expcnslve
Jall on He-nrlco county. This and the
unsettled shortages ln tho treasurer's
bflice iv^ro burdens too heavy for Mr.
Wendenburg to carry, nnd he, too,
u.nt down in utter defeat.
Uut it was for treasurer that the

l.itterest contest was waged. Mr.
Frayser, the Incumbent, the chalrman
of the Board of .Supervlsors who bullt
the jail. was badly bent..-n by Mr. Hech-
l'rr, wiio secured the vindicatlon by
election which he so earnestly deslred.
It remains to be seen whether the
voters of Henrlco havo acted with
wise kindness or only with weak si

timentnlity in Mr. Hechler's case. Tlils
paper has never undervalued Mr. Hech¬
ler as a man. though lt could not con-

scientloualy regard hlm as a proper
person for treasurer. The Times-Dls-
patch thereforf. Hoo'k t-he step of lay-
ing before the voter» tlie publlo record
irf an ofllce-soekcr, and wa cannot
doubt that thls was a wise and salutary
course to pursue, whether Mr. Hechler
was elected or not

it is too often tho caso that tho
publlc is left in Ignoranco whlch cour-
ageous nnd Intelllgent newapapera
could dlspel. In thls caso tlie voters
acied wlth all the facts before them,
and Mr. Hechler Ib as c.learly their
cholce ns Messrs. Solomon anel Wenden¬
burg. wore not.

TIIK STAMlAItn POR OFFICE-
illll.DKUS.

The ele-fects in our publlo servlce arQ!
due in tho maln to an undofvaluatlon
of the- obllgatlons of ofllce, not only on
tho part of many offleoholders, but on
the part of tho body polttlc. Thero ls
nothing true-r than tho saying that "a
publlc ofllce is a publlo trust." and yet
that saying hns becomo Homewhat a
publlc Jest lt has been paraphrased
into "a public ofllce ls a prlvato sniip,"
aml the jiaraphrasa more nearly rcpre-
sents the popular estlmate.

But we have noted with pleasure dur¬
lng the past few years a growlng im¬
provement in publlo sentimont in this
direction, and aH that sentlment oon-
linuos to grow the puhilo- servico wlll
eorrespondiiiKly Improve. Publlc sen¬
tlment is the rullng force in all things.
1-Yw men nro better than the inoral
htnndarrt of tha communlty ;n which
they llve. The publlo must set the
standard for tho olflcoholdera nnd ro-
riuira the-tn to llve up to it. Tho man
who holdB a responsihlo jioBitlon ln the
publlc servlce ls very much ln the samc
situation aa a minlater of the gospel
Ue hus not. the same llberty ot aetlor
that men in ordinary occupatlons have.
Conduct that Is lnnoc»nt ln itBolf maj
be wrong, and sometlmes orimtnal, ii
nn idili-.-holeii-r. Tha law re-g.ilates hli
eonduct, and When he» dlsobeys o

evades the law, he> brlrigs e-ondeinnu.
Unn upon hlmji-lf. even though th
ailion may be harmless ln ltself, Aj
ofnceholeler it» a factor ln govi-rnmenl
a part of thn organlratlon, a roprenen
tatlve of ihe State, anel ho should he
publlc exemplar. Ha uiis no niora
rlght to commlt any act or t0 lnvolv
hlmself ln any outoido ciitangleinon
whlch wlll eoinpromiae hii)i. hurt hi
itanding, or linpalr his usefulnesa',

iniui to cciinprcliend it.
Yet we nro seriously told by como

of tlio doctors of flnance that thero
ls no ncttial loss; that thn property
whlch these securltles represcnt hns
not heen destroyed nnd tliat its in-
trinslc value Is as great ns ever. Ac-

cordlng to thls philosophy, lf a man

buys n storo on Broad Street for $50,000
nnd hy rea-son of changed condltlons,
the value decllnes to J^n.OOO. he loses
nothing, bocnuse the property is stlll
thero nnd tho "Intrlnslc" value is the
same.

Thorefore, comfort yo ono another
wlth these words. It is much llke the
consolatlon of tho sclentific man who
assured hls friend when hls house
hurned down that lt was not destroyed,
but had merely changed Its form.from
solld Into ga-seous matter.
But what ls one mnn's loss ls an¬

other man's galn. Tho poor man with a

llttle money saved up has seen no such
nttractlve Investments ln stocks and
bonds since the war as thc market now

offers. Stocks ln some of the stand¬
ard rallroads of Vlrginia aro now sell¬

lng pn a basis that wlll yleld a clcan
seven per cent. Income on the Invest-
mnnt. Those stocks are free from tnx-

ation' in Vlrginia, making tho yleld to

a Richmond purchaser nearly nlno per
cent. And many men and women in

moilerato cire.umstanees are taklng ad¬

vantage of the bargaln counter in Wall
Street. Thls "rlch man's panlc" Is tho

poor man's opportunity, and many are

turnlng lt to good account.

THE PHESIDENT AXO THE TAIIIFF.

Nows comes from Washington that
the admlnlstratlon wlll send abroad a

commlsslon of tarlff experts to gather
lnformatlon concerntng German, French
and Britlsh tarlff systems and consular
methods of handling lmport and ex¬

port buslness.
It ls further stated that the commls¬

slon will make an cxhaustlvo Jnvestl-
gatlon through whlch it wlll bo ex¬

pected to ¦'fortify" the admlnlstratlon
agalnst the storm of protest and critl-
clsm which it wlll receive durlng the

comlng sesslon of Congress from the

high protectlonists as a result of Its

recent trade treaty wlth thc German

emplre.
It is not a had ldea to send a tariff

commlsslon abroad. but Its lnqulrles
should not be conflned to thc above

speclfl'catlon. Let lt Inquire and report:
What Is the sentlment in foreign

trade circles towards tlie Amerlcan
tarlff.
How far does tlie tarlff prejudico

forelgncrs agalnst Amerlcan products.
How priees in free trade England

compare with prices ln protected
Amerlca.
What would be the reduction in the

cost of living In Amerlca if the tariff
were reduced to a revenue basis.
AVhether or not Amerlcan-maile artl-

cles are sold cheaper ln Europc than

they are sold to homo consumers.

Whether or not thero are trusts in

England such as we have in Amerlca,
lf tlie commlsslon will gather accu-

rate lnformatlon on these polnts nnd
make it public, lt will havo performed
a valuahle service. And -why not? If
the tariff system ls good and honest,
It should court the fullest investigatlon.

CLEAN SPOUT.
The time has como to cry halt at the

behavior of certaln persons who at¬
tend tho baseball games ln. Rlchmond.
Because a man or boy pays a quarter
to wltness a gamo ls no reason why
ho should be allowed all manner of
license in abuslng players, lnsulting
tho umplre and indulging in vulgar
personalltles.
There ls no disputing tho unpleasant

fact that ln somo lnstances baseball
players are rowdy and brutal, but the
umpiro should use hls authorlty to dls-
cipllne such cases just as the pollce
authorltles should hold the crowd in
proper cheek. Vulgar language and
coarse alluslons would not for a mo-

ment bo tolerated lh a Rlchmond
tlieatro. and why should. a dlstinctlon
bo made at the baseball park? '

Tho Tlmes-Dispatch has no deslre
to restraln healthy rootlng or hearty
applause. It ls human naturo of a very
honest sort, to deslre tlio home team
to win, and encouragement ls the wny
to make one strive for better things;
but to carry tho war Into Africa and
heap abuso on the visitors is nclther
falr nor decent, nnd shows a lnck oi tho
splrit nf falr play for whlch Amerl-
enns are notod.

Lot's test the assortlon and glve the
Devll hls due, not so much on his ac¬
count as for our own Helf-respect and
ln the lnterest of clean sport.
