The Iron Trado Revitw, of Cleve¬

land. declareit that in Its iron develop¬
ment. the South ha's not fuiiiiiecl tlie
expectatlons t-o sanguinely entertained
twelve or flfteen years ngo. It polnts
out thnt In IS90 Alabama mado S.:"! p<_>r
cent. of Ihe production of iron, while
in'the first half of 1 r»07 the State ninde
only 6.4 per cent. of the total produc¬
tlon; and that the live States of Vlr¬
ginia. Georgla, Tennessee, Alabama and
Texas in T.'>o made 15.4 per cent. of the
country's pig Iron, whlle ln tlie Hr.t
halfof 1907 they made hut 10 per
cent. The production. in these Ktnte-i
doubled in seventeen years, but the pror
ductlon of the country at large, during
the same perlod, trebled.
The Flnancial Chronicle, of New

York, makes thls statement the text
for n lengthy artlcle nn the indURtrial
and flnnnclal situation in the South,
nnd expresses the tielief that ihe South
hns not enjoyed thal rapld expan lon
ln Iron-maklng to whlch she was en-

tltled, because "ll hns beon found im-
posslble to iniliire capital In venturo
into thnt part of the country wlt" V.o
same degree ni freedom ns in the
North." -And why hns it heen difflcult
to secure monoy rnr the South," asks
the Chronicle, "in face nf hor super-
nhundant and inexhaustihlo resources?"
AnBwering its own qiiestlon, It says
thal "the course of her leglslntlon hn-i
created a feeilnK of dlstrust whlch has
ninde investors and capltalista afraid t.d
lock up money to any very groal extent
in enterprise.s ln thnt part u the coun¬
try. There has been durlng nll thls
time a fear Jest inveatmerita he denled
that fnir and considerate treatme.it
whlch «lone«-wii| .secttre tho tlow of
capital uii'fmpe'ded ln nny given direc¬
tion."
Thero ls cerlainly no ground fnr t uch

apprehenslon ln Vlrginia. in.est-
ments and property rlghts nre. as safe
and ns well safeguarded in this State,
both by law and sentlment. ns ln any
State. m the u'nlon. Our organ(c law
1b ns nearly perfect ns human inge-
nuity could devise; our law-mnkersl
are conservatlve and our courts aro!
honest and incorruptibl'e. We belleve
thls to he true of other Southorn
States, nnd we venture that ev-ry blt
of 'hostlle leglslation" ln Alabama can
be matched, if not overmatched, ln New
fork. True, thero are demagogues in
the South, as thero ar*j ln other sec¬
tlons, and by tholr harangues they
have made It sppear that'tha South is
"hostlle to capital." But they do not
repreaent iho chan.cter and sentlment
ef ilie Southern people, and there jK al¬
ready n rea'ctionary movement agalnst
them, notably in North Carolina.
