On July 2n last, whllo ho was in bed,

Bassagec rushed out of tho houso and
returned with a quantlty of sulphuric
acid. whlch she threw at her husband,
burnlng hlm severely.
In an agony of torture the victlm jump-

volver at hlm, and he fled to hls room.
Hls wlfe waited for hlm, revolver in
hand, and when he passed to his dress-
ing room she tlred agaln, and her hus¬
band fell dead,

TfVENTY YEARS ON THRONE,
BUT MOST UNPOPULJR STILL

Fcrdinand of Bulgaria, an Outcast of Europcan Royaltics, Leads
\ Isolated and Unhappy Life

SOFIA, Sept. 21.
Prince Ferdlnand has just celebrated

the twentleth annlversary of hls succes-
slon to the throne of Bulgarla. There
were plenty of fetes in the clty, but it
Is doubtful lf the prince or people en-

tered lnto their spirit, for the prince ls
most unpopular, and, lf the truth be con-

ceded, most unhappy. 1 uis black sheep
ln the old European royalty has few
frlends; his own people are agalnst him,
and he llves in terror of assasslnatlon.
The youngest son of the late Prince

Augustus, duke of Saxe-C'oburg, and the
good Princess Clementine of Orleans, a

daughter of Louls Pblllppe, ho was born
ln 1S61. He was an ottlcer ln the Aus-
trian army, when, ln 1S87, Prince Alex-
ander of Battenberg abdlcated, and Ker-
dinand was offered the position of suc-

cessor, whlch he promptly accepted. lt
was to Stambuloff, the greatest states-

man Bulgarla ever had, that he owed hi«
elevatlon. It was Stambuloff who calmee
the angry etorm of anarchy, who turnec
tbe tide of revolution and restored ordei
In Bulgarla-the fightlng plt of Europe-
and placed the weak prince on hls throne.

Prince an Ingrate.
To Stambuloff Ferdlnand owed every-

thlng, and he repald hls debt wlth bas<
Ingratitude. In 1S05 Stambuloff wai
shamefullv murdered In tho streets o:
fiofia. The murderers wj?re known, a;
were those of Alexandor of Servla; ttjerc
were no arrests; the crime was unpun-
lshed, for lt was known that the foot-
steps of investlgutton could logically stop
only at the very throno ltself.
Francis Jost-ph of Austria announcec

that never agaln could Ferdlnand darker
the doorway of hls court. and, desptt<
tho prlnce's appeals and lmplorings, the
emperor has never admltted him.
Ferdinand married Princess Loulse ol

Bourbon-Palma, and in the marriage con-
tract solemnly promlsed that thelr chil-
dren should be brought up Catholics.
Ferdlnand was and Is a Roman Catho-

llc, and so was hls hrlde, but hls ldea
was that hls chlldren should be brought
up as Orthodox Greeks in order that
thoy might he more in tourh with the
veligious sentiment of the Bulgarian peo¬ple, and he proposed'to insert a clause
in the marriage contract to this effect.
Princess Marle Louise, however, was a

devout Cathollc, and uttcrly refused tc
consider tho match unless Prince Ferdi¬
nand gave her a soleirm pledge that their
chlldren should be Roman Catholics. The
pope, too, intervened, and sald that he
would not sanctlon a marriage In whlch
one of the condltlons was the allenatlon
of the chlldren from the Romlsh church,
and ln consequence of the pressure
brought to hear on hlm Prince Ferdl-
nfttid gave the requlred pledge that he
.would abandon the ldea of havlng his
chlldren brought up aa Orthodox Greeks.

Breaks His Solemn Pledge.
His eldest son, Prince Borls, was born

In 1S94, and was baptlzed as a Roman
Cathollc by a Roman Catholla prlest.
Two years later Prince Fredlnand sud-
denly announced hls intention of havlng
Prince Borls converted to the Orthodox
Greek faith, and the ceremony of con-
verslon was performed wlth much porap
nnd ceremony in the cathedral at Sofla..
The entreatlea of hls wlfe to remember
and respeot hls solemn pledge to her, and
the stern remlnder of the pope that he
would henceforth bo an eutcast from the
Roman fold, falled to move Ferdlnand.
He deslred to obtain favor wlth hls peo¬
ple, and llttle 2-year-old Borls was glven
over to the Orthodox Greek church for
this purpose. The perverslon of.her boy
was a terrible blow to Princess Marle
Louise. apd she never recovered frorn tc.
Henceforth she was an unhappy wonlan,
and her early death, after slx years of
wedded lifo, during whlch she endured
inany sIlghtH and crueltles from Ferdl¬
nand. was a welcome rellef from worldly
sorrows.

Triea to be King.
Some years ago. shortly after hls re..'og-

nltlon by the presont car as relgning
prince of Bulgnria, he was on the polnt
of proclalmlng hlmself klng of Bulgarla,
and would undoubtedly have done ao had
not Russia vetoed hls project ln defer-
ence to the susceptibllltles of the subllme
porte. The vcto was a dlsagreeable sur-

prise to Prlrice' Ferdlnand, who so llttle
expected lt that he had caused ono of the
ltndlng palntera at Munleh to deslgn a
Ulng's crown, the deslgn talclng the form
not of a inere pen or pencll sketoh, but
of a full-lledged oil pnlntlng, at a coat
of JIOOO.
Ferdlnand the man ls rurlously Jnwlsh-

looklng, and ninny of hls aociunlniances
regaril hlm as very llko in persoiml ap-
penrapca, If not in eharactor, to hia cousin,
ihe iluke of Oi'loans.. Ho has llne, artls-
lle tastes, and should ho joln, uh seems
not unlikely, thei many "klngs ln exlle"
who wancler ahotit tho contlm-ut,, ho wlll
nrobablv mn)tq hls homo in llnly,

Xraditioiis of tlie Past Completely
Rcversed by Conditions of

thc Present.

NATIVESCIVIUZED
One With Four Wives Now Pays

Only the Tax Imposed on

One With Two.

JOHANNESBURO, Sept. 31.
Many extraordlnary facts regardlng th«

posltlon of the natlves In the Trnnsvaal
are glven In a serles of r*"ports Just !¦>
Fiiod by the Trnnsvaal Land Owners' A*-
Boclatlon.
The reports are m.'ule by apeclal com-

mlsslon'ers sent out by tho assoclatlon. ln
one the wrlter says:
"It has become qulte a common practlce

for whlte men to plow land for natlves.
Tho Idtter pay tho former so much per
acre.

"A deelded advance ls notlccablo among
the natlves ns regards thelr method of
cultlvatlon. In former years most of their
land was tllled by women, who u«ed tha
hoe, practlcall'y thelr only implement of
nffrieulturo, whereas at present It Is qulte
common to seo the men cultlvatlng wlth
plows drawn by elther ox<--n or donkeya."

Approachlng Clvilizatlon,
Another of tho mnimlssloners wrltes:

"The raplil strldes tho natlves are maklng
townrd clvilizatlon and tho oagcrncss they
display lu endeavorlng to learn to read
and wrlte have qf lato become very mark-
ed. I regret to havo to say lt, but lt ap-
penrs to ino that the natlve chlldren, as

regards edUCatlon, are comparatlvcly ad-
vanclng more rapldly than the chlldren of
the poorer whltea in the ou.tiylng dla-
trlcts."
"I flnd that on most of the ptadts vlslted

a large number of boys are away at work.
In fact, ln some stadts I found only the
women nnd old men. all the younger men
being away," wrltes another commla-
sloner.
"From cmiversatlon wlth the natlves

they all state their wllllngness to work,
but. as formerly stated In my report, not
undorground. They also ptrongly object
to being recrulted, as they, without «¦

ception, all state that they bavo been
cheated by labor agents to such an ax-

tent that they prefer to go and look for
work by themseives. as then they wlll
know exartly what work they wlll have
to do, and what the remuneratlon wlll
be."

Prtcc of a Second Wlfe.
D^aling wlth tho natlve hut tax. the

same wrlter says: "I note the govern¬
ment no longer charges a natlve any-
thing more than 510 extra for the second
wife. By this I raean that a natlve with
four wivea pays the same as a natlve
wi«h two Untll reeently thfs, of course.
was dlfferont. Ile had to pay for every
wlfe abovo one."
Wlth regard to agrlculture, lt is point-

cd out that the jlrst sowing of the win-
ter crop of Kafflr corn has be6n destroyed
by locusts, which has necessltated a lata
second sowing. Ijnfortunately, a num¬

ber of farmers of the Bijwoner clasri
have been unable to purchase a second
supply of seed.
Owlng to Immunity from horse bIcZi-

ness by Inoculation, mules are increasing,
and are now generally used for trana-

port purposes, replacing donkeys, which
were largely used after the war.

This season the game generally has in-
creased. This ls especially the case wlth
koodoo, stelnbuck, phcasant and guinea
fowl.
Wild dogs are Increasing, and com-

plalnts are constantly being mad*. mort

particularly from natlves, of losse3 o.'
goats and sheep kllled by these anlmals.

ROME, Sept. 21..Another blg Sardlnlan
trlal, which has occupled the Cagllarl
Asalze Court slnce June 17, was concluded
yesterday, wlth tho condemnatlon of ftf-
iv-four out of eighty-seven prisoncrs con-

cerned in the tramway riots of May, 1006,
ln whlch all tho locomotlves, rolllng
stock, statlons and other property of the
local company were destroyed, the dam-
age excecding $400,000.
When the unfortunate jurymcn retlred

the Judges handed them 2453 questions
for solutlon. The twelve martyrs accom-

plished this feat whllc locked up for three
nlghts.

clal clrcles by the arrest of the senlor

partner of a largo flrm of goods trans-

portatlon agents, who, together wlth one

of his clerks and a customs lnspector, ls
charged wlth defrauding the customs au-

thorlties of sums varlously est'imated at
from $125,000 to $200,000. The controllers
of customs had long noticed a number of
IrreKUlarltles ln the books of the St.
Lazare termlnus offlce, through whlch all
goods comlng from England and America
via Dleppe, Havre, Cherbourg, etc,
passod, and after havlng tinsuccessfully
trled to detect tho culprits they placed
the matter in tho hands of tho publlo
prosecutor.
A maglHtrate was appolnted to carry

out a thorough investlgatlon, and he very
soon came to the concluslon that one of
the lnspectors, named Bulalne, was on

susplclously frlendly terms wlth a clerk
from the llrm of Mory &i Co., whose duty
It was to pass the goods consigned to hia
tlrm through the customs.. After careful
watchlng it was found that many cases of
goods left the custom house without pay-
>ng at all, and that false declaratlona
were mado and accepted.
Cases contnlning bottleg of essenca of

rcscs, cn whlch a heavy duty *3 levled.
were passed as aomethlng very inoxpan-
slve. ln the same way cases welghlng a
hundredwelght were declared as welghlng
flfty-slx pounds only. An examlnatlon of
tho books of the tlrm was made, and as
tho result M. Mory (the senlor partner),
tha clerk and tho customs inspector were
all arrested. M. Mory denies nll knowl-
edge ot tho mlsapproprlatlon, which, he
clalms, only amounts to uhout $1000, He
says that lt is absurcl to stmpose that a

tlrm which pays $125,000 a month to th«
cuatoms would think ot stealing such .
small sum.<
