AVill Visit State Hospttals and
Look Into Conditions for

Himself.

BETTER CARE OF INSANE

State Has Necessary Funds, and
Should Use Them, Hc Dc-
clarcs.College Reports.

That Governor Swanson Is glvlng
close attentlon to the question of the
car-' of tho Insane. of th.-- Stato Ih evl¬
dent from the aotivo Interest he Is
dlsplaylng in tlm conduct of the va¬

rlous hospltals. nnd from thc fact that
he ln prepanlng nt thls tlinn to vlslt
every one of them personally, wlth a
vlew io making such recommendatlons
to the l.egislnture ns may appcar
necessary for thelr Improvement.
The Governor will not only vlsit thr

hospltals and otlier publlr lns-tltutlons
to ascortain tholr real condition, but
hereafter hc wlll re-|tiire thnt every
eduea.tlonal Instltution which recelves
Stafe- aid shall report through its chlef
offlcer to hlm as often as four tlmes a

year. '

"iVIint f'overnor Snyi".
"Vou may say for nic," declared tlie

Governor. ln dlsctisslng th.* matter
With a ropresentnllve of The Tlmcs-
Dlspatrh last nlght, "that I look upon
the care of tho in.sane of the Stnto as
. most Important featurr- of our gov¬
ernment, and that it Is my purpose to
get into the closest posslble touch wlth
conditions at the vnrlous hospltals; to
seo how the. money anntially approprl¬
ated is bolng spont. and to infnrm the
Leglslaturo offlclnlly what. if any, rc-
forms -should ho instltuted,

"I deem it of importaneo, ton." he
went on, "to flnd out conditlons at tho
various colleges and educatlonal In¬
stltution* recoiving Stato ald, and I
shall personally visit these as well,
and reriuire thelr chlef officials to re¬
port to me as ofte nas four tlmes a
year.

"1 havo contemplated taking thls
matter up for some time, nnd now that
most of the State day's are over at the
Jamestown Exposition, I will have an
opportunlty to make these vlslts."
The Governor will probabiy start out

nn this proposed tour of inspection
within llie next week or tqn dnys.
Ho wlll look nilnutely into every ..letp'l
of the work. and will use the informa-
tion thus gained for what lt may be
worth ln preparing thls feature of his
message to the next sesslon of the
"Ne-rlslature. The Governor is gratl-
Iled wlth the reports that are made to
him from tlme to time concerning tho
conduct of the hospltals. and he thlnks
they are being well managod; hut he
"R'Jshes to seo for hlmself, so that he
Tan Intelllgcntly communlcate wlth tho
Eeneral Assembly on the subject. Ho
lenoivs that at several of the State
hospital1* cro*"-/'ed conditlons prevall,
"nnd that It is often necessary for ap-
plicants to be. Itept at home or In jails
"-endlng a vacancy made hy death or

fllscharge. This condition he wlll ask
'.he Legislature to remedy.

Stnii- Hns tlie "lloncy.
In mak'.ng his rounds the Governor

wil] probabiy start out with the Cen¬
tral State Hospltal, at Petersburg, and
go from there to the Stnte Female
r\'ormal School at Farmvllle.

"I am going to take. plenty of tlme."
said the Governor, "and do this work
'.horoughly, for I regard lt of the
highest importance to the people of
the State.
"We liave the money necessary for

the proposed care of these unfortu-
nate people, aud it is our duty to see-
Lhat they are not neglected. but. "thnt
they are made ..omfortable. aml thnt
;helr burdens nre kept as light as

posslble."
This move on the part of Govornor

Swanson Is regarded as a very lnter¬
estlng* nnd important one, especlally
at this tlme. in vlew of the agltatlon
hy the press of the iiuestion of the
care of Insane persons.

-'son cnused a delay Inst week, nnd
iv.ndo one or two ra'ther polntod
statemonts roncernlng a model and
plans submltted by one nrchltect, and
the echo of tht's wlll be heard. The
Commlttees on Electrlclty, Relief of
the Poor and Flnarice nre also sched¬
uled for to-morrow nlght.

Clty Englneer riinng-cs.
The long-stdndlng matter relnting

to changes tn the Clty Englrieer'a ofllce
wlll he considered by the Commltteo
on Ordlnance. Charter nnd Keform on
Wednesday. The Committee on Streets
recommended the creatlon of the ofllce
of consultlng englneer and tho elec¬
tlon of an active head of the depnrt-
tnent, the ordlnance provldlng that no
man should be ellglble to the. former
ofllce unless he .had served the clty for
twenty consecutlvo years ns englneer.
The salary questlon wns the most dif¬
flcult of all whlch came up. and the
$3,000 recommendatlon of the commit¬
tee for the consultlng englneer has
been rather st.rongly opposed.
The committee appolnted to invostl-

Governor Montague dwelt most in¬

terest ingly on the characterlstics of
Lee as a Chrlstian. a general. a Btates-
man. u cltlzen .father. husband and
friend. lle sought to apply many les-
sons of Lee's llfe to present condltlons.
There ls, he declared. a lanientuble de¬
fect In American character ln that,
while the standard of prlvate life is
high that of publlc li.e i.s not the best.
or at least Amerlcans make too great
a illstlnction between prlvato and
public acts. Continulng. Mr. Montugue
deduced the proposltlon that nothing
whlch is morally wrong can ever be
politlcally rlght. and that n people
whose social standard of rectltuue ln
prlvate life are hlgh should not permlt
wroii'g and lnjustlce ln high places.
Disclnin-.ing to he u preacher nnd evlnc-
ing a modest fear lest ho he mlsun-
derstood and offend somo one, ho ex-

pressed the opinion that religion is
sufferlng from too much churchanity,
to the consequent neglect of Chrls¬
tlanity.

NEGRO STABBED '

I'roluiliiy r'atnllj* Injured I" Qunrrel
Xcnr Dreivry's HliilV,

As the result of a mlsunderstanding,
the details of whlch could not be

learned, Wesley SIdney, coiored, aged
twenty-two years, ivas stabbed three
tlmes yesterday evening by Robert
Saunders, also coiored, and may dle
as a result of his injurles. -.

The quarrel occurred near Stop 16,
on the interurban llne, about two
miles from Drewry's Bluff. SIdney
was stabbed twice in the lungs and,
as he attempted to run Yrom his as-

sallant, was stabbed again in the
back. lle was hurrled to Richmond
over the Atlantlc Coast Llne, and at
Byrd Street Statlon was met by the
clty ambulance, wltli Dr. Woodson ln
charge. lle was taken to the City Hos¬
pital, where Dr. Woodson operated on
him ln an attempt to save his llfe. Tho
physlclan stated last nlght that the
negro was ln a precarlous condition.
Saunders escaped.

Dr. L. R. Chiles, First Mayor of
Manchester and YVcll-Known

Physician, is Dead.

FUNERAL THIS AFTERNOON

Rev. Mr. Fix Celebrates- Fifth
Annivcrsary as Pastor of
Presbyterian Church.

Dr. L. R. Chiles, the flrst Mayor nf
Manchester, and In lils tlme one of thn
most lnftuential men of tlils communlty,
dled Saturday nlght at 11:46 o'clock
at the Soldlers' Homo. in nichmond.
After having been away for twenty
years, Mr. Chiles returned her"
Norfolk about a year ago, and since
that tlme he had been In IU health.
Durlng his llfe ln Mnnohcster he was
bnloved by all wlio know hlm.. IJo
wns born ln Chcsterlleld seventy years
ngo, nnd after attending Fleetwoo.l
Academy he took up tho sludv of med¬
icine in the Medlcal Cdllege of Vlr¬
ginla, where he was graduated. Dur¬
lng the. war ho was attached to one of
tho Confederate hospltals In Rlchmond.
At the closo of the war he resum-ed
liis practlce In Manchester. and grad¬
ually drifted Into polltics. He wns
elected Mayor In 1874. at. whlcli tlme
the charter of the city was grantcd,by
the Leglalature.

Dr. Chiles served one torm ns Mayor,
an.l wns then sent to the Ix*glslature,
nnd later to the Slate Senate*" where
he represented the city and district
wlth much success. Aftor a tlme he
abundoned the practice of medicine,
embarking *ln tho drug business. which
he conducted for several years. Later
lie entered Jhn rent estate business,
nnd wns a membor of the firm of Chiles
<_ Payne. In 1880 he moved to Norfolk--
whero he agaln took up the practlce
of medicine. There he remalned untll
last yenr.
He was marrled twice. his first wife

being Miss Mattlc Walker, who left
one son. Dr. Edward Chiles. of .Nor¬
folk. His second wife was MIf.s Flor¬
ence Morrlssette. who survlves hlm..
The funeral wlll take place from tho

home of Mr. Lee Turnley, of Forest
Hill, thls afternoon at 3:30 o'clock.
Tho services wlll be conducted at tho
grave ln Maury Cemetery.
The Rev. .1. J. Fix. of the Presby¬

terian Cl)tirch. yesterday morning cele¬
brated the fifth annlversiij-y of lils pas-
torato. A large congregatlon was
present. Stn.ce Mr. Fix has bad ctiargd
of tlie church 110 addltion- havo beon
made to the mombershlp, the contri¬
butlons recelved for all purposes have
Increased between 6." nnd 70 per cent.;
of the $.1,000 debt that was on tho
church at the tlme he entered upon
his work but $700 remalns unpald; the
Sunday-school has ndvanced and the
work of the home department and nf
the men's Blble ciass has made rapld
strldcs: thlrty-three members hnve
given up thelr mombershlp to go to
other Presbyterian churches: ten mem¬
bers have died and sixteen have been

THOUGHT HE HAD
KILLED HIS WIFE

Christopher 'Donahue, Laboring
Under Spell of Remorse,

Gives Himself Up.
Runnlng into the Second Pollce Sta¬

tlon at 3 o'clock yesterday morning,
Chrlstopher Donahue, a young whlte
man,- Uvlng at No. '.'00 Soiith Reaeryolr
Street, crled to Sergeant Hulce that
he had kllled hls wlfe; that he knew
ho was going to he hanged, and that
he deserved thls fate. Thc young man

was -so unrierved that Sergeant Hulce
¦hftd some difflculty In grasplng what
he meant. Donahue pcrsisted in saylng
he had kllled hls wlfe. and.tears of
remorse run down his cheeks and sobs
shook hls volco.

"I'vo kllled her: I know I've kllled
her, nnd I ought to he hanged for lt.
1 want to glve myself up, because 1
know those people round there wlll
klll me."

"Well. lf you've kllled your wlfe I'll
lock you up," sald Sergeant Hulce. and
the man was put in a cell; where he
contlnued hls ravings.
Donahue had been drinking. and it

developed, after an ofllcer had been
sent to hls home,' that he thought hls
unseemly conduct had caused the death
of hls wlfe. She was found to be safe
and sound, but nevertheless Donahue
was detalned at the statlon, nnd he will
be charged In the Pollce Court thls
mornlng -wlth being drunk.

are anxlous to know if the Democracy
of Now York State really )s ln earnett
ln Ihe advocacy of Chanler. The Dem¬
ocrats ln New York made it clear to
mo that they not only are ln dea I
carnest about Governor Chanler, but
enthusiastlcally ao.

Intervlew-*d All Pm-tinn-j.
"I talked wlth representatlves df

every factlon of the New York Sta'*
Democracy, men who are tho leadera
of thelr factlons, and who speak by
tho card, nnd thoy all assuro me that

Eastem State which has ovor six
votes, and f do not see them, The
Democratic party has hnd onough of
the chastenlng that ls supposod to
come with defeat.
