tained. the National Clty Bank, John
D. Rockefeller personally, and other
prominent moneyed interests, sent
funds to tho Stock Exehange to bo
lent at the normal raten of per cent.
The'sums. however. were not sufllclent
to meet the demand, and for a tlme
there was great confusion and hurrled
selllng of stocks on thc exehange.

Three Chcerw for Moriean.
At the time that excltement was at

its helght, the announcement was made
tliat a pool hud been formed. with J. P.
Morgan at Its head, to come to the
re.scue of the brokers. for whom it was
necessary to provide funds at once ln
order that they mlght carry the stocks
they v.-ere holding for their customcrs.

'ihe Morgan pool brought a sum of
money amountlng- to about $25,000,000
to the loan corner of the exehange.
where it was quickly distributed in
sueh lots as would be most eftective
ln rcnderlng support. The effect of
this relief measure was Instantaneous.
and the rate 011 call money dropped
from 100 per cent. to ten per cent.
Stocks ndvaneed more rapldly tlian
they had decllned, and lt was only a

few mlnutes until Union Pacilic, the
market's lender, was selllng at 105.
Other stocks were slmllarly attected,
and the rally was eomplete. Seldom.
lf ever, had the veterans of llnanee
seen a great situation saved so quick¬
ly and so offectively by such a Napo-
leonlc stroke.
When tlm Stock Exehange closec

every one was getting all the money
he wanted.
The close was marked by a memora-

ble scen«, in which tho brokers gath
ered around the princlpal trading post;
and gave three cheers for J. Pierpon
Morgan and the members of the poo
whlch had saved tlie day.

An Involuntary petltlon In bankruptcy
wns llleil ln the Federal court thln
afternoon ngalnsl I he Honlherti Hteel
Cempuny, eapltallzed ot $25,000,000.
The rredltors sceklng Ihe bankruptcy
order "nre the niriningham Conl and
lron Company; tlie Soyre Mlnlng atul
Mnnufiict urlng Company nnd the Ca-
haha' Coal Company. The Southern
S'teel Company ownw a blg steol planl
111 Gadsden; slee rod, wlre nnd nall
mllls nt Ensley; conl mlncs at Altoona
.nnd VlrRlnla Clty, nnd ore mlnca
-throughout the BIrmlngham dlstrlct,
ns wpHoh cokn ovens and other prop-
ertles. Moses Tnylor, of New York,
i,i prcfldont, and E. T. Hchuyler, of
Blrm.ngham, gencral manager.
The petltlon alleges that the com¬

pany eommltled an aet of bankruptcy
lu ack.iowlcdglng In wrltlng lta ln-
ahlllty to pay Us dehts. It ls also
averrcd ln the petltlon thnt the de¬
fendant company has been Insolvent
for alx months. The petltlon asks that
it be adjudged a bankrupt, and that
recelvers be appolnted. Attorneys for
the petltionlng credltors have grone to
Huntil'lHe. where Unlted States Judge
O. R. Hundley Is holdlng court, to
secure an order namlng'tne recelvers,
The flllnig of the petltlon wns no sur-
prise ln ftnanclal and lnduxtrlal clrcleg
here. Home such actlon has befcn ex-

pected for some tlme, though lt was
rumored an late as yesterday that the
company was about. to reorganlze.

Schujler Hayn It's Solvent.
Vlce-President Schuyler aald this

afternoon that hla company ls "abund-
antly solvent, and If the credltors ar«
pntlent and wlll co-operate w-itli Ut
all debtn of the company wlll be pald
ln full. and the company put back'or
Its fcct." Mr. Schuyler sald also that
the operatlon ot the plants wlll go or
tinlnterruptedly.

there were scenes of desolatlon ar

despalr. The flrst shocl: was a tn
mendous one and was followed by tv
others of longer duratloi., whlcH ei

tlrely destroyed two vlllages and r<
duced many hounes ln several aectloi
to a mass of rulns.

"The Unlted Daughters of the Con

federacy," he contlnued. "are mor
interested in thls matter than we are

tion the Leglslature of Virglnla to revlse
and amend the penslon laws of Virglnla
so that the prucedure of obtalnlng a

penslon shall be plaln. and as far as pos-
slble do away wlth as much form, so

many certlflcatca and affidarlts as npw
exlst, and prevent many worthy veterans
ar.d needy wldows from recelvlng pen-
slons.

"2. Strike out of the penslon laws that
clause prohlbitlng wldows, married slnce
May. 1S66. from recelvlng penslons, and
let all needy wldows be put on the same
footlng.

"3. As Virglnla nt the last Leiclsla-
ture gave $230,000 to the exposltlon and
$100,000 to rebulld our Capltol Build¬
lng. and dld thls without Increaslng the
rate of taxatlon, and as tho same de-
mands wlll not be made at the next ses¬
slon of the Leglslature, It Is belloved
thst penslons can be greatly increased
without increaslng the rate of taxatlon,
and the Grand Camp of Confederate
Veterans respectfully petition thc Leg¬
lslature to Increase the penslons as much
aB can be done without Increaslng the
rato of taxatlon.

"I. That a commlttee of flve be ap¬
polnted to present these resolutions to
tho next Leglslature and urgo actlon on
same.

"5. The Grand Camp of Confederate
Veterans of Virglnla recommencl that
each (ocal camp of Confederate Veterans
in clty or county. conslder the pro-
prlety of asklng the Leglslature to glve
authorlty to tho council of the clty and
board of supervlsors of the' county. to
make an annual levey, to be used for thc
worthy veterans and needy wldows. un¬
der the dlrectlon of the local authori¬
tles."
