CAN GET NO CASH
FROM BIG CITIES

Eonve_nliun of Bankers of Okla-
homa, Indian Territory .and
Arkansas Recommend Ac~
tion to Protect Their
Cash Against De_
pletion.

OKLAHOMA CITY, OKLA., October
25.—Every bank In Oklahoma Clty re-
malned clofed to-day, in aAccordanace
with orders Issued by Acting Terrl-
torial Governor Charles Filson, It iag
understood that the order affects all
national banks in Oklahoma and Indian
Perritory. The netion was taken be-
cause the banks of Kansas' Clty and
St, Loy refused o forward cash to
the banks of the Scuthwest. It s said
{hat a telephone consultation of the
many bankers of Oklalioma, Indlan Ter-
ritory, Arkansak anid Northern Texas
took place during the early hours this
morning, and that all declded upon
almllar actlon. Theré hag been no
uneasiness In this elty, and the hank-
ers say deposite last week were greater
than any previous week In the month,

The closing I8 for the purpoBe of
protection in case of & run. Since the
banks here could not get cash from
Kansas Clty in the event of unusual
démands,, they considered the rlsk too
great. The banks of this city are
carrying many of the small banks over
this territory.

They have arranged to isspe clearing
house certificates unkil conditions im-
prove. The banks' of the Southwest
are further embarrassed because of the
demand for: eash to move the cotton
crop.

When she wad In his presence,
the woman drew a revolver and fired
seven shots polnt-blank at the genaral,
#lx of them taking effect. The wound-
ed man wis hast{ly teken to a hos-
pital, but his condition was hopeless,
The general's assassin, who was ar-
rested Immedlately, unhesitatingly
avowed lierself to be an emissary of
the northern flylng sectlon of the =o-
clal revolutionists, who had heen en-
trusted with the task of punishing
Alaximoffsky for the stern reglme
which he had lately {ntroduced in the
punishment of Important political
priseners, whom he ordered to be
treated like ordinary criminals.
