
The Carlisle Indians 6nc of
Grcatcst Teams on Gridiron ,

This Year.

JURPRISE FOR PRINCETON

Defeat by Cornell is Beneficial
for Indian Game.Other

Coming Games.

The foolball world ls still rnarvoling
nt the upsct.'i In last Saturday's games,
several of whlch ca'nie as a tremendotis
surprlse to those who lollow the
game closel.v. The deelslve defeat of
(he Unlver.slty of Pennsylvania by the
Hghtt-r eleven from the Carlisle Indian
School,) and the trlumph of Cornel!
over "Prlnceton-exclto mo'st wonder. In
the Judgment of critlcs, the defeats
will do both Prlnceton nnd Ponnsyl-
vnnla much good In lnfomiing theni
of thelr weaknesses In advanco of
thelr great games next month.
The Indians were, known to have a

WOlidOrfully fast nnd grltty team, and
out- composed o< .veterans, who have
had scluntlflc and strateglc footbnll
ground into ihem for years by Oleii
Warnt-r, one of the most orlglnal, re-
HOUt-ceftlt und BUccessful coaches that
ever handled a team. The tVjumph of
Ihe Indians was u vlctory for Wurner,
who really ranks ahead of the much
touted "ilurry-up" Vost, of Mlchlgan,
and the equally advertlsed A. 'A. (itagg,
Of the l.'nlverslty of Chlcngo. lt Is
true that many of the Indian team
have been playlng for years, und have
icarned the game lh hard bnttles wlth
the slrongest elevons of th .Kast, tho
.Mlddlc Weat and the Far \V>st.
Exendlne, l.tibo, Bowtn, Hendricks,

Kchoiichuk, Hondrlcks and others are
gridiron veterans. there belng no eli-
glblllty rules at tho Indian school.
HoiiHcr. the fullback, who made a brll-
liant reputatlon' ln thls game, hus
played for several years on tlie Ilas-
kell Indian team.

Trlutnpli for Coacli Warncr.
The endurance, the llcetnc-ss nnd the

brllllant coaehlng of the Carlisle team
place them In a class by themselvcs.
Then. too, thelr season began enrllcr,
and the eleven has attalned nearer thc
maturlty of Uh powers than. perhaps,
any other on tlie gridiron. But above
nll this. the gen,Iun und the patlent work
nf Warner shone in every play. Thelr
defonse wns Ftvlft, compact and well-
nigh perfect: thelr offense, waa u merg.
Ing of strategy and speed and splendld
organlzntlon. The vlctory of the team
Is the most strlklng exemplillcatlon of
ihe offect of the new rules ln ellml-
natlntr mere avolrdupols nnd brawn as
the ddlslve fuctor In the game, and ln
puttlng n premlum upon alertness,
elerity of movement and real strategy.

Tlie "blg four" 01- the "M{j aix'" has
bocome a thlng of the part. The "fa-^t
llve" Is llkely to be the deslgn.-itlon of
the best teams at the close of thc sea¬
son.

Pennsylvanla had not been coached
ln the llne polnts of the gume. nor so
perfected ln itn play, and tho Indians
.aslly got away with the forward pass-
'». delayed passen ar.d on-slde klcks.
:>nd all the other elever rnovements for
vlvanc-Ing the ball. Tha slow, bulkj
I'ennsvlvanlans could not c-ope with thc
fast comblnatlon. They were bcwil-
ilered by the varlety nnd hrilllancy ot
the Indian play. Wlth the sarav for-
niatfon for forwanl paos, end runs,
delayed passes' nnd other plays, the
Indians kept Pennsylvunia guesslng.
and before they could solve the play
the runner had gotten tho ball and
was away with it. Tho score was 21
to 6 in Carllslc's fa%-or, or two polnts
better than the 1S0C score.

I'rlncetnu'K l-'n-.iltn Miotvn.
ln the Cornelr-Prlnceton game the

Ithacans had ascvrtalned thelr weak-
ness in thelr derVat by Pennsylvanla
.State College. 8 to 0. Hard work had
be*n had to strengthen the weak polnts
and remove the gaps. Prlnceton had
played no really formldable team untll
.she met Cornell, and was usleep to her
weaknesses. Now the Tlgers are
aroused, and whon they meet Carlisle
next Saturday they are golng to make
a far better showlng than they dld a
week ago.
The Indians may defeat Prlnceton.

and probably will, but the Orange and
Hlack will present a vastly strongcr
team when they, meet the Indians, and
may be able to wipe out the Cornell
stigma by winning from Carlisle. In
any event, this game fs golng to be rt
banl test of Princcton's defense, and
wlll be valuable to them m the com¬
ing game wlth Yale, the cllmax of the
Nassau season.
The esperts declare that Princeton's

ends and tho entlre back-fleld are fast
and fully up to tho best standards of
any team, but that the llne ls weak.
Last Saturduy the blg guard, McFay-
den, was not In the llne, and the galns
were ehiefly made through the man
who dlsplaced him. When SIcFayden
went in the galns through the llne
stopped. The game clearly demon-
sLrated that the Prlnceton llne was
slow, defensively, and far from fast
or strong In offense. Thero wlll be
hard work at Prlnceton all thls week
and the spies who saw the Cornel!
game will work hard to teach the

rigers how to boIvo tho Indlan plny
ind hotv to strlke the vulnrrablo polnt?;
if the Ihdlnn team, lf there be any.

It renlly seems probable, hoyvcvor,
that the Indlans wlll dcfent every team
tlity meet thls season. They defeatod
Pcnn Stato 18 to 5, tho Penn Stato de-
feated Corneli, whlle- Cornell defeated
Prlnccton. The Red Men have not lost
a game thls season and have had only
17 points score against them to 174
made by them In six, games.

Yalo has only met ono formldable

team thin season.West Polnt--and
the Blue could not score agalnst thy
Army. The best thing in Yale's favor
l.i that they kept the Army from scor-
Ing oif them.

run down and falrly killed in the open
after a long and excltlng day's sport.
Mlss Otella Harvle, of Rlchmond, rt-'-
celved one brush, yvhlch yvas rlchly de-
served, whlle the 'last fox led a sta'-r
party ot three.Messrs. Marrow, Hughes
and Bethel.to a finlsh.

Several accldents occurred ln thlM
mornlng's'run. Mr. Frank Vaughan, of
Rlchmond, suffered the rrost scrious
mlshap yvhen hls finc black hunter
made a fall over u hlgh rail fence and
fell hcavlly on hls oyvn and Mr.
Vaughan's knee. Though not yvlthout
pain. Mr. Vaughan pluckily remounted
and flnlshed the hunt. AfteryvarJs .tlic
sufferlng nccessltated hls leavlng for
home. yvlili'h was' much rcgretted. Mr.
Vaughan Is a llno cross-country ridor.
Mr. Coolcy and Mr. Jeffreys. of Chase

Clty, also came to grlef yvhile ln a
mlld run. No tnjurtcs were reported
more seVlous than a roll ln tho Mcck-
lenburg mud.
When the pack was unkennelled In

the cold, gray huntlng dawn the con¬
dltlons were thought very unfavor-
able. A chill In the alr, comblned wlth
hlgh north tvlnds, inade the wiao ones
shako thelr heads. For long thelr evll
prophocy seemed true, as trall after
trall ran cold, and peopie and dogs
were beginnlng to get discouraged.

Tlie ranks of the hunters were much

thinned by deserters yvhen at last, near
Jlall's Pond, the true fox tongue yvas
heard, yvhlch carrled to all the glad
tidlngs that Reynard was "up and
away." Hard rldlng was then ln or¬
der, as every one yvas prepnred to do
or dle for the sako of tho coveted
brush. Much cool-headed horseman-
shlp was called for In the mftd scram-
ble over all sorts ot country, and
some courago and dash also.
Stralght away through the dense un-

lergroyvth the screamlng pack pressed
in the fox's tortuous trall, the rlnging

ment whlch most normal human belng*love and need. Over hill and dale,through forest and meadoyv, over
dltched and fences impossible In cold
blood, the falthful feyv followed the
master, .Mr. J. T. Tyvltty, yvhose hand¬
some yveiglit-carrlor neither faltered
nor flagged.

Complete Cliase on Foot.
After on hour and ten mlnutes ot

followlng an amazlngly crooked trall
negotlatlons yvere suspended by tlie
croyvd flndlng themselves oncircled by
wirf, but at the same moment the pack
treed about a quartet- of a mlle off.
Wlthout hesltatlon the game sportsmen
and sportsyvomen sprnng from their
inounts, and made the remalnlng dhi-
tance on foot, meetlng yvith more falls
and hardshlps than the day's ridc had
brought.

flrst at tho tree. Mlss Harvle dlstanco'd
Mrs. Tyvltty and recelved the hardly-
tvon brush, yvhlch Master Fox uarrics
for that purpose. As "the end of .1
mald is to be marrled," so the end of a
fox is to be hunted, aml no ono pltlos
the blt of fur yvlth Its gaplng yvounds.
yvhlch yvas once a free denizen of our
Amerlcnn fcrests.

Inadvertently Snead and Overbv's
pack yvere reported aa entering ptipsin the derby, Thls yvas a mistake.
Tliese hounds wlll Joln the free-for-all
hunts and compete In the al-agestake.
