They used tho tobacconlst's shop

almost as a club. and preferred lt to
tho real club on the otlv.r slde of tho
street.

The plate glas*
windows were suggcstlve of the tanks
ln an aquarlum; tho brown metal gauze
across the lower part of each wintlow
looked llke the water In the tank; and
Hnd the club members were just llke
stupid nld flsh comlng agalnst the
glass whllo you watched.

In the reverennal greetlng of High
Street and its curtly condescending ac-
knowltdgment ono could measurc all
tho soclal gulf between tho Hlll and
the town.
But at the Whlto Hart these sons

of the Hlll were content.from anclent
usage and customs.to narrow the dl-
vldlng distance; and in billlard-room,
and bar parlor would meet tho more
Important townsmen and hpld commune
wlth. them ln a palronlzlngly frlendly
manner. I
The vfchite Hart was the best, the

only reajL hotel in Medford. It was
an old, sbaclous house, very sllght ly
modernlzi^d. On either sldo of the pll-
lared ponih there wero whlte posts and
chajns to^rotect the shrubs that stood
ln green taibs; thero were flowor boxes
to all tho' window's on the ground lloor.
and tho pavement was formed of queer
llttlo stones Instead of tho usual flags,
in order to show that from tlmo lm-
mcmorlal lt had belonged, ancl did now
belong,-to the Whlte Hart and not to
the publlc. At one end of the houso
thero was a modern bar wlth a separ¬
ate entranco to tho street, and a grand
terra' cotta front; but above thls new
ornamental work tho musty old bed-
roonis were unchanged.
The llno old paneled hall, l.he broad

stalrcaso and passages were dark aml
gloomy even at hlgh noon, but behlnd
the hall thore was a better-lit, ghtss-
Ej'oroen.ecl bar Parlor, or landjordV of-
llce.-a most pleasant lounglng place,
lf ono had tho freedom <of lt, wlth,
moreover, somo daltghtful small Inner
rooms, from whlch tho two Mlsses
Drake, Ethol and Mlldred,. daughters
of m|ne host Bob Drako, would emerge
to supplemont und ald Mlss Grunger,
t]io muuageross. Here, ln tho bar par-
lor, wero Issued orders to -tho stablo-
yardi here.. were set on slute and tritns-
forrecl to ledger booklngs of llles; here
bllls for bed. and board, dlnnors aml
luncheons wero hastlly mado out,-etc.
ato. When tho young nv?n came in horc
thc-'y'folt lt waa llko goitig behlnd tht
scones of tho hotel, Thoy know thoy
nuisi,' bu ln tlio wny, und thut mado lt
the moro pleasant,
"ThauU you. Mr. Padllold. lf yo.u'll

get off of thoso books you ure slttlng
on, I'M enter thls account. . . . Lot
you help me? No, tlinnks. . . . Oh,
go nlong, do. . . . Yes, T dnresay."
Thn lonilng sons of the Hlll. wouM

wander from tlie hotel proper.when
Miss Criinger, Ethel and Mllly began to
pall.nnd through elevlous passages nml
a service door that lioro in Whlte paint
the word "Private," admlt themselves
to tbe inodern bar; und If lt was
drnpty, would chaff and rag the young.
cr barmald.
