Mr. Plerce was elected Presldent of
the I'nlted .States In 185'J, and appolnt-
od Jefferson Dnvls hls Secretary of
War. Later. nt tho suggestion of Mr.
Da.vjs, the then Captaln Grant re-
"Igned from the Unlted States Army
and lived afterward ln Illlnols.
Upon tbe secesslon of the Southern

States. In January. 1S61, Cuptaln Grant
applied to the Governor of Illlnols for
a commlsslon to ralse a reglment to
serve ln tbe Unlted States Army, war
then belng the talk.

Ills reeiuest for a commission was
ignored at that tlme. and later, Mr,
Jcfferson Davis, having heer. inatigu-
ratcd Provlslonnl Presldent of tbe Con¬
federate States, at Montgomery. Ala.,
on January 18. 1861. he wrote asklng
for a commlsslon ln the Confotlerate
army.

"Whlle ln New Orleans some tlme

ago," tbe artlcle eontinucs. 'I men-
tlonetl tlie lncldent to Colonel Cbalaron
He told me my information was cor¬
rect, und that he had ln hls posses¬
slon the orlglnal letter from Captaln
Grant, late of the Unlted States Army.

Plea Set Up for flicni. But Court Re-

fuhca to Recognlzc the Dlsttnctton.
NEW ORLEANS, LA., November 10.

.An attempt to havo Loulslana creojes
placed In a class bo dlstlnct from other
American citlzens that they would have
different Jury rlghts falled, yesterday
ln the Supreme CourL The record of
the case was made publlc to-day.

T. M. Laborde, whoae counsel aald
he was a creole, in appeallng a forgery
charge, maintalncd that the Jury
should have been composed either en¬
tlrely or largely of creoles. Hls coun¬
sel asserted that although Laborde
lived ln a parish where U3 por cent. of
the population was creole, nearly all
the Jnrora were Amerlcans. Creoles
were deflned as descendants of French
and Spimlsh ancestry. purtlcularly
Krenfh. They were said to hold more
tenaclously to the raclal chnractcrlstic
nnd tradltlons of thelr anccstors than
persons of other desccnt ln thls coun¬
try.

FRANCE YIELDS ON TARIFF

ASKS FOR FIVE MILLION FOR
COAST ARTILLERY SERVICE

Extensive Improvements to Bej Made at Thirty of
the Principal Forts, Including- Monroe, ya., and

Caswell, N. C; Others to Have Caretakers.
WASHINGTON, D. C. November 10..

The annual report of Secretary Taft
to be submltted to Congress at Us con-
vening ln December will contaln estl-
mates aggregatlng $5,525.920 for con-
structlon and other work ln the coast
artillery service durlng the tlscal year
1909. Thls constructlon work ls to
provide In part for shelter for the
coast artillery troops nuthorlzed by
the act of January last, when tha
servlce recelved an lncrease of forty-
fcur companles. with a corrospondlng
number of offlcers,
In accordarice wlth the declslon of

Secretary Taft last November a con-
centratlon schemo Is belng worked out
ln tho coust artillery servlce by whlch
sorne of the soventy-elght separate
forts whero modern coast defenses are
Installed or ln process of installatlon
are to be oompletely manned and tho
remalnder placed ln tho hands of care¬
takers. Thlrty-two of the prlnclpal
for.ts wero selected as main posts, hav¬
ing as nearly as practlcable garrlsons
nf 100 pleces of a full mannlng detall,
tho remalning forts to be left to such
curetaktnc detetchmenta 'as aro neces-
sary for tlie proper care nnd proser-
vation of tho defenses. Flrst, lt ls
proposed In furthoranco of the concen-
Iratlon sclieme' to eonstruct at tho
main posts the necessarv barracks and
quartors for accomm'odatlng the- in-
crenient to' the coast artillery, nnd to
follow thls wltli the constructlon at
thaee main posts of the barraoks and
eiuartei'a pecessary for the ocoommo-
datlon of the troopu nowflt thesub-
posts, Tha posta at whlch work ls to

be done, and for which appropriatlons
will be asked, Include the followlng,the amounts asked for belng in round
numbers: Caswell, N. C, $109,000; Dade,Fla., $106,000; Monroe, Va., $211,000;Morgan. Ala., $181,000; Screven, Ga,,
$113,000; Taylor. Fla.. $306,000.

Consolidation of Revenue
Districts in Tennessee
Blow at Candidacy.

DONE TO PLEASE
TAFT OPPONENTS

Action of Presidcnt Construed to
Mean That He Will Either

Take the Nomination
Himself, or Wants

It for Cor-
telvou.

Waihington, D. C. Nov. 10.
Presldent Rooseveit has all the poll-

tlclans guesslng agaln as to hls In-
tentlons towarda a nomination for a
thlrd terni. Hla actlon yeaterday In
consolldatlng the two revenue col-
lcctlon distrlcts of Tennessee, and ap-
polntlng a strong antl-Taft man to the
colloctorshlp, dlsplaclng two ardent
supporters of Secretary Taft for the
nomination, and at the same tlmo. turn-
Ing down the'Indorsement of Repre¬
sentative. Brownlow, of Tennesseo, who
has openly declared for Taft, ls ro-
garded as practlcally concluslve that:

1. The Prosldcnt wantB the nomi¬
nation hlmself, or

2. That he was not slncere when
he protested to Secretary Taft that
he would do all he coUld to help
hlm galn the nomination.
Either is inoonceivablu without re-

vlsing the hlgh oplnlon so many peo¬
ple of thls country who opposed the
eiectlon have come to hold of hlm, yet
one or the other must be correct.

A Blow nt Taft.
The proposltlon to consolidate the

two distrlcts was put forward by Rep¬
resentative Hale, one of the two Re¬
publlcan members of Congress from
Tennessee. Mr. Hale Ib opposed to the
nomination of Secretary Taft, and
wantg Mr. Roosevelt for a thlrd term.
Newell Sanders. the Republlcan State
chalrman of Tennessee, has been here
for some tlme urging that the con¬
solidation be made. Mr. Sanders is
vlolently opposed to tho nomination
of anybody but Presldent Roosevelt.
Representative Brownlow, the other

P.epubllcan member of the House from
Tennessee, and former Republlcan "boss
qf tne State,-haa..also been here. but
has been" opposlng the consolidation
with all hls might.
On Saturday mornlng at 11 o'clock

Mr. Brownlow was aesured that he
could rest easy, that the consolidation
would not be made. Thls statement
was made to hlm hy Commlssloner
Capers on the authorlty of Secretary
Cortelyou. «

At 2 o'clock the order consolldatlng
the two distrlcts was Issued, and R.
S. Sharpe, one of the leadlng antl-
Taft men ln Tennessee, was appolnted
to the collectorshlp.

KIIIn tbe Taft Iloom.
The underhand niethod employed In

maklng the change. and the evldent
Ipslncerlty of the admlnlstratlon. ln
professlng to favor the nomination of
Mr. Taft, Indlcate a degree of dupll-
clty and double-deallng Buch as shocks
tho newspaper men well used to all
phases of tho game as played here In
Washington. It is well-nlght Incon-
cclvable that publlc men, occupylng
posltlons ns hlgh as that of the presl-
dency and tho head of the financial
department of a great government
could stoop to politlcs of thls order.
Secretary Cortelyou said hlmself he
told the Presldent there was too much
polltii's ln tho proposltlon for him to
have a hand In it.
The actlon of the Presldent uncovers

hlin complotely. Either he wants lho
nomWiatlon, or hc wants to nominate
Cortelyou. He does not want to nomi¬
nate Secretary Taft. It has leaked out
that Secretary Taft went to the
Phlllpplnes only under protest. The
Presldent assured hlm hls lnterests
would be well taken caro of ln hls
absence. The manner In whlch thoso
Interests havo been protected ls ap-
parent. The Taft boom has beon
brcathing wlth dlfflculty for a monih.
It was kllled absolutely by the actlon
of^the Presldent yesterday. Taft was
sent abroad ln order that the act might
be performed wlth as llttlo embarrass-
ment as possible.

GIVING FOR WIFE,
PLUNGES TO DEATH

Former Officer in Italian
Army Commits Suicide

in the Tombs.

BROTHER THOUGHT
HE WAS INSANE

Complaining of Misfortune and of
Friends, the Man, Confined in
Prison, Jumps from Guard-

Rail as Prisoners Go
for Exercise and

Ends Life.

NEW YORK, November 10..Giovani
de Chlcasl, who says he was compeRed
to choose between love and duty, and
who was a lleutenant ln the Itallan
army. committed sulclde ln the Tombs
to-day.
Hls lmprlaonment had been brought

about by hls brother, Lugul, a bank¬
er of thla city. The latter bellevcd
Giovani Insane. Accordlng to the po¬
lice records he fell In love In Italy,
and unable as an army offlcer to sup¬
port hls wlfe aa he wlshed, deserted and
sought hls fortune as a cowboy in
the Amerlcan West. The venture" was
not.a success, and flnally leavlng hls
wife ln their new home, he came to
New York to get a fresh start. Agaln
unsuccessful and pennlless he asked
financial ald of hls brother. The meet¬
ing pf the brothera was not anilcable,
and at a second Intervlew Giovani was
alleged to have peremptorlly demandej
flrst $1,000. aud then $2,000 from tha
banker. He exhlblted a revolver, and
It was charged, threatened hls broth-
er's llfe.
The banker wlshed to have Giovani

dctalncd as Insane, but the court
would not entertaln thls charge, and
the former aoldler was held for trlal
on a charge of carrying concealed
weapons. In the Tombs Giovani be¬
came de.-.pondent. complalned bltterly
of former friends and constantly
gtieved for hls glrl wlfe he left alone
In the West.
When tne doors were opened to

permlt the prisoners to go to the yard
for thelr dally exercise to-day Gio¬
vani. who occupled a cell on the third
tler. stepped quickly out upon tho
balcony and then sprang upon the
guard rail. Ho plunged- headforemoet
to the stone flagging fventy*five feet
bcldw.' Several bundred prison com-
panlons witnesaed hls death.

Hundreds of People Scour
Church Hill, but Dis-

cover No Clue.

POLICE WROUGHT
¦UP OVER. AFFAIR

Chief Will Likely Ask Governor
and Mayor to Offer Reward,

in Hope of Discovering
Some Trace of

the Mis-
creant.

In the eastern part of the clty yes--
terday feellng ran hlgn over the fiend-
Ish assault committed early Saturday
night on Miss Mamle Conners, of No.
519 North Thlrty-flrst Street, and peo¬
ple generally were incensed and indtgr-
nant that women may not go ln safety
even a few blocks froro thelr homes.
Two assaults wlthln a week of each
other have been committed. wlthout
reference to those attempted In other
parts of the clty, and ln each Instano*
the assallant has made good hls esoapc,
although the pollce have exerted and
are exertlng every effort to run tha
culprits to earth.

Three Arrests Made.
Three arrests were made In the Con¬

ners case yesterday by Officers Wlley
and Folkes. Two of thn negroes were
examlned thoroughly, and whon lt was
found that not the sllghtest suspiclon
could be attached to them they were
llberated.

The third. Wllllam Davls. who ha«,
served a term of ten years In the pen-
Itentiary for attempted crlmlnal as¬
sault on a glrl named Gebhardt, waa
locked up In the Flrst Police Station,
and ls being held pendlng further
investlgation.
When arrested he said: "Dld I stenl

anything last night?" On recelving n,
negativc reply, he sald: "Well. I didn't
klll anybody. did I?"
"Wero you drunk last night?" as'ked

ono of the officers.
The prlsoner answered that he had

been drunk Saturday night.
Terrlble Kxperlence.

Mis.s Conners ls said hy her physi¬
cian, Dr. Taliaferro, to be recoverlng
from the effects ot her terrlble expe¬
rlence as rapldly as posslble under
tho clrcumstances. She la stlll ln a
very nervous state. and shudders at
the very mention. of the assault.

It seams rerharkable that the js-
sault should have been committed <n
tlie rear of one house and near the sidu
of another, both occuplod. and that na
one should havo heeded the sounds ol
her struggle.
Tho attack was made ln the alley

whlch connects TIilrty-Flrst and
Thlrty-Second Streets between Mar¬
shall and Clay, runnlng on tlie south
slde of the residence of Wyatt C. Me-
Gehee. Mrs. McGehee heard a falnl
noise outside, but thought It was her.
husband coniing In by the rear gate.
Just as Miss Conners lost consclous-
ness she ralsed her eyes to the window
ln. tho rear of tlio Iiouso on the cor¬
ner and saw a man fold his arms and
come to look out of the window. Sho
trled to scream, but her assallant
throttled her. She gruspeel hold of the
mun's sleeve, still struggling. and af¬
ter he had struck her, managed to get
to her feet agaln.

Wnlke-el to Her Hunie.
Crylng for plty, she was felled a sec¬

ond tlme, and when she recovered con-
sclousness she was alone in the dark,
Then she walked the distance to her
home, nearly two squares, wlthout be¬
ing seen by any one.
She went into tlie house, leaving

biood marks ull over the gate and on

the doorsteps, ajid said: "Some ono

dragged me Into nn alley and tried to
klll me!" Sho was still dnzed, but she
has not lost consciousness since. The
young woman is unablc to give any de¬
scrlptlon of her assallant, and here ls
where the pollce ure the most serlously
hampered in their opcrations. Sha
thinks that the nmn wore an overall
jacket, for this idea came into her mlnd
when sho grnsped hlm by the sleevo.
More than this she cannot say, as her
recolloctlons of what happened even

durlng her moments of consciousness
are stlll hazy and undetlned.
No one was allowed to see Miss Con¬

ners yesterday, and even the police
forbore to Intrude upon her. The
wound over her rlght eyebrow, intllcted
by the four-foot piece of steam-plpe,
was sewed up, but her right eye ls
closed and the left slelo of her face
in abrased. Otherwise she Is not
seriously Injured. though th£ shock to
her nervous system wlll last for somo
time.

Neighborhood Exclteri.
All day yesterday crowds visited ths

spot, and could the bruto havo been
captured then hla end would have been
but the matter of a moment. Cltlzens
aro endeavorlng ln every way to aid
tho pollce, and as for the latter they
have been simply camplng on Church
Hlll. Early ln the day Major Werner.
began an Investlgation, and he and
Captain Tomllnson, with numerous prl-
vates and detectlves, havo searched for
tho mlnutest clue and examined every
man, woman and child who could pos¬
slbly bo thought to know anything ot
the affalr. Inspectlon of the premlses
of tho Pltts store, on the corner of
Thlrty-second and Marshall Streets,
has been made, and lt ls thought that
tho assallant got tho pleco of steam-
plpa from the yard ln the rear of th»
storo,
Many negroes were ln the store at

tho tlme Miss Conners visited tha plao*
to purchase oil and some candy for
the children at home. and it ls bolleveft
that she was followed out of tho ator*
by one of them. Worklng on thls
theory. it is probable that the man
went up Thlrty-second !?ltreet, and,
runnlng through the alley, waylald tfcts
young lady as she passod Its mouth on
the Thlrty-rirsc Street slde. The m*»
was evldently largu and of heavy bulW.
for everything polnts to the fact thst
he lifted the young woman In hls arm*
and carrlea hor bodily further into th«
alley.

Pollce; Wr.oiii.lit Vo,
Major Wernor stated last nlght tb»t

no stono would ho left unturned ta
dUcover the assallant.
