STILL AT LARGE

Inip05sil)le Yet to Figurc Dcfi-
nitely on Loss in Burningof

Big Stable.
The scene of tho elestruction of

Lrisltter's bi-fr sales stables v.as atlil
ont- of desolatlon yesterday afternoon.
An Immensc plle of debrls, almost aa
hlgh ns the jjecond-story wlndow waa
lieapeel, up hefoio the front door. Tho
water, of whlch thousands of gallons
vrere pumped into tlie building by tha
Flre Department Thursday nlgln. was
fallng like a heavy rain trom
tho second to the llrst lloor, and run¬
nlng In streams dowii the gutters. Ve¬
hlcles of all klnds were drawn up
along the curb. und blankets, harnenH
nnd lior3e fislngs were piled promls-
cuously around tho rulns. Asidc from
the damnge done by the water, the
flrst lloor anel what was left on lt.
were Intact. Several wagons were loft
on this floor nnd they were apparont*.
ly -undumaged.

Captaln Edmund Bossieux, who owng
the building. has been slck for several
days, and has. not been ablo to visit
hls property slnco the flre. He haa
made no estlmate of the elamuge. Ho
carrled on the building Insurance to
the amount of 50.000 wlth the Phll¬
adelphla Insurance Assoclatlon. ixii
loss wlll be covered by thls.

Besldes the stable, Captaln Bossleu*?.

on the same block, owned twelve bulld¬
lngs, whlch were all at one tlme in
dangcr of belng consumed. If thera
was any damaga to them at all lt wns
from water and was very Ilttle. Threo
of theso houses wero not Insurocl. Cap¬
taln Bossieux sald that on the rest, ln¬
cludlng the burned building, thore was
about 511,000.
As soon aa the Insurance adjusters

have vlewed the premlses work wlll ba
commenced 011 t|ie stablei and Mr.
Lasltter wlll. continue hls business
there certalnly until hls leaso oxplres.

Mr. Lasltter ls stlll at work on his
books, and ls as yet unahle to make an
estlmate of hls loss, Yesterday even¬
lng he snld thore wero stlll twenty-flye
horses nnd mules not accounted for.
He has had several messages, howevep,
telllng hlm of stray horses and mules,
and feels sure thnt wlthln a few daya
ffe wlll have them all. Besldes hls ac-
tuai losses by. flre and water, hls stock
has grcatly depreclated ln valuo on
account of thelr nlght ln the. open
without food. Somo of thom have euf-
fored pormanent liijurles and dlsflg-
urailon from tlielr wlld race from tho
stable and through tho streets. Mr.
Lasltter Ims -riuarterecl his atock in the
various stables ln tlie viclnlty and aa
hls farm In Honrloo county.
