TAX-GATHCUING. ''

We do not wlsh to over-tax our

readers wlth the subject of tax-gather**
ing; but It is a subject of vital lm¬

portance to those who do tho poylnp:.
We have committed otlrsolves to tho

proposltlon that the commlsslon system
ls wrong. lt hius heen dlscarded by
many State**. Ohlo has a salary basls
for county treasurer. who coll-jcta
property taxe?. The State pays to the

county fee fund for this work as fol¬
lows: 2 1-2 per cent. on llrst $10,000;
1 1-3 per cent. on secor.d J10.000; 1 per
cent on thlrd 110.000; 7-10 of 1 per
cent. on fourth $10,000;, 4-10 of 1 per
'cent. on next $200,000; 2-10 of 1 per
cent. on al} over $240,000.
South Carolina has the salary sys¬

tem. County treasurer collects all
taxes*. Salary $600 to $1,500 for all
purposes.

Arizonn. pays nothing to collect Us
taxes. The county treasurer collcet-i
all taxes and ls paid by the county as

follows: First-class countles, $2,500 per
year: second-clnss countles, $2,200 per
yoar; thlrd-claser countles. $1,SH0 per
year; fourth-class countles, $1,500 por
year; balance, $1,250 per year.

in Colorado the collection of State
taxes costs tho State nothng. The
county collector ls paid t-alary by tho
.ounty, ranglng from $1,200 to $l.Si)0
per annum.

Idaho has the salary system. The
county ossessor is also the tax collec¬
tor. and for all hls servlces ln both de¬
partments hc gets $1,500 to $3,000 per
annum:
Montana has the salary system. It

costs tho State nothing for its collcc-
tions, the county treasuror belng paid
a. salary by tho county for all his
work.

Tn New Hampshlro State taxes are
. ssessed by State Treasurer upon tho
towns and cltiet*. whlch are roqulrod to
collect and rtmtt tho same to the State
treasury, free of any charges. The cor¬
poratlon taxes aro paid by the corpora¬
tlons dlrect to the Stato treasury. Tho
local collectors are paid salarles. In
the city of Concord, having 21,000
populatlon. ho gets $1,500.
Mlchigan has the salary system.

Clty or township treasurer collects all
taxes and pays over State's portlon, on
.which he gets lip'er c,ent. commlsslon
until dato of d'elin'qucncy, January 10th,
when he gets 1 per cent. on dellnquent
taxes.

In Minnesota the State pays nothlng
for collectlng taxes. Tho *, county
treasurer ls paid a salary by the coun¬
ty proportloned to the valuatlon In the
county.

In Iowa there are no charges to tho
State for colleotlon ot its taxes, whlch
.work la performed by the county
treasurer on a salary. Mlnlmum paid,
$1,500 per annum.

In Kansas the county treasurer col¬
lects all taxes, and it costs tho State!'
nothlng. Salary of treasurer paid by
county. and varies from $700 to $2,500. ,

Clorlcal expenses allowed varylng from
$300 to $2,500, maklng maxlmum sal-l1
..ry and clerk hire $5,000 ln the largest
countles.
Maine collect*. her State taxes

through the local collectors. without
deduction for commlsslons* or charges.
ln the cltles the collectlon of taxes is
generally given out to the lowest bld-
der.
Massachusetts o-pportlons its Stato

, property located therein, and same is
collected by local collectors ahd paid
into tho State treasury.
