20..News has been recelved here that
Georgo iu. Sampson, a popular engincerln the employ of the Chesapeake and
Ohlo Rallway; who has been In the
South on a brldal trlp, shot and kllled
Ernest Snypes, a negro, whlle huntlng
near Anderson, S. C.
Snypes was acting guldc and went

ln front of Sampson's gun as par-trldges were flushed. Sarhpson says
the trlgger lilt hls knee and caused the
shot. The load took effect ln the left
leg of the .negro above the knee and
shattered b,Jkie anj3 all arterlcs. Death
resulted .two** hours later. Mr. Samp-
son was exonerated.

Mr. Sampson. who has been rallroad-
Ing on tho Hinton dlvlslon for tlie last
slx or elght years. was marrlod In
Ttonccrvorte on the nlght ot November
F.th. and left on November Rth for
Anderson. 8. C. where he has an
uncle. Hls bride was Mlss Irene Hor-
ton. a daughter of Special Agent
"Jack" Horton, of the Chesapeake and
Ohlo, with headrjuarters at Ronce-
verte.

Ing to the absence of a representative
of the Aridrows Company ln court,
Judgo Martln, of the Court of. Law
and Chaneery, to-day granted a con*
tlnuance of tho school-deei. case until
the next term. This cOhtlnuanee waa

granted on the motlon of Captain AV*.
W. Old, represcntlng the State Bftnrd
of Educatton. Captain Old declared
that tho Andrews Company, from
whom the desks wero purchased, had
not yet been properly notlfied, and
clnssed thelr representatlvo as the
"Mephlstopheles" of the affair.
Thls sult lnvolves the rlght of the

city of Norfolk to select furnlture for
Its publlc schools. tho Stato Board
clalmlng thls prlvllege. Tho dlsputed
desks were purchased from tlie An¬
drews Company. and Captaln Old de-*
manded that--the comp'aiiy should bo
.Vpreserited' ln' court. Clty Attorney
Duncan, Judge Brooke and Captaln
Taylor aro appenrlng for the clty.

WtSiiU llousrli-on-ltnts.
Clty Apothecary Hugh Saul has mnde

a pltlful appeal to the Board of Health
for a supply ot rough-on-rats. Tho
dlspensary, ho declares, has becomo
overr'un wlth rodents, possesslng appo-
tltes as abnormal as that of an os¬
trlch, nnd thoy aro depletlng hls medi¬
cine supply.' Ile allegos that they dote
on arsenlc, rr.ve over strychnlne and
even plead for tho "soap. They can
make a bar of the latter look as If lt
had made a personally conducted tour
of a large lnundry.

Flned fur Cruelty.
On the chnrgc'of cruelty to anlmals,

John Jackson, an Armenlan, was llned
$100"* and costs, nnd sentenced to slxty
days iu jall, by Pollco Justlce f>lm-
mons to-day. An appeal was noted.
Jackson hns been keeplng a dalny
near Ijtmbert's Point. and it was al¬
leged thnt he had dellberntely allowed
several of his cows to starve to death.

Health Commlssioner Dupuy gavs
an lllustrated lecture on tuherculosls
for the beneflt of tho colored resi-*
de'nts In the negro y. M. C. A., Queen
Street, to-nlght. The hall, whlch seals
iiOO people, .wns crowded, thls belng
an Innovatlon among tho colored resl-
dents.
Olving business reasons as hls cause,

J. E. Cole, of Norfolk. has announced
that he lias no Intentlon of endeavor-
ing to recelye the congressional nomi¬
nation from thls district. Attorney
Colo states that even lf nomlnated he
would be unablo through prlvate af¬
falrs to conduct tho work ln Con¬
gress.

SUIT OVER. A HORSE.

Verdict Given for 9-00 sail nn Agpcnl
Tnken.

CHESTERPIELD C. H.. VA.. Novom¬

ber 20..Trlal wns heard to-day In the
Circult' Court of a strit of H. C. Lyne
agalnst Charles C. Jones and P. L.
Conquest & Company, hls employer, for
$S50, the value of a horse, whlch, It
was alleged, dled from overdrlvlng on
the part of paid Jones. durlng the
month of Juno last. whlch resulted In
a verdict of ?200 for the plaintlff. An
appeal was noted by the defense.

Mr. Eyne keeps a llvery stable at
Centralla, and contendod that he hlred
the horse for a dlve of about twenty
mlles only, knowlng the horse to be
unflt for a long drlve, hut that she wns
drlven about twlce that dlstance, and
though suffering from dlstomper, was
cruelly urged beyond her strength, by
reason of whlch she dled wlthln a few
days.
Testimony in behalf of the defense

contradlcted any cruelty. and brought
out the fact that the horso was hlred
to Mr. Jones the day after having
been drlven a great ways by Its owner:
that he hlred her out knowing she was
diseased, and thnjt she did not dle for
a number of days after she was re¬
turned by Mr. Jones. Messrs. E. II.
Wells and P. T. Sutton, Jr.. repre¬
sented Mr. Lyne, whlle Colonel L. T.
XV. Marye appeared for the defendants.

Hermon
Nolte and others, charged wlth vlola-
tion of the Sabbath law and tho liquor
revenue law at Camp Joywater, on
Jnmos Rlver below Manchester, wlll
eome up for trlnl to-morrow.
