The Richmond Times-Dispatch has
enmiployed {ts edltorial columnsa for two
or three deya in exhiplting the dif-
forences which cxfat in' the cost of
tax collecting In the diMerent coun-
tles. of the State, which are at such
variance that it is evident that somo
of the county treasurera are grossly
underpald for the services rendered,
or others very much overpald.
And as The Times-Dispiteh agrees, 1|
&ll goes bnck to the perniclous feo syE-
temn which exists In  Virginia, anid
against which this and olher papers
have established a crusade with the
visw of inducing the next Leglsla-
turs to abollsh the same,
Whileh meets oud indorsement.  Tha
sy¥stem |s not only wrong, but has hecn
a prolific pource of temptation to treas-
urers to mlsapproprinte funds [n thelr
hands, which has coxt the State In
the Iast fifty years a great deal of
annoyance and loss of money,

In anolther column we also publish
a further commentary from ha
Times-Dispatch, in which Is Instltuted
otheér comparlsons, ta which we Invits
the nttentlon or our readers. If the
Leglialature of Virginia will but direct
{ta "attentlon to the correction of thia
antiguated system and establish the
compensation, not only of  treoasurers,
but of all other public officers, upon
8 salary basls, such an act will meet
the unanimous  indorsement of the
entire constituency., We know the ar-
gument {8 advanced that the ofliver
who collects taxes on commission will
exarcige greater diligence than the one
who will get a fixed galary vegardless
of whather he “makes an effort.
