nr.il North Carollna wlll be resumed on

Thanksgivlng Day next year, subject
milv lo tlie conditlon that Ihe Unlver¬
sity of North Carollna wlll liccopt the
place nnd dtile. On that polnt, how¬
ever. no ditlU-ttity Is nntielpnted, fnr
lt ls known thnt North Cnrollna Cll-
vors a resump'tlon of tho Thanksgivlng
Oav game in Rlrhmond.

iMie iinnouncenii nt comes soinewhal
as ii surprlse ntter the atory ln Sun-
dov's Tlnies-blspatch ns to tho fall¬
ure of the Unlversity of Virglnla to
close negotlationa for the leaso of the
pnrk.

Thnt story wns nhsolutely true then.
I.iit slncfe its jiubllcatton tho 1'nlver-
Hlly athletic lntcfe'stH, got busj'i nnd
ns'n result of qiilck ne'gotlatlons un

iiption nn the park for Thanksgivlng
Day for a term of years was secured
bv tlie unlversity. The detalls of
sitrnlng the leasc are yet fo be nr-
ranged, but tlie agreement has been
reached; and tlie rest Is n mere matter
of )egal form. It Is probable that the
.action of Y'irginin mlght never have
been taken but for the publleatlon*In
Sundny's Tlmes-Dlspateh, whlch. rbus¬
ed Richmond alumnl to vigorous ac¬
tion.

It will be gratlfylng to all friends
of the Unlversity of Y'lrginla t.luit
their holiday gnine. last played here
ln 1S95, i.s to bo resumed ln 1908.

In 1900 the teams played ln Nor¬
folk on the holiday, and in 1907 they
met In Richmond, but on October 26th,
n full month earller than usual and
before elther team was mature.

Tlie virglnla I'olytechnle Instltute.
Whlch deslred to renew Its leaso on
the park, wlll have to provlde for
Its Thanksgivlng liay game elsewhere.
and wlll probably go to N'orfolk or
to Lynchburg Instead of to Richmond.
lt Is hoped, however. that a resump-
tion of athletic relations and a game
between the Unlversity and the Yr. P. I.
may be hnd in Richmond next year.
Nelther instltutlon has yet made'up
its schedule. however.

twice selected for n pluce on the All-
Bouthern team.

C'ioth is a wldc-awake, aggresslve
.plnyfr. Tn addltion to being a tower
of strength on the defensive. ho selddm
fails to open up blg holes ln tho line,
nnd is generally always on hand to
help tlie man who Is carrylng the ball.
He is quick to get through the line
mui break up plays before they are
¦vtll started. In fact, there are few
centre men in Eastern football who get
dowr. the field taster than he. l**ro-
quently he tackles tlie runner ahead of
thc ends. One of hls speclaltles Is
blocking kicks. He also displayu tho
true football Instlnct, that of belng
Johnny-on-the-spot ln almost every
play. Whenever a furoble occurs, he
is generally tho plttyer to be found on

top of the bnll.
Gloth is twenty-one years of ago and

tips the scales at 175 pounds. He ls a
student in the law school und wlll get
hi.- degree ln June, 1900.
Under the guldahco of such n clever,

all-round player us Gloth, Y'irginla ls
fairly sure pf tuimiiig out a strbng
team next fall. Personally he i.s very
popular in college, possessing a very
genial nature.

Schaefer and George button, who are
playing n series of matches at the l>».2
gatne lu Eastern cltles, will play an
exhibition match in tlie audltorium of
tlu Jefferson tlotel on Thursday night,
beglnnlng at S o'clock. The match will
l>e of 300 point". The two men are sc
well matched ihat the condition of tlie
t\yo men at lhe hour of play wlll
really determlne the vlctory.
Schaefer'defeated Sutton on Satur¬

day night at Tr'enton, N. .1., in the
greatest game ever seen there by SOO
Io 2tr», the wizard going out on a
brilliant unflnlshed run of 7!'. Up to
that time Sutton seemed to have the
match won. but thls great run. re-
plete with brilliant shots, turned the
tlde. Sutton made hlgh runs of f.l,
62 and Ci>, almost eciuallliig the best
of the wizard.

Of course, it
should havo been Schaefer Instead of
Slosson.

T0 LEND MONEY 0N COTTON
Senntor Mel.nurlii I*roii'iso*« Govern-

incnt Ueposltorle« for Slnple-
WASHINGTON, D. C., December !)..

Senator Mel.aitrin, of Mlsslsslppl, ln¬
troduced a blll to-day deslgned to ro-
tleve tho present money strlngency
and to prevent its reeurrence. It per-
tnlts persons ownlng any bonds of Ihe

1 Unlted States lo deposit them in the
Tfeasury and recelvo notes to an
amount oqoallng thelr par value. lt Is
provided that untll February, 1900,
persons ownlng one or more bales of
eotton may deposit It tn a deposltory
deslgniited by the' Secretary of the
Treasury and recelvo Trensury notes
to tho extent of 70 per cent. of the
value of the eotton. If not redoenied
the cotton shall be sold by the govern¬
ment. Tho bill also imposes a penalty
on deallug ln "cotton futures" of $100,-
000 fine or flve years' Imprlsonment.

DULA TELLS SECRETS
OF TOBACCO TRUST

Organized Queen City Company
American Not Referred To in

Be Independent.
NEW YORK, December 9..-The

Queen City Tobacco Company, of Cin-
cinnatl, Ohlo. was organlzed wlth tlie
funris nf the Amerlcan Tobacco Com¬
pany and by Calob C. Dulu. one of
tho vico-presidentK of the tobaceo coni-
bine. but tlie eonsolidatlon Of tlie two
COinpanles was kept a seeret, accord¬
ing to Mr. Dula's c-vidence glven ln
the governmenl's actlou to dlssolve
thc eomblne.' Mr. Dula lestlfied thut
he arrungeil the nrganlzatlon of the
Queen City Company with u inati sup-
posed to be Independent of tho Ameri¬
can Tobacco Company in control. J.
C. MucReynolds, the government's
counsei, produced a letter wrltten by
XV. Galbraith, .Ir., manager of the
Queen City Company, to Jlr. Dula. ln
whlch the wrlter advised that corre-
spondence be conducted under assuined
names to avoid dlscovery.
Then Mr. Dula further testltied that

the Manufacturers' Tobacco. Corn-
panies, of Louisville. was secretly ac-
(|ulred by the Amerlcan Tobacco Com¬
pany, after which the plant waa dis-
mantled.
Correspondence between Mr. Dula

and Augustus Craft. of New Or¬
leans. oh the fonnation of the Craft
Tobacco Compuny wns read into thc
record and showed that tlie relatlon-
ship wus kept seeret. Craft wrote In
1903 that he expected to make thc
company a succe.su, and would get tlie
buslness of tho Pcople's Tobacco Com¬
pany, of New Orleans. The purchaser
had control of tlie Pinlterton Tobacco
Company, of Ohio. and, according to
Mr. Dulu. was negotlated wlth secrocy.The Amerlcan Tobacco. Compunv paid
a subsldy of 2 cents per pound bn the
output of the Plnkerton Companv.Y'ice-Presldent Dula wiis asked if there
wero any companies other than those
named ln tho government's complaintwhlch the Amorlcajh Tobacco Companycoutrolled or had an interest in. Thewltness said tliat ho knew of no others
