The Munlelpnl Problem. )

The movement to modily tha clty
government of Richimond by the ad-
ditlon’ to the existing machinery of o
Board of Control has assumed o ghape
sufliclently definlte to Invite discuassion,
The advocales of the change reallse
tha hopelessness under the terms of
the Copstitution of Insugurating any
system  falrly comparative with that
eoncentration of authority Into a few
hands  from which such good results
ire claimed to have been derlved In
Galveston, Des Moines and a few othor
munielpalities In the Unlted Statles,
For on the very threshold of an attempt
in that direction they are confronted
by the fact that the supreme Jgw of
the Btate, not subject te repeal or
amendment by the Genernl Assembly,
endows the Mayors, Councils and cer-
taln other of the administrative oMcials
of c¢lties with powers which are in-
allenable except by a change in the
Constitution. This being eo, while It
I8 competent for the Leglelature to
grant, as in the casa of Norfolk, e
ereation of o Board of Control and
clotite it with certaln advisory and sec-
ondary functions, any provizsions nul-
Hfying or encroaching upon the pre-
rogatives and dutles of tlie Mayor and
Counclls would be  invalid, Henee 1t
follows that the maln arguments In
favor of “government by commission”
have no appilention’ to the partiol
measures which alona are permissible
to Virginia eommunitles seeking to Im-
prove by slmplification their forma of
gavernment. Ag we have sald anbove,
“government by commisslon'” borrows
its efMicianey from the concentration of
power and’ reaponsibllity In o faw (n-
dividuals; all executlve and legislatlve
authority Is vested in the chosen
agency, and all the cumbrous and com-
plicated nechanlsm which has hercéto-
forn apnertalned to municipal 2stab-
lghments {s abolished, Thus prompti-
tude of decislon, coherence of policy in
all departmentg, and an economy not
posalble under o hydra-liended system
may  be attained, It ls wall to re-
memhber that where the plan has:pro-
duced satlafying results It haos been
applied In' entirelty. Nowhere within
our knowledge: has the mera omalga-
mation of the old and new systemd fur-
nished any consplduous  exampla of
radlca]l reformation in either the meth-
od4 or the cost of adminlstration; nor
15 'a disappointing oulcome of gxper-
{ments which' fall te ‘apply In  tho-
roughnasa the theories recommending
‘government by ‘commisslon” a mat-
ter for surprise, For the mere graft-
ing of one system on the other is but
to hinder the smooth working of ejther
and to deny full opportunity of use-
tulness to hoth; another cog la added
to. an engine already overburdened
with whaels: the causes for frictlen
aré multiplied instéad of lessenad, and

under such' conditions, better and
cheapar, zovernment should cnsua it
woitld be 1ittle ghort of a miracle.

In Richmaond it is suggested to obh-
viate some of these superficial objec-
tiang by developing in the proposed
Board of Control the functions now
wielded: by the varlous commitiees of
the Counclls and by other devices
which seems to us rather evaelve of
than overcoming the provisions of the

Conatitution. The schema alsp! con-
templates a sharp reduction in the
number of Councilmen, and that s

doubtless a wise move, But It must
not’ be expected that the oflelals to
whom the Constltution has glven the
executive and.leglslatlve powars and
responsibilitica: will mot be jealous. to
aszert them sgoinst encroachment from
any source whatover, An extra-con-
atitutional body, aneting In: the same
apheras’ with the auntherltles oreated
Ly the organic law, noe mntter: how
much it may be distinguished by abllity
and’ high purpose, must be so ham-
pered by legal limitations on the one
hand ‘and lagk. of cordial ofMelal co-
aperation on. the other ' us eventually
to have ne'cholcs excant betwean) pelr
funclory performance  of a 7NACrow
range of routina work and open and
impotent struggles with forees lmpreg-
nably intrenched, In Norfolk ' the
Board of Control 1= excelleptly constl-
tuted, and It has bean earnest anrl con-
sctentious 'In ‘endeavors to Improve
avery. branch 'of the public service,
So far it has not'coma inte direct gon-
fliet with \other departments, and to.siy
thet {t hos aececompliahad no ‘good would
be untrue, But In the very nature of
{ts existencs It has ns conclusive volce
on ony subject of material linportance
as againat tha wlll of any of the de-
partments which draw Lhelr authority
from the fountain head of all authority;
