tnined only $7,022,000.the blddera lo
whom tbe halanre wns awnrde.l rboos-
Ing to forfelt thelr Inltlal doposlt
rnther than take and pay for thelr
bonds. Thenccforth he had tldod over,
tlll his r^slgnntlon, by selllng Treas¬
ury notes, payablo a year from date,
nt fi to 12 per cent. dlscoiint, and
when, after he had retlred from tho
sceno. Clennrai Dlx, who suceeeded hlm
In Mr. Huchnnnn's Cahlnet, attempt.ed
(Fohruiiry, 1861) to horrow a small
sum on twenty-yenr bonds at. 6 per
cent., ho was obllged to sell theso
bonds nt nn average dlscoiint of 9 1-2
per cotit. Hcnee, of Mr. C'hnse'H flrst
lonn of $S,00'),000, for whlch blds were

opened (2d of Aprll) ton days before
Bonurogard flrst flred on Fort Rutn-
tor, the offerlngs ranged from 6 to 10
per cent. dlscoiint; nnd only $11,099,000
were tendorod nt or under 0 per cent.
dlscoiint.he, In tho faco of a vehc-
ment clamor, doallnlng all blds at
hlgher rates of dlscoiint than (5 per
cent., and plaelng soon aftorward tho
bnlaneo of tho $8,000,000 In two-year
Treasury notos at por, or a fractlon
over."
When the secretary went to New

York for hla first lonn, the T^ondon
Tinies declared that ho had "coerced
$50,000,000 from the banks, but would
not faro so woll at tho London cx-

clmnge." Three years latcr it said "tho
hundredth part of Mr. Chusc's ombar-
rnssments would tax Mr. Gladstono's
Ingonuity to tho utmost, and set tho
(Itrltlsh) publlc mlnd in a fermont ot
oxcltement," In his conference .wlth
the bankers tho secretary fald he
hoped they would bo ablo to tako tho
loans on such terms ns could bo ad-
niitted. "If you cannot." said he, "I
shall go back to Washlngton and lssuc
notos for clrculatlon; .for It Is cortaln
that tho war must go on until the re-

belllon Is put down, lf wo havo to put
cut paper until it takes a thousand
dollar.i to buy. a breakfast."
At this tlme tho amount of coln ln

clrculatlon In tho country was estl-
rhated at $210,000,000, and It soon be-
came evldont that thls was lnsufflclent
for carrylng on tho war. Tho banks
could not sel! the bonds for coln, and
could not meet thelr ohligatlons In
coln, and on December 27, 1861, they
agreed to sunpend speclo payment at
tho close of tho year. In his Ilrst re¬

port, submltted on the 9th of that
month, Secretary Chase recommendod
retrenchment of expenses wherover
posslble, eonfiscatlon o* the proporty
of those ln nrms against tho govern-

ti'.ent, an Increase of dutles and of tho
tax on Bplrits, and a natlonal cur¬

rency, wlth a system of natlonal bank¬
ing assoclations.

Tlils slmplo statement, which is
taken in the main from one of our

roferenco books, shows, what every-
body knows to bo a fact,. that our

present system of bank currency Is the
direct outgrowth ot a war mcasure,
whoso prinin purposo wns not to make
currency, but to creato a market for
United Ptatos bonds. It wns a part
of Secretary Chaso's plan to ralse
money wlth whlch to "put down the
l < lirlllon." Hut as tho plan nas served
Its purposo; ns the govornment
longcr needs lt to glve value to Its
bonds, and as tho war wns ondod forty-
odd years ago, lt seems to us that the
tlmo has'come to rotlre this veteran
war mcasure on pension In favor ot
an up-to-dat-3 system of currency.

Washirigtoift Snapshots and Sidelights
WASIIINGTON, .D. C, January 11..

The niemlmr* ot tho Houao of Ropre-
seiitatlves nrti now locnvted In thelr
now oillco buildlng. It ls cortaln that
tho members of no other loglslatlve
body In Ihe wnrld havo such pnlatlitl
quarters ns havo thn membors of the
lowor house of tho Congross of repub-
IIcan Amorlea, Nothlng but inahog-
iitiy furnltiiro, may be found, and tihnlrs
whlch ttrfl not tipholfttored ln leather
nre not consldered good enough for tho
Amerlcan leglslntor. Mnrbla, velvet
\>ile carpots, costly deakft, and tho most
inodern furnlshlngB and tlttlnga
throughout the buildlng, are foatures
of the now ofTtoe buildlng of tho House
of -TtepreBentatlves, In the basement
nre splnndldly cqulpped bathH, wlth
nttendnnts roady to ald tho law-niaker
ln perforinlng extonBlve ahlutlons.

Is'or will tho Solon have to walk tho
few yards necesaary to tako hlm from
his oflico to tho floor of tho llouso of
UepresentatlvoB. A hundred thousand
dollars or more haa bcon expended In
digglng a tunnol and equlpplng a rall¬
way from tfio offlco buildlng to tho
Oupltol, for tho cxcluslve use of tho
htato.inten, so that they may como from
rcHt ln tholr olTlces to recrnatlon on tho
floor of tho House wlthout havlng tho
wlnd blow on thom or belng forced to
oxorclso tholr leg musclos.
Wo don't have palaces ln thls coun¬

try.not by that namo. But "Offlco
Buildlng" means tho snme thlng.and
more. No member of Congross, no

matter how great IiIb prlvato income,
ever had at homo such a luxurlous of¬
flco as Is provlded by Unclo Sam.
rather, as ls provlded at tho exponso
of Unclo Sam; tho Congross providod
It nnd mado Unclo Sam pay tho bill.

Posslbly Congross may provo ltself
worth the $3,000,000 and upwards whlch
has boen Bpent on tho new ofllcos,
and asslmllar sum belng spent ln tho
erectlon of a buildlng for tho use of
Senators; but It should bo remembored
that Congressmcn and Senators are
now $2,500 hlgher than they were a
ycar ago,

Kx-Senator Joo Blackhnrn, of Ken¬
tucky, member of tho fathmlan Canal
CommlSBlon ninco hla retlrement from
tho Senate lnst spring, ls back ln
WaBhlngton, and promlBes to remaln
hero for the greater part of tho ses¬
slon. Tho Sonator nover lookod better
in his llfe, and llvlng In the Bluegrass
dld not ngree better wlth hla health
than llvlng on tho Isthmus.

"I votcd for Blackburn for tho
Speakcrshlp ot tho House of Represen-
tatlvos ttvonty-nlno years ago," said
Senator Ro)j Taylor, In tho Marblo
Room of the Sonato, Just aftor tlie two
of them had shakon hands.
"You don't look that old," said the

wrlter; "you and Senator Blackburn
aro gettlng along ln years."

"O, I was tho 'baby of tho House,' "

said Sonntor Taylor. "Joo Is copalder-
ably oldor than I am."

Sonntor Taylor Ilrst saw thn llght
flfty-soven years ago, while Senator
Blackburn wlll have reached his seven-
tloth mllcstono when the flrst day of
next October rollB around. He ls hard-
ly so spry as Senator PInckney Whytc,
of Maryland, who possed his elghty-
thlrd annlversary last August, but
Sonator Blackburn stlll looks nnd act.s
tho part of a young man.

Ropresentatlvo Slms, of Tennossoe,
belloves there Is nt last a chanco for
Southern cotton growers, or thelr legal
ropresentatlvoH, to get tho $68,000,000
cotton tax pald tho general government
under soveral acts, tho flrst of whlch
was passcd ln. June, 1862. Thls tax waa
lald on raw cotton. Of course, but little
cotton was then grown In terrltory
controllod by the United States, slnce
the cotton States hnd soceded.
But Ilrst end last $GS 000,000 was

collccted beforo tho law was ropealcd.
Tho Supreme Court held tho orlglnal
law provldlng for tho tax to bo un-
constltutlonal by a dlvldcd court. Tho
money has never been refundod. It is
belioved, nnd Mr. Slms belleves. that
a powerful r*>ason wlth members of
Congress In votlng ngalnst repayment
of tho tax Ib that such a largo per-
centage of tho money would go to
lobbylsts.

Thereforo he has Incorporated In
his bill tho provlslon that no part of
tho refunded tax shall be pald to "any
person, syndicato or corporatlon, ex¬
cept tlio producers who pald taxes on
cotton grown by them, or to thedr legal
representatlves; and ln no case shall
payment be made to an asslgnee of
such clalrri."
The bill provides that the tnx Bnall

be paid to tho varlous States, and hy
them pald to the producers of the cot¬
ton on whlch the tax was pald, or to
thelr legal representatlves. Any money
not claimed Is to bo held and used only
as a permanent school fund.

While It would not be well for the
persons entltled to thls monoy to be¬
gln spendlng it yet, thero Is a chance,
and about the flrst there has ever

been, that the Congress wlll pass the
bill refundlng to them a direct tax
whlch the Federal government has
not the constitutlonal rlght to lay. A
direct tax on land was refunded years
ago.
