law io be prepared. Tiie orlginal
amendment wns by Mr, Burleson, of
Texas, who made a strong plra for Its
paspago; but n substltute by Mr. Sher-
ley, of Kentucky, wlth a brlef nddltlon
by Mr. Olmsted, of Pennsylvanla, was
uccepted,
The necesnlty for Its adoptlon was

conceded by noarly every member who
nddroHseel tho IIouso, and Its xafo run¬
nlng of tho gnuntlet wns greetod wlth
applauso. Tho 'amondment Is as tol-
lowa:

AVhoover. being an offleer or em¬
ployo of the Unlted States, or a
person nctingr for or on behalf of
the Unlted States, In any eapaclty,
under or by vlrtue of thc authorlty
of any department or oHIcei- thero-
cf, and whlle holdlng such ofllce,
employment or position, shall, by
vlrtue of the offlce, employnieiit
or position held by hlm. becomo
possessed of any information whlch
mlght excrt an Influcnee upon or
aitect the market value of any pro-
duct of tho boII grown w tbln the
Unlted States, whlch Information
ls by Inw or by tho rules and prne-
tlccs of tho department or oflleo
retiulrcdto bc wlthhcld from publl-
catlon untll a flxod tlme. and Hhall
wllfully lmpart, dlrectly or Indi-
rectly, such Information. or any
part thereof, to any per»on not en¬
tltled under the law or tho rules
and practlces of the department
or ofllco to recelve the same, or
Ehall. before such Information ln
m**-de- mii-llc tbroue-h re_rular offi¬
clal channels, or lndlrectly, speeu-
lato ln any auch product respect-
lng whlch he has thus becomo pos¬
sessed of such lnf6rmatlon. by buy¬
ing or selllng the same ln uny
quantlty, shall bo lined not more
than 110,000 or Imprlsoned not more
than ten years. or both: provlded,
that no person shall be deemed
gullty of a vlolatlon of any rulo
by any department nnlesa prior to
such alleged vlolatlon he shall have
been provlded wlth a duly authen-
ticatecl written or printed state¬
ment of such rule or practlce.
