A marble slaTb
covers thls grave upon Avhich is legi-
bly inscribed: "Here lyeth interred the
body of RIchard Kennon, eldest son of
Kichard and Elizabeth (AVdrsharh)
Kennon. He was born the 5th of
Hecember, 16S4, and departed this life
the Sth of March, 16SS."

A doscendant of AVilliam Kennon and
Elizabeth LoavIs, Mrs. Mary Kennon
Eyans, now 84 years old, llves in
Portland, Ore.; whlle her son, Coi.
Robert Kennon Evans Avho marrled a

granddaughter of Judgo Jero Black,
a member of President Buchnan's
Cabinet, was mllitary uttache at Ber-
lln, and ls at present ln command of
tha Jefferson Barrccks, Missourl.
Rlchard Kennon, tho bullder of tho

house at Conjurer's Neck, dled ln 1G90,
and Avas presumably! burlod there.
L'ragmonts of tombstones wore, ln-
deed, remembered by those eurller ac-
quatnted with the place, but tho graA-es
of Rlchard and Henry Isham, his son
aud grandson, aro tho only ones deslg-
nated.
The Kennons Intermarrled with many

of the most promlnent famllles ln the
eolony. A son of the orlglnal Rlchard,
the second of his chlldren named for
him, and also a member of the House
of Bugesses, marrled Agnes Bolllng
n daughter of Coi. Robort Bolllng, oi
Kippax, the flrst of his name ln Amerl¬
ca, and n. groat-granddaughter of Po
cahontas, thelr weddlng ring havlnj
been ln possesslon of thelr great-
grandson, tho late Dr. AAMUIam Bevor
lrv Slnclalr, who llved for many vear:
beforo his doath, in 1804, lu Baltl
more.

Kennons must. too, havo kept them
in touch with the gay llfo at Williams¬
burg after the removal, in 1698, of the
seat of government from Jamestown
to that place; and in 1776, durlng the
Revolutlonary War when the British
had tholr hcadquarters there, tho
house and grounds were anlmated by
uniformed men,
The last of tho Kennons born at

Conjurer's Neck was Richard, a grand-
aon of Richard Kennon and Agnes
Bolllng, and a son of Robert Kennon,
who marrled Sarah Skipwlth, a daugh¬
ter of Slr Wllllam Skipwlth, an En-
gliah baronet who emigrated lo Vlr¬
glnla durlng Cromwell's usurpation, a
son of Slr Henry Skipwlth, of Prest-
wold, England, and a descendant of
Robert d'Estotuevlllo, Baron of Col-
llngliam ln tho tlmo of Wllllam the
Conqueror.
Richard Kennon, who dled at 44, and

la known ln hlstory as General Ken¬
non, entered the Revolutlonary Army
as lieutenant ln the Fifth Vlrglnla
Reglment, servlng wlth dlstlnctlon
thrOughout tho war, and belng pro-
moted to Brigadler-General. In 1788
he was a memher of the State Senate,
and Speaker of the Houso. He was
nlao a charter momber of tho Cln¬
clnnatl; and in 1801 was appointed by
Jefferson flrst Governor of Loulsana
dying before he took his seat.

Washlngton and the rest of the char¬
ter members; specimens of tho family
silver, contalning tho Kennon crest; a
portralt of General Kennon's wife,
Elizabeth Munford, wlth portralts of
their sons, Beverley, Richard and
George, ln full naval regalia.
There is a portralt of Wllllam Ken¬

non at Norwood, owned by hls son
Wllllam, and a second portralt of Ell¬
zabeth Munford Kennon, wlth a neck-
lace worn by her, and charmlng let-
ters descrlblng her gay llfe at Wil¬
liamsburg, ln possesslon of tho Rich¬
mond descendanta of her only daugh¬
ter, Sarah Skipwlth Kennon, and a
portralt of Sarah Skipwlth, with one
of her husband, Commodore Arthur
Stnclair.

fort, and Judge Stafford G. Whlttle. o
tho Vlrglnla Court of Appeals.
After Conjuror's Neck passed out o

tlio hands. of tho Kennons tho placi
was dlvided into oight farms and "tln
Brick Houso" had a successlon of ton
ants. In 1877 lt was owned by Robor
Hc-nry Batto, of Petersburg, whosi
Wldow, a granddaughter of Lord Lewl
Gordon, of Scotland, now lives li
Richmond with hor daughtor, Mrs
Thomas Frlend.
At that tlme Mra. Batto dcscrlbei

lt as an Edon. whoroin were "tree.
goo,i for food nnd pleasant tu thi
eyo." In approachlng lt ono wa
greoted wlth dellclous fragrance fron
bloasoming magnollas and iniperlii
Pawlonia trooa; from tho roso gardei
of half an ncro; from great Hla
buahea and jonqulla, narclssus am
othor flowers whlch crowded even th
fonco eorners of tho llelds.
Thero was also a varlety and ahun

denco of frult, to whlch tho hlatorl
pear troo added a luscious oontrlhu
tlon, and two prollllc fisherioa, fror
which slmd nnd horrlng wore taken 1
selnes and prepared for niurkot. Thre
srira boda nttracted aportamon fnn
mlloa iiroiind, whllo from tho-hnl whlu
th. family' icuvrvc-d fur it. .nvIwxIv

use a barrel bf blrds was frequently
taken.
They had roAvboavs, making tho trlp

to Petersburg elther by land or Avater;
and steamboats, plylng between that
toAVn and Clty Polnt, passed thelr door.
Relics of the prlmltlve occupants of
the penlnsula were dlscovered by the
plowsharo ln Indlan arroAvheads, a ca-

paclous and symmetrlcal stone martar
ana an Immense stone hatchet, all of
whlch were preserved by Mrs Batte.
On one occaslon when the servants

were cuttlng up hogs on a heavy
whltewashed board tho ax Avent deoper
than Avas Intended, reveallng a solld
plece of walnut. It proved to be a
masslvo door, doubtless once uscd ln
the house. From lt Mrs. Batte had a

seAvlng tablo made, whlch sho still
OAvns.
In 1878 Dr. Slnclalr, of Baltlmore,

the grandson of General Kennon, Avith
Professor Hahr, of Richmond, vlslted
tho spot, when fragments of tho door
belng presented to the former he de¬
clared his intention of havlng them
converted Into rollcs for dlstributlon
among members of the Kennon famlly.

I Descrlblng the house at that tlmo,
Dr. Slnclalr sald: "It is bullt of Im¬
ported brlck, wlth walls nearly three
feot thlck and chlmneys of towerllko
helght and strength. Beneath ls a
basement paved wlth tlles, the wholo
belng ln excellent preservatlon, and lf

l not pulled down or dostroyed by tlro
ls llkely to stand a thousand years."
To thls Mrs. Batte adds: "One en-

terod a spaclous hall runnlng betAveen
1 two hlgh-pltchod rooms 26 feot long

by 26 broad. In thoso carved walnut
mantols reached from tho floor to the
oeillng, flanked on elther side by ro-
cessfes so deep as to sorvo -for rooma.
Ono of theso wasused ns a llbrary,
another eontalnlng tlio curlos brought

to Mrs. Batte by hor naval relatlvea,
whlle abovo they wero furnlshed as

dresslng rooms. In tho second story,
too, thero was a large hallroom, occu-

pylng the front end of the passage.
It was ralsed several feet above the
rest of the floor, and beneath lt was

a convenlent cuddy, whlle ln the baae-
nient was an ample wine cellar."

A Flre ln 1870.
In 1879 the house at Conjurer's Neck

took flro, when the lntcrior and much
of the furnlture, lncludlng valuablo
papers, wlth lettors to tho family from
General Washlngton and Btored in the
cuddy, wore burned. ,

The walls, however, wlth the e.\-

ceptlon of tho north-end wall, whlch
was slightly cracked, remained flrm.
This Mr. Batte rebullt of the ortglna!
brlck, removing it ln bo dolng a few
feet in, thus -narrowing the structurc.
Wlth thls difference the exterior of
the houso ls exactly the same erected
by Richard Kennon in 1685. The in-
terlor linishing is not so handaonio.-
however, and tlie halls and rooms are
narrower.
Soon after this Mr, Batte sold tho

property, whlch ogain passed through
a successlon of hands. It Is now owned
by Mr. Theodore Lower. -who. witli his
family, rcmoved to Vlrglnla from South
Dakota. An excellent turnplke road
puts Mr. Lower withln half an hour
of Petersburg. whlle hls launoh ert-
ablos hlm to vlslt friends all along the
rlver.
No vlslble habitation, however. mars

the suggestlve Ionesomeness of the ah-
uatlon; and the vonorablo structurc,
tlie sllent wltness of unknown joyn
and aorrows, is seemlngly as solltary
to-day as when set by Richard Kennon
.who bullded better than he know.
Ir. tho mldst of the prlmnval foreat.
