The board clalms
that Dr. Franklin diagnosed the dis-
ase as chickenpox, when In reality
lf. was smallpox. He will not be
charged. however. wlth havlng made a

wrong dlagnosls.

Aftor the adoptlon of the orlglnal
ordinance rerjuirlng physicians to re¬

port to the Board of Hcalth, another
ordinance was passed by the City
Council addlng tuberculosis and mens'a«
to the Ust. At the same tlme power
was given to the board to add such
other dlseases as It deerned best, tho
Ust belng then extended to include
wbooplng cough, muinps and chicken¬
pox.

That all doctors might be fully ad-
vlsed of the new regulatlons, a elrcular

have willingly nnd cheerfullv complied
the result bring satlsfactory.

'very durk room." ho added. "and whlle sha
hao some fever I dld not make a posltlve
dlagnosls. I gave her a prescrlptlon, went
back the next day and found that the fever
had dlsappeaied. She had a tlny eruptlon
arr.und the mouth, Dr. Levy's statement
that she came from Carollne county. where
there has beon much chickenpox, according
to the newspipers, rather convlnces me now
thnt she had nothlng else, when she recov-
ereo' so nulckly. Taking Into conslderatlon
the period of Ineubatlon, I hardly thlnk
tha* the medlcal students could have con-
tiacted smallpox fmm "the woman. I dld
not conslder ber my patlent. as it was
-v:>-l»v work. with no record of It on my
borks."

Oovernor Robert B. Glenn, of North
Carolina, had a conferonco wlth Gov-
ernor- Swnnson and leadlng members ol
the Leglslature, to whom he polnteri
out tho difficulty of enforclng thc pro¬
hlbltlon laws ln hls Stato wlth sc

many dlstillerles and saloons dblng
buslness on thc Virginia slde of thc
llnc.

"Of course, I know," sald Governot
Glenn, "that lt wlll requlro a Federal
lawto prcvent tho shlpment of liquor
from Virginia to North Carolina, but
my Idea is that lf a few of these ro-
sorts near tho North Carolina bordcr
could be forced to close, we would have
less trouble hereafter. I hardly cxpect
Congress to pass a national antl-Jug
law at thls sesslon, but It Is bound to
come.

Dlspatch saw the Governor at the Sea¬
board Alr Line Statlon, he was hold-
lng a receptlon. Secretary Thomas. of
the Rallroad Y. M. C. ,A., had him In
charge. Old rallroad men.onglheers,
flremen and brakemen.wanted to meet
him.

Defends Ills Speech Ilerc.
"If I have been crltlclzed for coming

lnto Virginia to prcach prohlbltlon,"
sald Governor Glenn, "I want to Jus-
tlfy my course on three ground**. In
the flrst place, I was Invlted to ad¬
dress the Antl-Saloon League; I wanted
to tell them that we would drivo all
of the saloons and distlllerles out of
North Carolina in May, and, further-
more, my grandfather was a Virginian,
and I was anxlous to see how the old
grandmother was gettlng along,
"The campaign agalnst liquor down

home, as we say ln Virginia, wlll bo
aggresslvo and succesaful. I expect
to take part In it, The people. of the
Stato Wlll have the opportunlty of
votlng, and even If the whiskey ele-
ment should tv-ln we would not lose thc
dry territory."
Nobody can doubt the slncerlty of

tho Governor In hls crusade agalnst th*
rum demon. Me has been conslster.t
all along, and he says he wlll feel that
hls admlnlstratlon was a suceess lf he
can leave the executlve office with
the knowledge that prohibition spreads
from the.mountain to the sea.

Rate Questlon Scttlcd.
"Oh, yes, .we are delighted that the

troublesomc rallroad problem has been
satlsfactorily adjusted." sald the Gov¬
ernor. "You may remembcr that in
my message to the General Assembly
a year ago I advocated a flat rate of
2 1-2 conts. The Leglslature made it
2 1-4, and I had to enforce something
which I had not favored. But lt was
the law, and thls faet swopt aslde all
other conslderatlons. The rallroads
and the peoplo have no complnlnt to
mnke now. They wlll get along ln
peace. Although I am not the man to
crltlcize Virginia, I believe the people
here would have moro reason to re-
Jolco if they could be rld of dlffer-
ences and reach a solutlon as wo have
done. In North Carolina the publlc are
wllllng to pay 2 1-2 cents. the rail-
roads admlt that they can stand lt, and
the employes regard lt as the end of
wagc reductlons."

POLICE BOARD
TO INVESTIGATE

Scherer Charges That Both Miller
and Richmond Officer Were

Intoxicatcd on Train.
At police headquarters ycstorday lt

was stated that charges of drunkcn-
ness whlle on thc traln brlnglng
Charles Mlller, alleged head of a no-
torlous gang of thlcvcH. back' to Rlch¬
mond, from Orange Courthouse Tues¬
day evenlng, will be lnvestjgated, and
that tho matter may be flnaliy brought
offlclally to the attention of the Board
of Commlssloners.

It ls alleged by several peoplo on
the traln at the tlme that the Rlchmond
officer.Dcteoilve Sergeant Wren.and
Mlller wero Intoxicatcd, and that the
prisoner was so greatly under tjic ln-
fluence of liquor at tho Gordonsvllle
statlon that hc became unruly and
cursed In the presence of ladics. Ac-
cordlng to the allegatlons, Mlller was
plentlfully supplled wlth liquor. havlng
a plnt In each pocket, and took throe
drlnks batwecn Orange Courthouse and
Gordonsvllle, a dlstance of elght miles.
Though no one states that he saw

Sergeant Wren ln the act of taklng a
drlnk, there are several who allege
that he evldently had bcen drlnklng.
Pnssengcra from Charlottesville and
Gordonsvllle were dlsgusted at the
slght of Miller. and many thought that
he had been suppllod wlth the liquor
by those connectcd wlth the. prosecu¬
tlon In order to make hlm talk. Thls
is Indlgnantly denied.
When soen Wedne.sday nlght In rc-

gard to the affalr. Speclal Agent L. L.
Scherer. of the Chesapeake and Ohlo
Rallroad, did not care to make any
statement. On seelng In one of the
afternoon papers yesterday, however,
that Sergeant Wren denied being near
Miller, and seelng thc latter tako a
drlnk. Mr. Scherer declared thut. in
Justlce to himself und hls men. he
should make a statement.
He asserts that Wren was neaif

Mlller, and that he could not have
hclped seelng thc prisoner drlnklng;
that a number of rellable wltnesses,
wllllng to testlfy if nece.«sary, wlll
corroborate hlm in saylng that a Rlch¬
mond clty officer was Intoxicatcd, and
that Mlller was also drunk. Mr. Scher¬
er will probably be ->ummoned before
the Police Board.
Detectlvc Sergeant Wren denied yes¬

terday the charges made by Special
Agent Scherer. j He stated that hc and
Deputy City Sergeant Nance took Mll¬
ler, the alleged baggage thlef to
Orange Courthouse, and there dellv-
ered hlm to the sheriff of that county,
when thelr responslblllty for hlm
ceased.
Miller wa* brought back to Richmond

that nlght by a deputy sheriff of
Orange county. and the Rlchmond offi¬
cers did not have hlm ln custody. Ser¬
geant Wren stated that he did not sit
near the prisoner on the return trlp,
and that he tlld not eeo hlm have
or drink any whiskey. On arrlval ln
Rlchmond the two officers asslsted In
seelng the pnlsoner safely Jallcd. but
thoy did not havo the papers and did
not feel that they were responsible
tor hlm. Detectlve Sergeant Wren
could not be reached last night in re-

gard to Mr. Scherer's later charges of
drunkenness.

who wero ln a poultlon to selzo Hawa.II
and the Phlllpplnes wlthout the United
States belng able to got her forces ln
line for defense, could land an army
of a inllllon men on the Pacifie coaut.
The Importancc of at once doubllns
the Amerlcan navy and taking up such
a comprehenslve polley, as would ren-
der the sea strength equal to that
of any world power. and kcep It so,
was earnestly advocated as the best
guarantee of the peace of the country
ln futurc years.
Captaln Hobson charged that

through fear of trouble wlth tho Japa¬
nese. Presldent Roosevelt has dlrectetf
the fe'upreme Court of Callfornla (.
