Will Vote Agalnst Him.
It ls believed that some Democrats

ln the Assembly will vote agalnst
conflrmatlon. In any event. but. it is
difflcult to indicate what proportion of
the majorlty party' will pursue thls
course.
The Jolnt committee ls eomposed of

Senators Echols, Mann, Rlson. I>»sner
and Wlckham. anel Delegates Weat,
Stuart. Cooke. Wilson and Janncy. The

last namcd inemher was called home
on Friday nlght by a telegram, and ls
not expected to return untll to-mor¬
row. It was for thls reason, and for
tlie further purpose of lettlng the ofll-
clul Stonbgrapher complete hls work,
that tli<- executive sesslon to make up
the report went over untll to-morrow
nlglit. It Is dllllcult to sny nt thls
tlme whether or not the commlliee
can complete Its work at one executive
sesslon, but thls Is probnble, as thc
members, havlng heard the evldence,
have doubtless made u'p their tnlnds,
and lt Is not thought the report wlll
bo a very elaborato one.

Am lo Judge Blackstone.
The proposed Blackstone Investiga¬

tion. Whlch occupled the attention of
the House during much of Snturday's
sesslon, may come up on the floor of
that body nguln to-day, and If It does
not, it wlll certainly be consldered In
tho Commlttee for Courts of Justico
to-morrow mornlng at 10 o'clock, when
It Is set as a special order.

Resolutlons ealllng upon the Legls¬
lature to Investlgate the ofnclal con¬
duct of Judge Blackstone, wlth a view
to Impeachment. were presonted by
Hon. Harry Houaton at tho request
of cltizens of Klizabeth Clty county.
and it Is these resolutlons and petl¬
tlons that will be consldered to-mor¬
row mornlng.
A pfomineht Hampton lawycr apent

Saturday In Hlchmond, golng over the
sltuation and preparlng to nppear for
the prosecutlon, and lt ls understood
tliat Mr. Wyndham B. Meredith, of tlils
city, will appear wlth hlm. Thls Hamp¬
ton lawycr secured copies of the pro¬
ceedlngs In the Campbell case and
armed himself wlth other authorltles
on the removal of Judges by the Leg¬
lslature. Thls was taken by 'some to
mean that n tlght wlll be made In thls
<|in:rtor for removal rather than Im¬
peachment. A number of Judge Black¬
stone's frlends are ln the city. and
though It Is not known who wlll ap¬
pear for hlm. It Is understood that ho
will have strong counsel and wlll make
a vlgoroiiH flght agalnst removal.

Wlll lle sSen-itillonnl.
The resolutlon of Mr. Page. provldlng-

that there be no Investigation unleas
the sesslon Is extended or nn extra
sesslon ls called. was passed by ln
the House after a splrlted debate on
Saturday, and wlll probably not be
called up agaln, in view of the faet
that the Committee for Courts of Jus¬
tico will take up the whole question
to-morrow. The investigation seems
Inevltabtc, and whether lt Is held now
or later. It promises to be tiery and
Interesting from its very Inception.
As to the Board of Fisheries. no pub¬

llc move has been made for an Inves¬
tigation, but there are whlspers of
the possibllity of one about thc Cap¬
itol nearly every day. and a resolutlon
looking to this end may come up at
any time.

Here and There in the Legislature
The blll aimed by' Judge Mann In

the Senate ul the fake soclal clubs has:
bc-cn passed upon favorably by the
commlttee, and wlll probably come up
for actlon on the floor some time this!
week.
The measure preacrlbes conditions

with which only bona flde social or-]
(ranizatlons can comply, and one clause
to whlch even the latter are making
ecrlous objectlon. It requlrea the club
or corporation applylng for a llcenso
to sell liquor '» giv>- bond for $.",.0110.
Tlie club must have been in oxlstence,
with a membershlp of not less than
thlrty resldent members, for a year
prlor to the appllcatlon for lieense.
aud mu3t have had as many as three
rpoms open continuously during this
perlod for tho entertalnment of mem-

bors and thelr guests.
Tho blll was drawn up by the nttoty-

tit-ys for several of the legltimate so¬

cial clubs, and was accepted by Judge
Mann, with one amendment. which pro-
hlblts tho sale of liquor on electlon
idays and Sundays. Thls amendment
rcads as follows!
"Nor shall sald eorpornllou or club

¦ell, dlspcnae or dlstrihiid- vrlnea, nr-

dent splrltn, mnlt liiiuors, or any mlx-
turc thereof, iilcobolic liquor*, or any
xnlxture tbercof, bltter* contalnlng; nl-
cobol or friills preNervcd Iu alcohol, on

Sundnys or electlon days."
There are many other conditions ln

tho blll whlch make It practically im-
possible for the fake organlzations to

|Obtaln a llcense. The amendment add¬
ed by Judge Mann affectlng the sale
of liquor 011 Sunday Is opposed by the
bona flde clubs, whlch strongly object
to being placed on the plane of ordl-
jiary saloofis.

-! Mr. E. C. Watson, of Roanoke, post
.xaltcd ruler of the Elks of that clty,
ls ln Rlchmond, and appenred beforo
the Flnance Commltteo In opposition to
thls amendment. Mr. Watson believes
t.iere ls ,a good pr.ospect of defeating
the bill 011 the floor. He says that the
Mann blll wlll klll both fake clubs and
ltgltlmute clubs at the same time, and
declares that the blll offered by tho
sttorneys for the clubs, without Judge
Jlann's amendment, would aocompllsh
the deslred pufpose.

Tho Senate Committee on Privileges
aml F.lectlons has reported favorably
tho bill provldlng that tho corporation
commlssloners be elected by the people.

The House Committee on Prtvlleges and
Klectiotis reported a similar blll, wlth
the recommendation that lt do not pass,
and thus the flght over the matter is
comlng on agaln. It will be recalled
that the Senate passed the Halsey blll
on the subject almost unanlmoiisly, and
that It was defeated ln the House by
a narrow majorlty. It Is generally be.
Ileved around the Capltoi that the blll
will go through the Senate ugnln hy
practlcally the same vote by which It
orlginallv passed thnt body; and that
it will now pass the House. notwilh-
standing the adver.se report of th<-
cunimittee of thnt body. The Ilnal
vote in tlie House was very close. and
lt is sald thut a number of members
who were about the Capltoi, but not
on the Iloor. would have voted for the
hill had they beon present when the
roll was callel.

ln any event the flght is a most in¬
teresting one, and is already engaging
tlie serlotis attentlon of many members
of both branches of the General As¬
sembly.

Mr. J. T. Cowan. former State Sena¬
tor from Montgomery county, is in the
city. and ls looking after the Interest
of Radford ln the matter of tho es-
tabllshment of a normal school.j Mr.
Cowan says that notwlthstanding the
fact that tho Committee on Public In-
Btitutions and Education has reported
ln favor of Harrisonhurg. Radford has
by no means glven up the llght, and
hopes yet to win on the floor of tlm
Senate.

Dr. Garland P. Moore. a member of
the Governor's staff, was ln tho city
rocently and attended a meetlng of
the'executive committee of the State
Antl-Tuherculosls League.
Tho object of the meetlng was to

perfect arrangements for maklng an
exliiblt of Vlrglnla's work agalnst the
dlsease, nt the Internatlona' Congress
for the Preventlon of Tuherculosls, to
be held ln Washlngton In the spring.

Dr. Moore s'tuted that the organlza¬
tion is very much grutifled that the
Virginia Leglslature had passed Dr.
Gravatt's blll for tlio preventlon of
tuherculosls, nnd declared that good
work ls being done toward the externil-
niition of tho disease In the Stato, aml
thnt, the offlcers of the league had a

right to feel proud of what had al¬
ready hoen accompllshed.

While in
the House Mr. Coleman was the leader
of the opposltlon to what ls known as
the Caton rolling stock blll. the pass¬
age of which would have taken a large
sum in taxes from several leaeiing
cltles, incliullng Roanoke and Rich¬
mond. Mr. Coleman left hore yester¬
day.

Mr. W. T. Gentry. vlce-presldent of
the Southern Bc-11 Telcphone and Tele-
graph Company. with headquarlers in
Atlanta, was at the Jefferson yester¬
day. havlng come here to confer wlth
Richmond offlcers of the company.

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The Loss Will Reach Nearly
$ioo,coo, With but little

Insurance.

IIIGH POIXT. February 9,.-Tlie btg-
gest flre ln the hlstory of the city in
dollars and cents occurred here last
night, when the maln plant of the
Southern Car Company was coinplotely
destroyed hy flro. together wlth all ma-

chinery.
The loss is between $80,000 and $100,-

000 and covered by only one-third in¬
surance. There were twenty-threc- cars
worth several thousand dollars each,
almost reuely to go out, und these were
also consumed. The orlgln of the flre
Is not known, hut Is believed to have
started ln the cahlnet-room. Tho plant
la located almost a mlle from thu busi¬
ness sectlon of tho city, and by the
time the tlre companles arrlved the
mniumoth building was on flro all ovor
and there wus no chance lo save It.
Work wns thon dlrocted ln saving

the new addition to the maln plant
where a number of oars were nlso In
course of coiupletion und whlch ls
used as a ilnishing room und for othoi
purposes. Thls und other bulldlngs
and a strlng of box cars standlng on
the slde-tracks were saved by the flre-
mcin or the loss would havo beon at
least double what It is. Tho cars
caught flre twlce, but wero promptlj
put out. A largo black liorso bolongliit
to the company was drlven from tlie
stahles, only to return at olico anel
drop dead from the heat' hy tho tlnic
llic stable was reached.
The Southern Cnr Company was es-

tahllshed in 10011, and tho bulldlngs
were of brlok. lt wus capltall/.od ai
$2ii0,000, and was tho only company
maklng eloctrlt: cars of lts klnd Soutl
of Wlimington, Dol. The offlcers ol
tho company aro: Presldent, J. 101-
wood Cox; Vice-Presldent, W. E. Snow
Secretary und Treusurer, K, R, BrlggB
Tho loss ls u henvy ono to tho stock-
holdors und Hlgh Polnt: also ln thal
it was the only factory of Its klnd hore
but out of the ushos will nrlso a hot-
tor and larger plant, thls belng glven
your rorrespoiident hy Mr. Brlggs to-
day. Nolwlthstandlng tho latetiess o
tho hour. the wliolo ciity seeined to
ho out to wltness tho big flro, whicli
burned lor several hours, »

Sallsbury herc-
tofore has been supplylng eiry towns
ln South Carolina wlth liquiel refresh-
ments, and hcreafter Virginia will be
called upon to perform a slmllar stunt
for the thlrsty ones In North Caro¬
lina. The three towns whlch were
made the special target by the Law-
makers are a triflc- sore, and they are
expresslng their opinions in and out
of season. The only happy people In
the Ilquor buslness nre the nioon-
shlners."

"Wlth the flght, whlch Is belng made
ln New York agalnst race-track bet-
tlng," saiel a tourist from Brooklyn
at tlie Richmond, "it would not be stir-
prlsing to find great changes on the
hlg tracks next summer, but If tihe
bookmakers are put out of buslness it
will mean the enj of horse-raclng as
a national sport. Not one man ln a
thousand would journey far and pay
big gate money simply to see tho
thoroughbreds run for a blue rlbbon or
a purse.

True. tlu- pool-rooms over
th>> country hav,- practlcally been ellml-
nuted. but tlu- game ls supported by
thos,- who go to the tracks. ln New
York. -(or Insfance, there is one heWB-
Ipaper whlch has hoen perslstently
Ihouneliug Governor Hughes for not
hreaking up the trade of the book¬
makers. and yet it devotes columns to
the sport. glving every day copyrlghl-
ed tlps for the bettors. Tlie people
roael on one page that r.aoing is the
most wicked thing on earth and on
another page they are informed in bijj
black type that such and such a horse
is almost certaln to wln. He ls al¬
most certaln to lose, a fact long ago
learneel by pikers and plungers allke
iWlth absolutely no be-ttlng, the finesi
thoroughbreds in tlie East would be
about aa valuable as a locomotlve whei
all the trains of thls country are
operated by electrlclty."

Charles Cannon, of Ohio, Under
Obligation to Physician
Formerly of Richmond.

Physlclana here havo beon mtich In-
torestod ln the report of a Bbnlowliat
unustial operatlon performed at Itunt-
Ington, W. V.i., by a young doctor, who
was formerly a Hlchmond boy. The
cjug was that of ('hnrles Cannon, of
Ironton, Ohlo, a baseball playcr ot
moro thnn local fnnw, who. wliiie play¬
ing a game ne.ir tho end nf last sea¬
son, was Struck In tho throiit by a

pltclied hall, resultlng ln tlie ontlre
loss of hls voicc, Ironton doctors ro-
garded thc loss of speecli as Ilnnl, aud
were greatly surprlscd when later the
young man received a scvere fall. tho
Jar of whlch for a time restored tho
power of speech, hls volce le.-iving hiiti
agaln ln a few days ns suddenly ns lt
had returned.
Cannon went to Huntlngton and was

examlncd by Dr. McGulre, who found
that hls trni-het h;id boen broken by
the blow of tho baseball, and'had slnce
been for the grentcr part of tho timo
out of place.

Dr. McGulre set thw nrgans of thc
throat which had fallen. nnd for somo

tlme young Cannon onjoyed tlie use ot
his volce until a few tvoeks slnce,
when n Jolt from a street car ngaln
dlslocated th-» dellcato throat orarans
and destroyed tbe power of speech. Dr.
McGulre declded that nothlng furthor
could be dono without an operatlon.
and cnllc-d In Dr. Charles M. Hawes. a

voung stirgeon nnd throat speclnllst,
formerly of Richmond. Tlio two physl-
cians performed nn operatlon rarely ot-

ternpted, and wlth slgnal suceess ln
this Instance. Dr. Hawes after openlng
tho throat, sewed ln place tho broken
trachet, so that It will support the
laryiiN. Tlie young man has now en-

tlroly recovered from the operatlon,
and it Is thought wlll have tho per¬
manent use of hls volce.
Both Dr. McGulre and Dr. Hawes nre

grnduates of the Unlverslty of Virginia
and are being generally congratulated
on the suceess of un unustial operatlon
on a difflcult and dellcute organ ot tho
throat.
