Knglish Ecllpae ran against all tlm
best horses of his einy, and always
beal them wlth caso. carrying enorm-
oiis welghts.' lie won ton King's plates
with 168 pounds up. aml was never put
to hls speed. Aiiu.ng his sons and
daughters there were 160 winners. who
brought their owners $800,000, exclu¬
sivo uf <ups.

Mr. ColCS tlm l.reoilor of our Kiilpse,
pives us the following account of the
niaiumr in whlch Im was reared;
"The eolt was weiino.l 10th Novem¬

ber. Ai tlm commencemont of
wlnter, fo(| wlth four quarta shorta,
whlch wns Increased durlng tho wln¬
ter to eight quarta per day; hay,
clovrr dampened. Second year-.ln tho
spring. turned to grass wlth no graln,
November K'tli put up; fed with eight
epiarts shorta per day; durlng wlnter
phorts Increased to ten <iunrts; hay
same' as first wlnter.

'Third year.Turned to grass wlth
four quarta shorta per day. Septem¬
ber lst commenced hrnnking: feed
olght qtiarts onts. through wlnter; hay
as fornmrly: grnin ground. corn nnd
oats; equal to eleven quarta emts.
March lst. commenced and trained for
nine weeks: then gave a trial of two
inlles and found the colt very superlor.
"Fourth year.In summer turneel to

grass; fed with ground oats anel ceirn,
equal to nine quarta oats; in wlnter,
liay as formerly. with nine quarta oats
per day, tlll lst March, 181$. whon
commenced training; feed oats anel
i-racked corn. ei|iial to twelve quarts
oats."

Qulte a contrast to the metliod of
to-day -when they are mostly kept in
box atalls and fed like pigs on oats.
molassca nnd everythlng to fntten them
for sale as yearllnga.

Ecllpse ran hla flrst race when flvo
yenrs old at Newmarket, Long Island,
t.wo-mile heats anel won, beatlng
Blaekeyetl Susan. by Sjir Archy. nnel on
15th March, 1SI?. was sold to Mr. Van
Itaust, nnd in June, 1S19. won club
purse at Bath. 1,. I. ln October won
Club purse. Bath, 1,. I.. four-mile heats,!
beatlng Little John and Fearnaught.
In 1820 und l^'-'l he was in tlie stud.
October 15, 1821, won oluh purse. ,1a-
maica. 1^ I. four-niile heats, heat ing
tlm noteel Lady Llghtfoot in S:lM anel
8:02. ln May. 1S22, won club purse
over Union course. L. 1. beating Slr
Walter. etc, in 7:15 and 8:in). October,1822, won club purse, four-mile heats,
Vnlon course. A challenge havlng ap¬
peared in which James J. llarrlson. of
A'irglnla. proposed to run Slr Charles.
1»- Slr Archy, against Ecllpae for $"..-
00ft or $10.00(1. The challenge was ac¬
cept by Alr. Van Raust. Rotli horses
came to the post. r>ut Mr. llarrlson
paid fe.rfeit. as his horse hael gone
lame, but proposed to run u dash rut
four mlles for $1,500. The first two
miles' were run ln 3:60, when Slr
Charlea hroko down. and Ecllpae won
as Im plcased. Then followed tho
match between Ecllpae, mentloned
above. lle started nine times nml won
nine times. nnd ncve-r paid forfelt. All
of hls rHces. but one. wero four-mile
3"iats. a truly wonderful porformance.
lle was oqually ns great ln the stud.
Tbe most famous of hls projeny are
Lance. Lady Jackson. Black Marla,
who run flvo four-mile heats ln one
day anel won. Mlngo Ten Broeck, who
held ihe records for ono mlle, one-
mlle and flve furlongs and four mlles,
anel Arlel, who ran fifty-seven race3
sind won forty-two, of which aevon-
tcen were four-mile heats.

tlmt is never dono.
When the photograph nf that grand

ild horse' Eolus wus placed ln 'Ihe
I'imos-Disnutcli some weeks ngo lt
iilensed the oyo of hiindreds of those
who love good liorsos '.o slmply look
it the snld ple.luro. Ifeiwcver, lf alOng
ivllh thls photogrnph of ftolllS, the pic-
turo-of thal. grenl Old lti-ire Ccrlse (the
dam of Morollo. ono ot tlio gri«nt»sl
rolts tlmt Eolus ever slreell had bcen
sent to the paper also, I feel sure that
It would hnve be-en nrintcd wlth ule-as-
ure. nnd observed by hiindreds of per¬
sons with the keenest. interest, followed
wlth this remark by many; "I have
always wanted to seSo a picture of the
dam Of Mnrello." Vet for some reuson,
I cannot imngine why, very few breed-
ers keep photngrnphs of tholr broud
mares. This is a mlstake. nevertheless,
1 believe. it matters not what others
thlnk: because not only the ilum, hut
the foal should he photographeil. and
thus attruct the Interest of the publlc
to the foal nnd Its dam us well as its
sire. nnd the result wlll soon be that
brecding horses wlll not continuo to
be so oneslded.
What 1 me-an to lllustrnto by the

term "oneslded" ls thls: that as the
condltlon exists ut present. by rar too
much ls expected of the slre. A mnn
wlll purchase a splendld stallion nnd
brlng hlm Into ti nelglibnrhnod with the
good Intention of. Improvlng tlie horses
of thut vlelnlty. Yot many mares are
bred to this goud hnrso that are slmply
too inferlor as Indlvlduals. as well as

In blood llnes. to produce a good colt
by anv llvlng horse-; the condltlon then
is tinquestlonnbly oneslded.all we
thlnk nbout ls the stallion, Wlllch WO
nre going tu hreed lo. hnve se.-n good
picturos of stalllons only; when a

good looking horse meets us ln the
road it turns out to be the "new stal¬
lion" which tlie "company" bought.
onlv paving $3,500. tliou£h. for liim as

he is an "imported stallion."
Ineleed. as n rule the horse breeders

wlio havo selected good mares for thelr
own studs havo wrltton very llttle
nbout the good hrooel tnares antl sald
less. The ordlnnry mnn who slmply
breeds what he has will In sjjjno cases
innke iiuite an effeut tp securo tho ser¬
vlce of a good stallion, und then spojl
hls chances of getting a good colt by
breedlng u man- that really should not
hc allowed to he bred t'i nny horse.

hrooel mafe's true value ls soldom np-
nroe-iatoel as It should be, to say the
least of lt.
Agaln. wo must rememlmr that the

tnaro is tlio dam of tlie mule us well
ns she Is the mother of every horse.
and that ln thls connection, too, tlm
mare must he a good e>ne IT tlie mule
sho produccs Is unything extru ns nn
Indlvlelunl. Then what are tho re¬
qulrements of the indlvldiinl tn entltlo
Imr to tho term a -'good hrooel mare"?
- She must have geiod manners; must
not. ho tno oxcltnblo; of course, tho
breodlng to bo consldered. a thorough-
bred mare will naturally he moro ner¬
vous than a elruft mnre. But there is
a elecleled ellffercnce betwcfii -what Is
cnllod by tho horseman "hlgh llfe" anel
bnel mnnners. Bael manners Is usually
tho result of bad handllng nnd bad
tralnlng. on the pnrt of mnn. though
it may elnte hnck for a generntion or
more. yet somo rough mnn wus the
cause in tho tlrst place of thls had
temper; as a rule lt is natural for a
horse to show hls "raising."

Tlie mare whlch Is seloctcd to hc
used as a hrood mnre must Stand firm
011 her legs. Sho should huve broad
hlps. anel gooil. strong back, with ribs
well sprung. By the term broad hlps
I do not mean thnt she must have hlps
too prominont.rngged hlps.bul 1
Inenn the distance from one hlp to tlm
other ncross tlie rurap (croup) must he
uiarked according to the slze of tlm
nnimal. Also. the distance from the
point where tlie back unltes with the
ruiiip must have good length, or ihe
sald space bc long onough to prevent
tho anlmal from havlng a cut-off, short
.-.poeiirarite .'rom tho top ui the ruinp
to tho huse of tho tall. Nor should the
said rump be too sloping from the hack
to the animal's tail (n cat-hamed mare
ls not upt to produce well-shapetl colts).
The head of the hrooel mare. above

all other anlmals, should Indicate good
nnture anel intolligence. Tlie ears
should not ho long aml thlck, nor
should the nnimal be narrow hetween
tlm eves, with the bone inclined to
bulge to tho front. A thin ear. well
Ipolnted, not too long. witli quick mo¬
tlon as tlie animal's attentlon is at-
traoted by sound. etc, not only adds to
the good looks of any horse, hut it is,
hlno'times out of ten, Indlcattve of an
anlmal whlch is not only easy to traln,
but especlally a mare thut will pay tlm
best attentlon to her colt. A brood
mare must he a good mother, must be
fond of her colt, ln order to get the
best results, as n rule.
Not only must she have a geiod head,

but tlie mare must have 11 woll-devol-
oped neck. witli plenty of length, plenty
of room In tlm vlclnlty "f the throat,
in order thal she may flex tho head on

tlm neck wlthout too much pressuro
iu, ibe alr passage in thut region
(larynx nt tln- opejilng of tlm traeheal
or choing. Tht- shouldcr should be
sloping nml wlthers compar.it lvoly
high. Her hack should be eompara-
tlvely broael. but not too long from

slblo ut tho armory, Mr. Punlap Is
contident tha) the candldates will hc
in sucli good condltlon when the call
is lssued for otltdoor work. tliat they
will nol he forced to tuke things easy
In orelet- to nvoid lanio urrns anel gen-
orttj. soreness.

We-nk
eyes, thlnk wiiiel. boney deposits on tlio
llmbs.rlng bono, spavln, etc..shoul.i
not bo allowctl on brood mares: that is
to say, mares so tliseasod should not
bo used for broedlng purposes (nor
should stalMons, elther). Abovo all
thlngs. do not brood lo bllnel nnlmals.
Nothlng roqulres more iittcnjjou than

the feet of our horses. We shall have
foot trouble enough without broedlng
bad foet to Btart wlth. ,

The logs must also bo good. Crookcil
k-gs not only nro very objectlonable
to look nt ln horses, hut they nre not
properly set undej the unlina); thus the
welght ls not well balanced, and the
re-sult ls that theso crooked legs prc-
ellsposo a horse to many dlseaaos pu-
ctlllnr to tho llmhs of the horse.

Last, but not least, select good look¬
ing Indlvlduals when securing anlmals
to brood. Especiallv Is thls truo of the
brood maro. Wo all know thnt looks
has a great deal to do wlth the value
of a horse. lu faet. beauty ln the horse
makes hlm sell. Just as you seldom
see a brlght, attractive man, a man of
truo ablllty. tliat Is not tlie son of a
smart woman, so you seldom see a
hanelsomo four-vcar-old colt unless Its
dum wns also a good-looklng. stylish
mare. In faet. let tbo broeitl mare be
always a good type of her breed, wlth
style. actlon and conformatlon sulll-
clent to nttrnct tho attention of any
good judgo of a horso who sees hor.
The plioto of the grny mnre ls not

only of a well-bred mare, but a splen¬
dld Indlvldunl. too. .She is by Dlabolus,
out of a well-made, well-bred llttle
grny mare.

Answer No. 2.A llberal dally supply

of soutitl onts antl corn, wllh one qtiart
of wheat braii twlce dally, together
with a plenty of fresh water three
times daily.mornlng, noon anel nlght.
before feedlng, with good, comfortable
quarters, will be a splendld substltute
for condltlon powders, lu my oplnlon.

Questlon No. ".How much aconlto
should a farmer give a horse when tho
horso has pneumonia?
Answer No. 3.Of all drugs used In

treatlng slck horses. npno ls more tlun-
gorous ln Ilm hands of the non-profes-
sion.-il man than aconlto, Aconlto Is a
eloadly polsoil, anel should never ho used
to admlnlstor to anlmals except by the
yetonarlan, antl yotonarlans use lt very
carofuily.

G. Toler
at Wlchlta. Kansns, nnd foaled Iri 18S5,
whllo hls turf career begnn as a thren-
yenr-old; llkewlsc hls stud career tho
¦nme season. That year he paced to a
record of 2:13, and gave evldence of n

brilliant future. Ho was not rncod at
four. but his work In the stud resulted
in Jlm Romoy, 2:10 1-1. nnd two or

threo other stnndnrd porformers nt tho
pace, whllo at flve yenrs old he got
Gentry's Trcasure, hls flrst 2:10 per-
former.

Durlng the latter season he passed
to Holt & Scott, of Graham. N. C. for
whom he made n sensntlonal campaign
ln M, E, Meilonry's hnnds, wlnnlng n

series of brllllnnt races and n rccorel
of 2:03 3-4, whlch placed hlm ut tho
head nf pncing stalllon*. Wlth the
closo of the campaign of IS94 Gentry
was shlpped to McHonry's home. at
Preoport, III., for tho wlnter, where
the son of Ashland Wllkes did stud
eluty durlng tlm spring of lSOT,, ns Holt
& Scott shlpped out a carload of wcll-
breel mares from Graham, N. C, Includ¬
lng Blondette, the dam of Governor
Holt, 2:15, who foaled Ellr.a Ingram,
2:21 1-4, the followlng year, whlle
Glles Mebuno, 2:16 3-4, also came from
Wlnnlc D., tho dam of Hulman,
2:13 1-4.

MeHenry campalgnod Gentry. agaln
in 1005, but turned blm over to James
F. Scott at tho Lexlngton meetlng In
October, In whose hands the bay stal¬
llon won a match raco agalnst .loo
Patchen at Reedsvllle, and placed the
Stato record at 2:09 1-4, whero It yet
stands. In November. 1S95, Gentry anel
Patchen met at the old half-mile Track
of tho State Falr Grounds at ltich¬
mond, when the big black horse won,
pacing the third heat in 2:11, establlsh-
Ing a record for Virginia, whlch sto., 1
for more than a decade.
