ANARCHIST KILLS
PRIEST AT MASS

Kneeling at, the Commuttion
Rail, Italian Shoots Cele-
brant Through Heart.

CONGREGATION RUSH
OUT IN GREAT PANIC

Murderer, Captured by Police,
Declares He Is a Priest-Hater,
and That He Wishes
He Could Have
Killed All of
\ Them.

DENVER, February 23.—Father Leo
Helinrichs waz shot and killed to-day
by Glugeppe QGuarnaceto, an avowed
anarchiet and priest hater, while the
priest waa administering the sacra-
ment at early mass In gt Ellzabeth's
Catholle Churech,

Kneellng at Lhe =altar rall between
two men, Guarnaccto pressed the muz-
zle of 'a revolver against the body of the
prieat, after recelving from him the
consccrated wifer, and shot the priest
through  the heart. Exclaiming "My
Godl My God!" Father Leo fell prone
in front of the‘altar and died.

The assassin sprang Into the alslas,
ind brandishing the plstol, dashed to
the church door. For a moment the
‘hundeed or more persons in the church
were dazed. Then a woman gcreamed,
and the congregation became panle-
stricken.  Seyeral women falnted, and
many others hecame hysterical. Sev-
eral men, Including Patrolman Danfel
Cronln, started In pursult of the mur-
derer, 1
"Pollceman Cronin overtook. the flae-
ing, Itallan on the church steps.
rGuarnaccto attempted to shoot the po-
liceman, but wag fofled and  over-
powered after a despernte struggle.

Sharpened Bullets.

Tha purderer was removed to the
ity Jail.  As threats of summary ven-
geance wers made by men who quick-
Iy, gathered In front of the church,
Chief of Pollee Micheel Delaney call-
ed out the reserve force of patrolmen.
Deputy Coroner Danlel Hayes took
charge uf Father Leo's body. A sln-

rabes of thn priest showed that the
lead had gone straight to the heart,
The bullets remaining in Guarnaccto's
revolver had sharpened points.

Guarnaccto was placed in solitary
confinement, He admitted to a po-
lleeman that the priest whom ho had
‘killed" was a stranger to him, and, in
explapation of his erime said:

Wna Priest Haoter,

I just went over there because 1

have a ‘grudge agal t all priests in

general., They are all against tha
working man. I went to the com-
munion® rall because I could get a

bettor shof. I did not give a damn
whether he was a German priest or
any other Kind of a priest. They are
all'in the same class,

“I left Italy thr=e months ago, and
went first to Central America and then
came to Denver, I am an anarchist,
and I am proud of ft. I shot him; and
my ‘only régret is that I couldn’t shoot
the wheole buneh of priessa  in the
church. I 'am a shoemaker, but have
not worked since coming to Denver.
! Father Leo was born In Koeln, Ger-
many, -August 15, 1887, He came to
Denver last Heptember from Paterson,
N.:J, where for three years he was
reelor of St. Bonaventure's. FHa' had
prevluusly served  thres years in
Croghan, N. 'Y,

ternoon, llving little more than an
hour, The murderer was captured an
short time after the shooting cccurred,
and 18 now safely lndged in jall here.|

'he clrcumstances of the murder
are aggruvated end without palllation.
It seams thot the murderer, Marchlson,
had trouble earller to-day with John,
Raines, another negro, and Ida Moore,
a negro woman, which resulted In his
shooting: Halnes, Inflicting a ' slight
flesh wound, and his threatenlng tho

| life of ithe Moore womat.

The woman, who lives In the neigh-
borhood of Chief of Pollca Benton's
home, fled to the latter for protactlon;
making an olitery as she ran,

Withont Provocation.

Chief Hentoa met ler at hls back
hearing her complaint, was
starting out!in search of Murhison
when the latier also appenred on the
scene. He and ‘Officer Benton = ex-
changed a few words, when the negro
suddenly drew a revolver and fired at
Mr. Benton, Inflicting a mortal wound
Just under tha eye, Officer Benton
steggered nnd attempted to make his
way back into the house, but fell be-
fore he reachad the door.

Jack Crosswell, a lad, hearlng the
pistpl shot, ran up at once and nt-
tempted ro arrest the murderer, hut the
latter snapped his plstol at the boy
and broke away. Mr, J. B, UnderWooq
next appeared, and the negro fled,
fring a wild ashot nt Mr. Underwood
A5 he ran.
toen-vear-old Son of the wounded-man;
ran to his father's asslstance as he
fell, "and cayght up the latter's re-
volver a6 L dropped from his belt.

Wounded by Chief’s Son.

As tha negro fled the youth fired
three shotd after him, one of them
taking eftect; ns developed after the
capture wins made,

Ofticer Menton was earried Into his
residence, suffeslng great Agony, and
lingored a little more {han an hour,
pagsing away about the time Jils mur-
derer was belng placed under arrest.

Nowa of the murder and the cscapn
of Lthe murderer spread rapidly through
the elty, and exclitemant became in-
tenge,  Bheriff Watson and his dept-
ties and the ecity pollce were at once
At work endeavoring lo track the fugi-

tive, and hastlly Irganized posses of
cltizens wers speed!ly scouring. the
suburbs In the wicinlty of the scene

of the crime, The capture was ac-
complishied by Mr, Howard Smith, who
was  immediately  jolned '‘hy  Megsrs,
George MceNelll, L. A, Willlamson ‘and
A, 5 Hall, and the prisoner was then
turned over to. Sheri{ff Watson and’ his
deputies
Hidlng in Diteh,

The munlorer was detected by Mr.
Bmith crouching In a diteh in the Haw-
ley fleld, about a quarter inlle from
the scene of his erime, and was in
tha aet of removing a sBwealer he
wore. Mr. Smith rode rapidly to the
place of hiding and the murderer, Im-
mediately surranderved without roesist-
ance, beeging for his 1fe, and ex-
pressing penitence for his act.
