Tough on Insurance Agents.
Bditor of Tha Times-Dispatch:
| Bir—IL may not be generally known
that there |s o bill now pending before
the Leglslature that affects not. onl
the businéss of an  insurance agent.
but Impertls hia liberty as & men
and afg a free American citizen. E
Senate bllL” No.o 254, of which Mr.
White Is patron, has in It o section
which Is entirely new and almed at
Insurance agents or sollcitors. It re-
ulrey them to take outfu license fraom
the Insurance Commissloner for which
they have to pay him a fee of $2. This
license fee or tax I8 not paid Into the
treasury of the State like all other
license taxes, to help the general funo
and aid In defraying thd expenses of
the Stats, but it g required to He
pald Intoe the treasury solely for the
benefit of the Insurance Department.
Inasmuch as the Commlssloner of
Insurance s empowered under the
existing law 'to make an assessment
agalnat insurafice companfes to coyer
the expense of running his depariment
it would seem thatiitiis abfolutely tn-
negessary to Imposé this special tax on
the agents of the companies,
The report of the Auditor of Public
Aecounts for the year 1807 shows thut
the Ipsurance companles pald into the
treasury of the State last year $11,
435.50 to defray the expenses of the In-
surance Department. and it la bellaved
that the amount will be much larger
this yedr, slnce It Increases as the
compnnles enlargo thelr business,
This sectlon also empowers the In-
surance Commlssioner to revoke the 1l-
conge of any agent should he think
he *Ig In’ any way an undesirable per-
son, to, represent an insurance com-
pany,” without allowlng the agent an
appenl from his declalon,  “
!’iuch a lnw appears to viclate the
aplrit of tha Constitutlon, which re-

jury In matters '=zo vital as this, for thia
new law would allow mere opinfon or
hellef, unsupported by sufficient evl-
